If no more than one-half is true

charged against Germany In the mat-

ter of her occupation of a Chinese prov-

ince, that nation will wear whatever

honors attach to the title "The Rob-

ber Nation." That she has seized

upon Chinese territory without suffi-
cient cause is now undeniable. For the

mob outrages upon her missionaries
Germany certainly had a right to de-
mand teparation, but it appears that
she never gave the Chinese opportunity

to do the fair thing. But a few hours

were allowed for a reply to the Ger-

man demand, not time enough in which

subordinate officials could possibly

communicate with the Imperial Gov-
ernment and receive replies.

More than this, it is charged, and

the facts appear to bear out the state-

ment, that there were no negotiations

concluded through the usual diplomatic

channels, but that the commander of

the Chinese fort on Kiaochau Bay was

tricked by the Gentian naval com-

mander, who Induced him to surrender
possession of the fortification, on the
assurance, on his word of honor, that
the Imperial Government had consented
to th« occupation, and would not re-

buke the Chinese official for acceding

to the demand.
Li Hung Chang has been recalled

from his retlracy by the Emperor of
China to advise In the present crisis.
From an interview with him by the

New York "Herald" representative, it

is learned that China views the occupa-

tion of her territory by the Germans
as nothing less than robbery. He de-
clares that the act was in direct viola-

tion of the treaties existing between the

two Powers; that China had offered to

make full reparation for the murder of
the two missionaries and to do so
Immediately, including the punishment

of the officials who failed to control
the mob, and including also the pay-

ment of proper indemnity. Neverthe-
less Germany occupied Kiaochau, and
the Chinese have not attempted to re-

take the place because of a desire to

avoid hostilities. The Chinese states-

man calls attention to the fact that
the lawless and riotous are to be
found in all lands, ar.d not Infrequently

commit outrages which local govern-

ments are powerless to prevent. In
the case of the murdered missionaries
they went to a province where they

knew that disorder has prevailed more
or less since the war with Japan, the

Chinese themselves often being the

sufferers from assaults by these out-

laws. The aged Minister concludes
his protest In these words:

Of late years, from Instruction and
observation, the Chinese have come to
regard the countries of the Western
world as models, and ev#n greater in
justice than in arms. Is it just to op-
press us while we are struggling to
emerge from the restraints of our an-
cient civilization, while Improvement

and progress steadily continue? Should
China be distressed by having her
shores invaded and her territory occu-
pied because of an occurrence which
Western countries would deal with by
law and not by War?an unexpected in-
cident, deplored by my Government
and followed by full redress?

It Is impossible for the fair mind and

the just man to stifle the feeling that
China in this matter has been dealt with
most outrageously, and that Germany

seized upon the flimsiest of pretexts to

broaden her possessions even at the
sacrifice of national honor and the
violation of the laws of nations. It
remains to be seen If the greed for*
territory' will so far prevail with Other
nations as to lead them to wink at the
action af Germany, or whether they
will be inspired by sentiments of jus-

tice, ard protest, If not resist, the au-
tocratic and conquosting procedure of

the German Emperor.
It is reasonably to be feared that

the £o*-.called civilized Powers will take
the former course; and more, that they

will make the action of Germany a
pretext for unjust acquisition of Chi-
nese territory themselves, on the plea
that the balance of foreign power in '

jChina shall be preserved by equal ad-
ivantages secured to each other.

The later dispatches tell us of still
; another outrage on the part of the Ger-
| mans. Their Embassador, under
jthreat of retiring from the Chinese
!Capital, has coerced the Chinese Em-

jperor into dismissing the Commandant
|at Tsaochau, because the latter had,spoken of German missionaries in in-
sulting terms.

[ The Chinese Emperor is probably now

J extremely sorry that he did not adopt

the policy of Li Hung Chang, two years
ago advised by that far-seeing official,
and proceed on the close of the Japa-

nese war to arm, equip and fortify at

all his chief ports. Had he done so

]Germany would not to-day find China
; easy prey for its ships of war. The
jrecall of Li Hung Chang would mdi
Icate that the Emperor repents of his
rejection of the advice of his venerable
jMinister, and will now do the best he
Ican to lock the door after the horse
has been stolen.

General Miles is reported as of the
opinion that European successes in the

Ori« nt may be followed by assault upon

the South American States, under the
plea that Europe must possess herself
of footing on that continent to pre-
serve the independence and supremacy
of the kingdoms. But at the worst
such an outcome is rather far distant.
The business in hand on the other side
will sufficiently engage these European
pirates for a time. However, it may

as well be well for South American
States to take time by a long forelock.
It is not, by the way, improbable that

the silent friendship of the monarchical
States of Europe for Spain in her re-

sistance of the Cuban insurgents, has
behind it an intense desire to see Spain
triumphant, that the gateway of the
Carribean Sea may be, through mutual
interest under European control in case
of an attempt to reseat monarchy in

the South American continent, and pos-

sibly in the Central American States.
If this is considered by any as pre-

posterous, it is only necessary to point

out that Europe views with exceeding

jealousy the growth of republican senti-

ment in this hemisphere, and that her
States have recently given evidence of
a disposition to plant themselves in
power wherever in the world force of
arms can secure them a foothold. The
division of the African continent among

them, and the present attempt to parcel

out China, may be followed by an ef-
fort to renew monarchical Institutions
upon our neighboring continent.

There are newspapers in this State
which appear to make a business of
misquoting the "Record-Union." One

of these in a mountain county is so fre-
quently in evidence in this respect that
we attribute it to pure carelessness,

but In other cases it is pure cussedness.
We find supposed extracts from the
"Record-Union" frequently printed in

interior papers and credited to this
journal, which never appeared in it. It
is modestly suggested to the scissors
men of the State that they exercise
more care in quoting. If they so mut h
wrongfully credit in the matter of this
paper, they create the impression that
they are quite as careless in crediting

other exchanges, and hence theyr will

fall into disrepute in the newspaper
world. There is one thing that the
newspaper cannot afford to do, and that

is to be inexact in crediting contempo-

raries. It is no small matter, since the
party entitled to credit is robbed of his
due, and another is published as saying

that he never intended.
