HUE FOLSOM ROAD PROFOSI-

TION IS SAFE.

Attorney-General Fitzgerald Sub- ;
suits an Opinion to tlis Com-

missioners. I

Attorney-General Fitzgerald has
given a written opinion to the Folsom
Highway Commissioners regarding
matters on which the members of that
body desired information and advice.

The Attorney-General's letter is in
response to a series of questions sub-
mitted to him touching the legality of

various points affecting the proposed
"ttork, the nature of which the Commis-
sioners say, they do not wish to make
public.

It can be stated, however, that in

the opinion of Use Attorney-General
there is no legal obstacle in the way of
the accomplishment of the work for
nvhich the people of this county, by an
overwhelming majority, voted $75,000.

Tlie delay in starting the work has
teen caused by the discovery of the
fact that there was no money avail-
able for defraying the expense of op-
erating the State Prison rock-crusher,
its the material for the road ls to be
Sjiven free of cost. The only way this
can be overcome is by the creation of
c deficiency of some $25,000 in the
prison appropriation. This must be
done by the Prison Directors first
agreeing on the expediency of such
action and then applying to the State
Ik>ard of Examiners for permission to

create the desired indebtedness.
The opinion just given by Attorney-

General Fitzgerald deals largely with
these details and the methods of pro-
cedure necessary to make the action of
-the boards legal and binding. It also
refers to matters relating to the ordi-
nance passed by the Board of Supervis-
ors governing the issuance of the
bonds, and this portion has been re-
ferred by the Commissioners to District
Attorney Ryan.

Mr. Fitzgerald states that it will not
be necessary for the county to deed the
road to the State. Deeds to the county
of the right of way Is, he says, all that
Is required.

The Attorney-General, who is a mem-
ber of the State Board of Examiners,
is known to be favorable to the defi-
ciency proposition, as also are Governor
Budd and Secretary of State Brown,
the other members of the board. The
Jatt2r, however, is a very sick man, and
there is no toiling just how soon he will
be able to attend a meeting of the
board. The consent of that body must
be unanimous. As soon as Mr. Brown's
condition improves sufficiently to at-
tend a meeting the necessary action
Will doubtless be taken to enable the

The present delay Is very vexatious.
Under the special law providing for
the building of the road the work must
be completed this year, and the engi-
r ers say there will be no time to spare.
The lines must be surveyed, the grades
»ratal dished, contracts let, and men and
teams secured before any actual work

This afternoon the Board of Super-
visors will meet for the purpose of
< ?'Ksidering matters in connection with
the sale of the bonds. It is understood
the Supervisors are opposed to having
the bonds bought up by the State's
school money for the University Re-
gents lend the money in the school
fund on mortgages, and every such
mortgage escapes taxation under the
ruling of the Supreme Court, which In-
terprets a loan to be an "investment."

Loans of this kind have been made
here, and thousands of dollars thus tak-
en from the legitimate revenues of the
county.

Nothing is so expensive and destruc-
tive to a city as an epidemic of dis-
ease and death, costing thousands of

dollars and destroying valuable lives.
The Hon. W. J. Clapp, in his ad-

dress of welcome to the American Pub-
lic Health Association, which not long

since met at Memphis, Term., said:
"Memphis is a great and growing city,

whose vital statistics now challenge

comparison with those of any other in

the Mississippi Valley; that less than

a decade ago was generally regarded as
a pestilential hotbed, whose doom was
irrevocably fixed, and whose very ex-
istence, v. as considered a menace to

the general welfare.
"This doom was averted, the city

placed upon the highway of pros-
perity, by the indomitable energy and
unsparing self-sacrifice of the citizens,

who, when overwhelmed with afflic-
tion and stinted in the very means of
living, expended more than a million
of dollars in local sanitation."

Before these sanitary measures were
adopted and carried into effect the city

of Memphis was on the verge of bank-
ruptcy; now its finances are prosper-
ous, its business has greatly improved,
and the city is growing in population
and resources.

Sacramento would be paid back sixty

or a hundredfold if the city authori-
ties were empowered to expend half
that amount in supplying the people

with a better quality of drinking wa-
ter. This should not be overlooked.

"Where there is any doubt in regard

to the purity of the water, it is a safe
plan to toil it, and when it settles pom
off from the dregs.

To rcoxygenize it, take two vessels,

hold them two or three feet apart, and
pour the water from one into the other
for a few minutes.

The following will add to Its safety

as a drink: Pulverized alum. 2 grains;

boracic acid. 3 grains; water, 1 gal-

lon. Mix and strain.
When five to sixty grains of alum

are taken at a dose, it constipates the
bowels, but in the proportion here giv-
en it is perfectly safe.

Boracic acid is employed in diphthe-

ria, fetid eructations and in septic dis-
eases, preventing putrefaction and acts

as a sanitary agent.

We all have, more or less, what Is
called "reserved force." It is a latent
power reserved for an emergency.

Many exhaust this "reserved force"

before the emergency overtakes them.
How? By being up too late at night,

by exhaustive exercise, by sleeping too
little, impairing the brain, shattering

the nerves, diseasing the stomach and
weakening the vital force of the heart's
action. Therefore when the unexpect-
ed demand for the "reserved force" is

made upon them it is not forthcoming,
