
DAIRY REGULATIONS.

The Riverside "Press" says: The
dairymen are coming to feel that life
is being made a murden to them by the
host of ordinances that are being made
regarding their business. Doctors and
local health officials want no milk sold
except from tested cows kept in stables
approved by the health officials and the
iniik must be tested by a chemist and
bacteriologist in some localities. Doctors
veterinarians, local and State cattle
Commissioners, etc., must inspect the
dairy before a permit is issued licensing
the farmer to market his milk. If this
sort of thing is carried to its logical
conclusion we shall not dare to drink
anything but chalk and water nor eat

«? :yihing for butter except oleomargar-
ine. Proper regulations are all right,
1 .:\u25a0 there is danger of creating a regular
hierarchy of such officials to fatten off
ihe milk industry, and make all sorts of
1 acteriologieal experiments of no prac-
tical value at public expense.

We do not entertain any such fears as
alarm our contemporary. The health of
the community is far superior to the
Irterests of any pocket or business. No
one wants to oppress or unduly burden
the dairy business. The honest dairy-
nan does not wish to sell food to the
people that will prove poison to them
in any form.

There is no sentiment in trade. It is
nfter sales and cash. There are in all
business followings some unscrupulous,

careless and indifferent men. Legisla-

tion to check their evil disposition, their
carelessness or indifference to public
welfare, is therefore necessary. Such
legislation must, of course, be uniform
in its application. Therefore the regu-
lations as to pure food must bear against

emd ucon all alike.
The innocent have no fear of such

\u2666aws; they can take no harm from them.
On the contrary all such regulations in-
spire confidence and thus encourage
large consumption, hence the very regu-
lations complained of benefit the pro-
ducer. No fear need be entertained that
any such laws or ordinances will work
Injury or make "life a burden." An
oneroua law is its own corrective. Pub-
lic sentiment in a land where the peo-

ple make the laws, lies beneath and sus-
tains all laws, or if they are unjust

speedily crushes them through repeal.
Sanitary science Is not cranky. It is

pretty near to an exact science. The
t?erm theory of disease we look upon as
one of the greatest of ail the great ad-
vances of the nineteenth century. It
ranks next to, If not above preventive

tnedlcine of any other form.

THE INITIATIVE

It ls not probably generally known
that in one form of the much talked
cf and 6trongly advocated "initiative,"
which sociologists have deemed a

treat betterment in government, has
been adopted in this Satte. The ref-
erendum we have on pretty broad lines
already, but not so liberally as is de-
sired by conservative socialists. But
the initiative we have not had in any
form until recently, and no example of
Its practical working has ever been

It is, however, very likely to be tried
in the county of Santa Barbara soon,
where the people are circulating the
necessary petition for an ordinance of
the local option order, and intended to

limit tlie licensing of places for the
retailing of liquors. The law under

which it ls possible for the people to
propose laws and adopt thorn regard-

less of the wishes or ideas of local leg-

islators ls found in the County Gov-
ernment Act of 1597, and reads as

Whenever there shall be presented to
the Board of Supervisors a petition or
petitions signed by legal voters of
said county equal in numbers to 50
per cent, of the votes* cast at the last
preceding general election, asking thru
an ordinance to be set forth in such
petition be submitted to a vote of the
qualified voters of such county, it
shall be the duty of the Board of Su-

pervisors, Ly proclamation, to submit
feuch proposed ordinance to the vote

nt the auailtied electors of such coiui-

ty. Such election shall be held with>
in thirty days after the first regular
meeting of the board after the filing
of such petition; provided, that should
said petition be filed within six months
prior to a general election no special
election need be held, but such ordi-
nance shall be submitted at the next
general election. The ballots used at
such special or general election shall
contain the words "For the ordinance,"
stating the nature of the ordinance,
and "Against the ordinance," stating

the nature of the ordinance.
The election shall be conducted and

the returns canvassed in all respects
as provided by law for the conducting

of genecal elections and the canvass-
ing the returns thereof: provided, that
when a special election is held under
the provisions of this section, the
Board of Supervisors, in their discre-
tion, may consolidate precincts, and
may reduce the number of election of-

ficers to a number not less than four.

If a majority of the votes cast upon

such ordinance shall be in favor of
the adoption thereof, the Board of
Supervisors shall proclaim such fact,

and upon the publication of such proc-

lamation such ordinance thus adopted
shall have the same and equal force
and effect as though adopted and or-
dained by the Board of Supervisors.

MURDER AND THE CHURCH.

An interior contemporary, referring

to the conversion of Durrant to a re-

ligious faith and his acceptance into
that church, says that such things as

that bring religion into contempt and
stimulate the growth of infidelity. It

is irnrvossible for the unbiased and log-

ical mind to reach any conclusion at all

correspondent with that. If the doc-
trine of repentance and forgiveness of

sin is worth anything whatever, it has

no limitations. It assumes that the
vilest sinner may return, and that God's
mercy has no bounds.

If the church is to say all other
sinners may return and be forgiven,

but those who kill their fellows are
doomed beyond hope, and must find

the doors of mercy closed against them,

then it preaches that murder hs an un-
pardonable sin, and that the arms ot

the church can open wide enough only

to receive certain classes of penitent

evil doers, while certain other classes
are beyond the reach of Divine mercy,

and are shut out from the atonement
cf Christ upon the cross.

This is not at all discussing the truth
or falsity of the Christian faith, but is

treating the question of the true logic

of that faith, its consistent breadth
and lin limitless capacity. To say that

the church of Christ, which builds up-

on the doctrine of repentance and for-

giveness, can consistently draw a line
over which the murderer may not pass,
is to deny the fundamental doctrine of
Christianity, to make a mockery of re-

pentance, expiation and forgiveness.

If that doctrine stimulates infidelity

and unbelief, so be It; by that doctrine
the church must stand, and by that
doctrine lt must be content to fall, if

growth of infidelity is evidence of fail-
ure.

That there must be a check put upon

the growth of the pension list is now
generally conceded. The list has greatly

outgrown the original intention in cre-

ating it, and we are unquestionably
paying out a vast sum of money to men

and women as pensioners who have no

moral right to receive the money. The
United States can stand the payment

of the ?141,000,000 annually, but it can-

not afford to close its eyes to the fact
that it is egregiously cheated, when

the number of pensioners increases in-
stead of diminishing, even in periods
when there ls no recent legislation en-
larging the list. There has, we fear,

come to be a deal of truth in the coarse
saying: "Whoever desires can now be-

come a pensioner, if his swear is strong

and long enough." The fact that the

clerks in the Pension Office in consid-
erable number have managed to get

upon the list by adroit array of sup-

posed proofs of legitimacy of claims
has awakened a feeling of indignation

that must result In a response to the
demand for an overhauling of the pen L

sion list that will bring about needed
reform. No one regrets a .cent paid

to the deserving old soldiers who are

real pensioners, or to their wives and
dependent children. What the people
are objecting to is the loading of the

pension list with a lot of fraudulent
allowances of applicants. If investi-
gation should result In a verdict that
all on the list are entitled, the whole
country would be amazed, since the
justified belief is that an exceedingly

large percentage of present pensioners
are on the list by cheat and fraudulent
design. The advice of the Commis-
sioner of Pensioners that his depart-

ment should be instructed by Congress
to deal directly with pensioners, utterly

ignoring the go-between pension attor-
neys, would seem to be wise, and one

A second appeal has been issued from
Washington, over official signatures,

asking for aid for the suffering people

should need a second call to excite the
sympathies of our people to active man-
ifestatkn in a practical and humane
way. The first appeal Issued a month
ago and made by the President, seems
not to have awakened the response that
the loud expressions of sympathy jus-

tified. Have we been opening our
mouths on the street corners in sym-
pathetic speech for the suffering peo-
ple of Cuba, while buttoning our pock-

ets closer that the money value of our
sympathy may nut be gauged? Sympa-

thy that costs nothing but words is of
little value to the man with an empty

stomach, or to the afflicted whose
wounds receive no healing balm.

PLEA OF BUSINESS INTERESTS.

Los Angeles Herald: Inspired by the
somewhat frenzied prophecies of Sena-
tor Morgan, lately, reinforced by the
sorrowful misgivings of Senator Tel-
ler, the "business interest" grows hys-

terical over the situation in the Far

East and the menace to our trade with
the countries of the North Pacific. The
conservation of markets for surplus

American products is admittedly one of
the present highest duties of states-
manship, for the surplus products of
the land are yearly becoming augment-

ed without a very promising prospect
that a home market will be provided
for them by the multiplication of in-

dustrial concerns. Indeed the introduc-
tion of labor saving devices now quite
equalizes the advance made along these
lines. But our trade with the Orient
is not so voluminous nor yet so promis-
ing of material increase as to excite
serious apprehension regarding the
trend of events on the Chinese coast.
It was no greater in ISiHJ than it was
in 1880, and was much less in all the
intervening years.

LACK OF SCHOLARSHIP.
Los Angeles Herald: Forty students

are about to be dropped from the State
University, purely because of lack of
scholarship. That's a good thing to
do. When the standard of scholarship

is raised so that going, through college

is longer a joke, but serious work, per-
haps we will see more good resulting
from tie higher education. It will drop
from the classes such pupils as are
not fitted for taking a college course
and will perhaps give them a just es-
timate of their own abilities, so that
they will turn their attention to work
for wh>ch they may be well fitted. This
will leave more room in the universities
for tfcs really bright, earnest students
who %y right of brain and genuine de-
sire for an education, are the ones who
will profit by their opportunities. When
scholarship alone is made the test in
our five institutions of learning it may
be that there will be fewer young men
of little ability trying to be lawyers

and doctors when they cught to be ac-
countants or business men or carpent-
ers and blacksmiths. As things have
been, very often a college diploma did
nothing for a young man except to
make him feel that he was too good to
work.

WILL IT?
Merced Sun: Why pass a new law

to destroy the "endless greenback
chain,** when a law already exists that
will accomplish the purpose, if enforc-
ed. The law makes all greenbacks re-
deemable in coin, silver or gold, at the
option of the Government. When they
are presented for redemption let the
Treasurer pay silver for them, and the
"endlet-s chain" will have lost its ter-
rors within fifteen minutes.

THE SIBERIAN ROAD.

THE SCHOOL BOOK CONTEST.

Every
school master has his preferences in
regard to text books and it is seldom
that any particular series is able to se-
cure a majority of the votes in meet-
ings of touchers. At the same time
the properly qualified teacher can han-
dle £.ny text book successfully and
there would be few changes of books
if teachers were rompelled to foot the
bills when changes are made. If thea;,- .us of the book ring were seeking
to pull dollars out of the pocket* of the
teachers instead of the patrons of the
schools, they would not have found
great favor with even the few who re-
mained in the association at the time
the i -solution demanding a change was
adopted.

THE REASON FOR IT.
Marysville Appeal: The recent Dem-

ocratic wail to the effect that the coun-
try is in a ruinous condition because of
the proposed reduction of wages of the
cotton-mill operatives in New England

has caused some of the leading papers
of the country to examine into the mat-
ter of the increase and reduction of
wages during the past few months, it
is found from the statistics compiled by

Bradstreet's and Dun's that thou-
sands of employes, representing
numerous classes of industry and
scattered all over the country, have
either had their wages increased from 3
to 20 per cent., or at least been promised

increases to commence with the new
y> ar, while the < ne instance of reduction
of the cotton-mill hands is a natural re-
sult of the competition of the cotton
mills in the South, where the mill
operators pay less wages, obtain longer
hours of labor, and have practically no
transportation to pay on the raw-
material.
