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HEDDEN RELATES HIS STORY.

HE DENIES THAT HE SWINDLED
ANYONE.

82ys His Employer Simply Refus-
ed to Acknowledge His
Contracts.

In a recent issue of the “Record-
Union” appeared an account of the
arrest in San Francisco of Howard F.
Hedden on a warrant issued at the in-
8lance of J. P. Dalton of this city,
charging him with having obtained
money under false pretenses.

While in this city some time ago
Young Hedden solicited subscriptions
and advertisements for an alleged
sporting publication in San Francisco
called the “Review.” He gave receipts
for the same, representing himself to
be an authorized agent for the afore-
mentioned alleged sporting publica-
tion.

As it turned out, J. P. Bean, the ed-
dtor of the publication referred to, re-
pudiated the subscriptions and adver-
tisements taken in this city by Hedden,
and believing that he had been buncoed
wout of his dollar Dalton caused the lat-
ter's arrest.

Howard F. Hedden is in the City
Prison, having been brought from San
Francisco by Deputy Sheriff Bailey.
Hedden tells the “other side” of the
story, and tells it in a plausible,
straightforward way.

To a ecord-Union” reporter he
said that in September last he con-
tracted with Editor Bean to work on
the “Review” six months on commis-
sion. The publication, he said, was
not paying, and its editor could pay no
salary, but agreed to allow him 50 per
cent. on all advertisements and sub-
scriptions. In proof of his statement
that he was so employed, and that he
was an authorized agent for the sport-
ing sheet, young Hedden produced a
September copy of the same, in which
was a paragraph stating that he had
Deen employed and would remain with
the “Review” for six months.

Hedden said he took in a lot of adver-
tisements in San Francisco and brought
Bean much business. When he came
10 drum up custom in Sacramento Bean
collected for the San Francisco adver-
tisements, and when he (Hedden) re-
turned, he and Bean came together and
mixed up on the streets and were both
arrested for disturbing the peace.

According to Hedden's story, Bean
then refused to accept the Sacramento
subscriptions and advertisements, and
created any amount of disturbance in
order to get the former to sever his con-
nection with the publication.

“Bean,” said Hedden, “knew I was
perfectly straight, or he would have
caused my arrest himself. He knew
he could not make a case against me,
with him, but
by refusing to accept the Sacramento
business I had done he knew he could
get me into trouble here. If you wish
to understand how bitter.Bean is
against me iust look at the January
number of the “Review.”

Hedden produced a copy of the Janu-
ary number of the publication, and it
showed for itself. Nearly one-fifth of
its space was devoted to roasting him.

It seems that there are two sides to

the stion of Hedden's arrest, and
if story i#s true Dalton may have
cause for complaint against Bean, but
apparently none against the young man
in the City Prison.

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THE BRITISH “MIDDY.”

Comparison Between Him and His
American Compeers.

Admiral Sir Vesey Hamilton published
not long agoMn interesting conversation
which he had with an American Admi-
ral, wherein the latter spoke with the
warmest admiration of the manner in
which he saw our young midshipmen
handling their boats and keeping their
men in order, and then drew compari-
sons between them and his own ‘“fine
gentlemen,” most unflattering to the
latter. His young gentlemen, he said,
knew how it ought to be done, but ours
knew how to do it. :

The difference is great. The British
midshipman is brought up in his pro-
fession, and when he finds himself sud-
denly in a tight place he knows what
to do instinctively without waiting to
reason about it; he does the right thing
at once; and as rapidity of action is one
of the most important factors of success
in nautical matters, he generally gets
out of his tight place with credit to
himself and his profession. Thus he
gains confidence at every step, and pre-
pares himself for more important com-
mands. On what grounds, then, of loz-
ic or of common sense, are we about to
alter a system which has produced such
excellent practical results?

It is only fair, however, to see what
can be said on the other side of the ques-
tion, and thus we would frankly ac-
knowledge that our naval officers are
the worst educated in Europe, taking
the word ‘“‘education” in the sense in
which it is generally used. It is only
guite natural and reasonable that they
should be o, for reasons which we have
aiready sufficiently indicated. For our
own part we do not think they are by
any means such utter ignoramuses as
they are sometimes supposed to be, and
pertrayed as being by some self-consti-
tuted critics.

For instance, a well-known civilian
writer on naval subjects, masquerading
under the title of ‘“‘Nauticus,” published
lately a violent diatribe on the gross and
deplorable ignorance of British naval
officers. He described them as being
altogether behind the times; as compar-
ing most unfavorably in point of gen-
eral knowledge with the officers of all
European nations, as well as with those
of the United States. They were held
up to scorn for not being “men of the
vorld,” and for not being able to “shine
in society,” in consequence of their
faulty education; and it was further
stated that they were not sound scien-
tific officers. It is quite possible that
all three accusations might be true—the
third modified—and yet that ours might
be the best naval officers in the world.
We gas the third modified, as it de-
pends a good deal upon what we under-
stand by a sound scientific officer. It
is probable—nay, almost certain—that,
go far as abstract science is concerned,
our naval officers are surpassed by those
of most other ocuntries, and certainly
by those of France and Germany; but
when it comes to the practical applica-
tion of such scientific or other knowl-
edge as the officers of the different na-
ticnalities possess, it has been proved a
hundred times over that our officers are
ahead of all. Ten thousand horse-
power which cannot be applied is not
so good for propulsive purposes as flve
thcusand horse-power which can be ap-
plied.—Blackwood’s Magazine.

BAZAINE'S MARRAIGES.

The Two Romantic Courtships of
the Marshal of France.

In the January “Century” there is an
article on “Maximilian’s Empire,” by
Mrs. Bara Y. Stevenson, who was * in
Mexico during the entire period of the
French intervention. Mrs. Stevenson
gays of a romantic character in French
history:

General Bazaine was at this time the
most popular man in the army. Hith-
erto eminently successful in all his mil-
itary undertakings, he had risen from
the ranks, having won his honors step
by step upon the battlefield, at first
by his courage, later by his remarkable
military ability.

He was a plain-looking man, short
and thick set, whose plebeian features
one might search in vain for a spark
of genius or a ray of imagination; and
yet under the commonplace exterior
dwelt a kindly spirit, an intelligence of
no mean order, and, despite a certain
coarseness of thought and expression,
too common among Frenchmen, a soul
upon which the romance of life had
impressed its mark in lines of fire,

The story went that, when a Colonel,
he had in Spain come across a little
girl of great beauty and personal at-
tractions, who seemed to him out of
place amid her surrocundings. He pick-
ed up the little wild rose as it grew on
the roadside, and conceived the notion
of transplanting it into good, rich soil,
and of giving it its share of sunshine,
He took the child to Paris, where he
left her in a convent to be educated.

The soldier continued his brilliant ca-
reer in the Crimea, Italy, Syria and
Africa; and when, after some years,
he returned to Paris, he found the lit-
tle girl had grown into a beautiful and
attractive woman, whose heart was
full of warm gratitude for her benefac-
tor. He fell in love with her, and,
brepking through all rules of French
matrimonial usage, married her.

Her charm won for her many friends
in the circle which his position entitled
her to enter, and her death, which oc-
curred under peculiarly distressing cir-
cumstances, soon after hig promeotion
to the command of the army in Mexico,
was a cruel blow,

The news of her death reached the
General while away from the capitai
on the brilliant campaign which added
the greater part of the country to the
projected Empire (November, 1863). Af-
ter a funeral mass, which he heard
with his officers, he retired to his tent,
and, alone, fought tbat hardest of all
battles, and conquered his own heart.
In a few days he returned to his duty,
and no one ever knew what had pass-
ed in his innermost soul.

Two years later a ball was given at
the Quartier-General. Bazaine, who
had lately been promoted to the rank
| of Marshal (1864), had stopped for a
moment to say a few words, when one
of his guests, a young Mexican girl,
who was waltzing by, suddenly stop-
ped near us, having torn her dress. Pins
were produced, the damaged ruffle was
;.—epalred. and the girl passed on. “Who
ii“ it?’ asked the Marshal, evidently
{ much struck with her appearance. “It
{ is extraordinary,” he muttered; “how
{ much she reminds me of my wife.” He
looked distrait, and shortly after ex-
cused himself, and wandered off in the
direction Mille. de la Pena had taken.

The courtship was a short one. Max-
imilan, in order to facilitate a unlon,
| which he deemed to be in the interest
of his Government, gave the young girl
as a dowry the palace of San Cosme,
valued at $£100,000; and thus May
united to December. Two  children
were born to the Marshal, one of them
! in Mexico, and never was father proud-
er-of his young wife and of her off-
spring than was the Marshal.

It has been definitely ascertained that
the piper who played the “Cock o’-the
North” after being shot through both
legs was not Piper Miine, but his com-
rade and fellow Aberdonian, Piper Find-

later. The mistake arose in London
when particulars about the injured men
were being given to a reporter. Milne
was also among those who were wound-
ed. Piper George Frederick Findlater
is a native of Turriff, Aberdeenshire,
where his father had a croft and was a
meal miller. The piper was born in 1872
and is one of a family of six sons and
five daughters. He received his educa-
tion at the village school, and, like most
count™ children, left the schoolmaster's
hands at an early age and entered farm
service. He soon evinced a desire to be-
come a soldier, but his parents objected,
and for some time nothing further was
heard of his martial desires. After a
couple of years as a farm servant he
enlisted at Aberdeen in 1888. Private
Findlater showed a fondness for music
at an early age, and shortly after enlist-
ment commenced the study of the bag-
pipes. In the beginning of last vear he
was promoted to therankof piper in the
band of the regiment.—Scotch Paper.
