BOARD OF TRUSTEES REFUSES
TO CONFIRM HIM.

Ordinance Against Use of Trading

Stamps Was Unanimously

Passed.

The Board of City Trustees met in
regular weekly session last night, Trus-
tees McKay, Tebbets, Douglas, Paine,

Doian, Devine, Brown, Bentley and
Kent being "piesent.

The room had been renovated under
the supervision of Trustee Devine,

Chairman of Committee on Buildings,

the frescofhg and kalsomining giving it
a very handsome appearance and De-

vine was greeted with appreciative ap-
plause by his confreres when he made
his appearance. The stove had been
moved to the center of the room and the
position of the desks changed so that
they made two arcs on the opposite

sides of it, bringing the members face
to face, so that when they get into de-
bate they can face each other instead
of being obliged to turn around.

A. J. Bruner addressed the board rel-

ative to the block between Q and R,

TWenty-stxth and Twenty-seventh. He
said that the block was assessed in

bulk up to lb'J'2 but the taxes were not
paid, and are a cloild on the title. The
owner, Lucretia Waring, is a poor
woman and as the Supreme Court has

decided in the case of the city against

he asked that the taxes be remitted, as
has been done before.

The matter was referred to the Fi-
nance Committee.

W. A. Anderson appeared before the

board on behalf of Charles Yates, say-
ing that the Corporation Counsel had
de.-ided that the board could not make
a rebate on licenses that have been
paid, but it could revoke a license and

1 ay back the money. Yates' saloon had
l>een wrecked and he could not carry on
his business. Yates had just paid his
license and would like to get the money

"back.
Devine said that a number of appli-

cations for rebate of license had been
made and refused, but the matter had
not come up in thig shape before.

The license was unanimously revoked.

COMMITTEE REPORTS.
Douglas, for the Water Committe°,

reported that to add the pipe proposed
for new water mains in the southeast-
ern portion of the city, would take l.."i<>o
feet of 12-inch pipe, as it would be best
to put it in so as not to disturb the
Buffalo Brewery's supply. This would
cost ">OO and he reoommended that it
be done.

A motion to refer to the Finance Com-
mittee was combat ted by Bentley on
the grounds that there was not money
in the funds to do the work with and
also that there is no use of laying store
pipe until larger mains are provided
down town a greater pressure, can
be put on. There has been already
drawn from the fund $15,000 to make
tip a deficiency from last year and
great economy must be observed.

Tebbets coincided with B<-nt!ey and
\u25a0?a!d the new board was handicapped to

the extent of nearly $20,000 for de-
ficiency and if the citizens of Sacra-
mento find their taxes raised a few
rents, they must not blame the new
board, but lay it to the old one.

Paine reported on the proposed

amendment to the bicycle ordinance,

that it. would cost the wheelmen
$?',OOO to purchase lamps, and that it
would be very little more protection

to pedestrians. He therefore moved
that the amendment be placed on fl!".
He intended, however, to next week

introduce an amendment regulating
fast riding and driving.

Paine moved that the Superintendent
of Streets be authorized to purchase
fifty carloads of crushed rock, and, af-
ter some debate on where it should be
used, the motion was carried unani-
mously.

A motion to purchase fifty loads more
to put on Twelfth street in order to put
it in good condition, was made.

Devine opposed it, on the ground that
it was local repairs for winch the whole
city is taxed. He moved the matter
be referred to the Finance Committee
for investigation.

Douglas said that the travel over
Twelfth street comes from the north-
ern part of the county, and was not
for the benefit of the Eighth Ward, but
of the lower part of the city, where
they trade.

Devine said he did not want to ob-
struct improvement of the streets, but
simply to have the necessity properly'
investigated.

Bentley and Brown favored reference
to the committee, and it was done.

Tebbets called attention to the fact
that if the city did not immediately or-
der all the rock it needs it would prob-
ably not be able to get it when it wants
it. He moved that the Superintendent
of Streets be authorized to purchase
fifty carloads additional, and it was
so ordered.

On motion of Devine the clerk was
instructed to have a light placed at
the head of the stairs leading to the
Trustees' room.

The recommendations of the Mayor
and Sewer Committee that coal bunk-
ers be built at the sewage pumping
plant, to hold more coal, were adopted,
to cost about $600.

Brown, for the Levee Committee,
spoke in relation to the city's wharf.
He raid that for c little expense a
set of steps could be built at the north
end of the wharf, suitable for landing
at the different stages of the river.
He thought it would increase the wharf
fees, and recommended that the steps
be built. Some of the boats now land
at the fish market and pay no wharfage
and are an annoyance to the proprie-
tors of it.

Devine thought that the steps would
cost about $100, and he moved that the
recommendation be adopted, and the
work done by the Superintendent of
Streets.

Tebbets thought the Levee Commit-
tee and Surveyor should prepare esti-
mates and plans for the work, and sub-
mit it to the board next week. Car-
ried.

Bentley reported, in relation to the
bond suit, that the firm of attorneys
already employed?Bishop & Wheeler?
Wished to be continued as attorneys of
record. He moved, therefore, the con-
tract having expired, that the Mayor
and Chairman be authorized to re-
new the contract with them. They
undertake not only to defeat the in-
terest on the bonds, but to attack the
validity of the bonds themselves, and
it may result in saving the city many
thousands.

The Mayor and Chairman were au-
thorized to renew the contract.

Devine said the board had decided
that the Funded Debt Commission
should buy no more bonds at present.
The law provides that it shall open the
bids in the presence of the Board of
Trustees, but it has never done so,and he saw by the papers that they
have recently bought $85,000 worth of
bonds. He wanted to know if it could
not De compelled to comply with th»law.

On motion of Tebbets the commis-sion was re-quested to appear before theboard next week and show cause why
it has not complied with the law.

CONFIRMATIONS.
Confirmations being in order, the

nomination of J. B. Devine for Corpora-
tion Counsel was unanimously con-
firmed.

T1: ADING STAMPS KILLED.
The ordinance prohibiting the use of

trading stamps came up for action and
Lentley stated that, as the ordinance
presented by him last week had been
declared unconstitutional by an infer-
ior court in San Francisco, he had, with
the Corporation Counsel, prepared an
amended one, which had been declared
constitutional by the Court of Appeals
of the District of Columbia and also

The Clerk read the amendment and
W, M. Sims said that he would ask that
the amendment go over for a week, as
he had spent his time for the past week
in preparing himself to combat the or-
dinance offered last week and had had
no opi>ortunity to investigate the
amended one. He knew the board did
not wish to pass an unconstitutional
ordinance. He therefore asked for a
we» K. in order t<> prepare an argument
on the new one offered.

Bentley thought Mr. Sims wou'd wish
to argue on the merits of the case and
not on any ordinance, and would be as
well able to argue it now as well as
n x w- ? k

Corporation Counsel Johnson said
that the same lnw that applies to the
former ordinance, applies to the amend-
ed cure, and he thought Mr. Sims couid
argue on no points next week that he

Ben'tley said he had a petition from
nt-ai ly 200 merchants in favor of adopt-
ing the ordinance, many of them being
those who are using the stamps.

Mr. Johnson said he appeared in his
private and not his official capacity and
presented the petition spoken of by
Bentley.

Mr. Sims presented a petition signed,
he said, by as many citizens, against

the ordinance; no matter what the ordi-
nance is aimed at, he said, it would not
be worth the paper it is written on and
will not be sustained by the courts. The
opposition, he said, is confined to a few
large department stores, who are op-
posed to advertising in any way by the
small firms. There is no lottery or
gambling In the business, it is simply
a rebate on his purchases issued to tho
purchaser and the courts have declared
time and time again, that an ordinance
like this is not constitutional. He did
not think the hoard wished to instruct
the small dealers that they must offer
no inducement to get customers to their
-t n s to do a business. The small
stores have a hard time as it is and it
is certainly, he claimed, beyond the
power of the board to pass an ordi-
nance telling them how they must do

| their business He was willingto have
jthe ordinance submitted to any disin-
terested attorney and abide by his opin-

ion.
Devine asked who paid for the

Istamps, and if the consumer did not.
Mr. Sims thought both parties did.

I J. W. Halton, representing the Trad-
ling Stamp Company, said that the high-
Iest court in Massachusetts last week
handed down a decision that forever
set at rest any litigation in that State
against trading stamps. The District
of Columbia case is now before the Su-
preme Court of the United States, and
!is not yet decided, he said. No one is
barred from procuring trading staini*,

he said. He explained the method of

using the stamps, and said that the
cost is only from l>i to 2 per cent,

on gross cash sales. The company
had spent $10,000 already in
this city, between $.'..000 and $4,-

--pared'TcT fight th.> United
States Supreme Court, if necessary.

In response to a question by Mr.
Johnson, he stated 'that special terri-
tory was given by the company's con-
tracts to certain merchants. It did not

bar out any merchant, but the mer-
chants who have contracts bar out their
fellow-merchants who have not.

Mr. Johnson said that the merchants
of San Francisco and other cities are
protesting against the trading stamps.

The roll was called, and the amended
ordinance was passed unanimously.

CHEMICAL ENGINE.
J. S. Parry, agent for the chemical en-

gine, offered, if the board thought it ad-
visable, to lease to the city an engine,
the monthly rental to l>e applied to the
purchase of the engine when it amounts

to the price of the engine, which will
at that time become the property of
the city.

The matter was referred to the Fi-
nance Committee, to be reported on next
Tuesday night.

INCREASED POLICE FORCE.
The ordinance adding two policemen

to the present force was read, and De-

vine moved to amend it by adding one

Tebbets asked how one more policeman
could serve day and night. There must
be an increase of two, if at all. The
upper part of the city, as large as

Stockton, now has only one policeman
on duty. Any man's wife and daugh-

ter in that part of town might be drag-

ged away from home in his absence,

without protection from the police.
Devine's motion was lost by a .vote

of 5 to 4, and the ordinance was passed
by a vote of 0 to 3, Dolan giving notice
of motion for reconsideration.

Devine claimed that it took seven

votes to create an office, and that the

ordinance was not passed.
Bentley said that the charter gave*

the board power to increase the police

force from time to time by ordinance.

He considered this simply a case of
iner-'is'ng the efficiency of the force.

McKay declared the ordinance pass-
ed.
