SACRAMENTO GOLD SEEKERS
WILL LEAVE SKAGUAY.

Think They Can Get to the Yukon
in That Way Before the Spring

Rush Commences.

The following letter has been received
by a relative of the writer, and shows
how some of the Sacramento County
boys are pushing forward in their
search for gold in the ice fields of
iAlsaka:

SKAGUAY (Alaska), December 17.?
Our party?Mr. Brow n, Mr. Rooney and
myself?will start from our cabin on
or about January sth to go down to the
lakes as far as Lake Marsh, and there
make a portage of forty miles to the
Hoolalinqua River, w here we will re-

main until the Yukon River opens up,

bo that we can go down the balance of
the way by boat.

This trip will be undertaken so as to

get in before the Ing rush of the spring,

and we expect that it will be a very-

hazardous undertaking, on account of

the cold and sever storms, because the
thermometer registered 50 degrees be-

low zero at Lake Tagish two weeks
ago, and it must be worse than that

now". But we will be dressed for the

cold, and will not mind it very much,

although there are a great many men

frost-bitten.
I think that we are smart enough to

get through all right. We have proof

of there beting plenty of gold here, and
must make up our minds to endure
some hardships to get it. We are not
discouraged, but will go into the fields
and see what there is for us.

December 23d.?Mr. Rooney and my-
self received one of the boxes that Mr.
Ilorst sent us for Christmas. The other
weM lost on the road some place between
San Francisco and Juneau, Alaska,
which means that we may never re-
ceive it, although we will divide up
with the rest. West arrived in Skaguay
on the 21st, and went to work at his
trade this morning. Mr. Spiney is here
with us. We were sorely disappointed
at having to stay here in Skaguay until
the Ist of February. Now we have
been thinking of getting out of here
and moving our entire outfit to the
Hoolalinqua Kiver, which we can reach
inside of 110 miles from Lake Benoet,
and as the sledding is good over the
lakes we will reach that point in abou*
two weeks. This route will take us
away from the canyon and the White
Horse Rapids, and besides we would
be in a gold country, and could spend
the balance of the winter in prospecting,
and that river open up three weeks ear-
lier in the spring than the lakes on
the Bennet route. This town la
booming, and every- steamer arriving

here is loaded down with freight and
passengers. Town lots are all the go
at present, and are being sold at as
high as $2,00 ».

Lumber is very scarce, and rough

boards bring $35 per thousand, while
dressed lumber is worth $50 to $60. We
can buy groceries here as cheap as

we ( an in Seattle, freight added.
The weather here in Skaguay is quite

mild. It has been raining for the
last twenty hours, but is turning to
snow, and we expect seevral inches to-
night.

SUPREME COURT.

SYLLABI.
(L. A., No. 273?1n bank-Filed January

IS, 1888.)
P. W. Murphy, appellant; city of San

Luis Obispo et al., respondents. Action
to enjoin sale of city bonds and levy

and collection of taxes for payment.
Reversed.

Under a statute authorizing a muni-
cipality to issue a bonded indebted-
ness, which is silent as to the kind of
currency, or money, in which it is to

be payable, the municipality may mane
the bonds payable in gold coin.

The recognized standard of value in
this State is gold coin, and as this is

the only kind of money which the Leg-

islature has authorized to be received
(Sec. 0, Act of March. ISS'J, as amended
in 1883. Stats, of 1883, p. HI) upon a
sale of the bonds, and has required
them to be sold for not less than their
face value, it must be held that it was
the intention of the Legislature that
they might be made payable in gold

coin.
Mandatory provisions for the holding

of an election must be followed or the
failure will vitiate it. In the absence
of any direction, the manner in which
the voter is to indicate his wish may be
immaterial, so long as his wish can be
ascertained; but when the mode of its
indication has been prescribed by au-
thority of law, the form becomes a
matter of substance, and the courts
are not authorized to say that it may
be disregarded and that the wish of the
voter may be determined by conjecture.
Whatever the statute requires the form
to be is mandatory. So when the ordi-
nance calling the election ordered the
voter to indicate his wish by writing
or causing to be written or printed

' Yes" tr "No" on the right hand mar-
gin of his ticket, opposite the proposi-
ti'iit on which he might desire to vote,
a notice printed on the tickets used by

the voters "To vote for or against a
proposition stamp 'X' in the square at
the right." was unauthorized and gay»
to the voters no right to disregard the
manner of voting which was directed
by the ordinance calling the election,
held, therefore, that the election was
invalid.

Libel. Order granting new trial re-
versed.

In actions for libel it is permissible
to introduce as evidence articles pub-
lished subsequent to the commence-
ment of the action, which, while not re-
peating the words complained of, refer
specifically to the first article by date
of publication, with statements of its
subject matter in terms that ar«?, in
themsehes, clearly libelous, and Kvith
the added vice of a very clear impli-
cation of the truth of such original
statements. Such repetitions are al-
ways admissible in actions of libel and
slander, upon the question of actual
malica. and they are not required to
conform to any exact standard of
similitude in terms with the original
words, so long as they are of similar
UnpxKt. If the language relates to the
same subject matter and is of a char-
acter from which a malicious purpose

The fact that an article published
subsequent to the commencement of an
action for libel contains a reference 'to
the commencement of the action,
which, standing alone, might be re-
garded as privileged, could not oper-
ate to exclude it so long as there were
statements therein ndt covered by such

In a libel action the assertion in the
answer of the truth of the statement of
the original publication, without appar-
ently any proper investigation to ascer-,tain the truth, and without any effort
to establish it at the trial, is, in Itself,
a circumstance which the Jury may
consider as tending to contradict testi-
mony en behalf of the defense upon th?
question of malice.

Edward Faiitriek, appellant; P. Sul-

livan, respondent. Election contest by
elector. Reversed.

The statute (Sees. 1118 and 1121, C. C.
P.), contemplates a prompt and speedy
determination of election contests; but
it cannot be presumed that the Legis-
lature intended that under no circum-
stances, however essential to the ad-
ministration of justice, and especiaJly
in a matter in which the public as well
as the parties have an interest, could
an adjournment be had otherwise than
from day to day.

It waa never intended that where the
inability of the court to proceed with a
case makes a continuance for several
days necessary, the court should lose
Jurisdiction. The court is given "all
power.- necessary to the determination
thereof." See Sec. 1121, C. C. P.

Section 1000 of the Political Code,
prescribing the oath to be taken by a
person whose vote is challenged, does
not dettrmine the legality of a vote cast
by one who has taken the oath. There
is no provision of the statute giving the
oath any other effect than that of de-
termining the duty of the board to re-
ceive the vote. Though the challenger
may know that the oath is false, and
be able to prove it at the time, the vote
must, nevertheless, be received, as oth-
erwise the whole time of the board
might be occupied with trials of chal-
lenges and qualified voters be thereby
deprived of all opportunity to vote.

The statute makes no provision for
canceling the old register before com-
mencing a new one.

Ex parte Rosa Queirolo, on habeas
corpus. Petitioner discharged.

Section 940, C. C. A., provides that in
cases not provided for in certain other
sections, the perfecting of an appeal
stays proceedings in the court below
upon the judgment or order appealed
from, except in certain designated
cases. So, where the court awarded
the wife in a divorce proceeding the
custody of the children, and subse-
quently modified its decree by award-
ing the custody to the father, and the
wife appealed from the modified order,
she was not in contempt for failure to
comply with an order of court direct-
ing her to deliver up the children, the
appeal being then still pending.
