REVIEW OF THE HISTORY OF j
THEIR GROWTH.

The First School and the Splendid i
Educational Department of

To-day.

From early days of its history,

Sacramento gave great attention to ed- J
acatkraal matters.

C. T. H. Palmer opened a school in j
August. 1819, and taught it for a

month. He sold his furniture to Rev.

J. A. Benton, afterwards pastor of the
Congregational Church, who opened it

again on October l"th. It was in a J
little one-story house 14x2S, covered at j
the ends with rough clapboards,- and [
the roof and sides were covered with

old sails from some craft tied up on the
bank of the river. The doorway was

covered by a piece of canvas fastened
at the top and dropping down over the
opening. There was no floor but the
'ground, and the building stood on the
banks of Sutter Slough, at the north-
east corner of Thin! and I streets. The

school opened with four pupils and scon :
increased to nine and never exceeded j
twelve. It was closed in December 1
and opened in the spring by a man
named Crcwell.

A CITY SYSTEM.
Previous to 1854, the public schools

of the city were merged into those of
the county, but in 1853 County Assessor
J. W. Biddleman, under the amended
law, appointed a Board of School Com-
missioners, consisting of Dr. 11. W.
Harkneas, G. J. Phelan and George

Wiggins.
In February, 1554. the school was

opened at the southeast corner of Fifth
and X streets, G. H. Peck having

charge of the male department, and
Miss Griswold of the female depart- |
ment. On the first day fifty boys and
forty girls attended. Scon there were
over 200 pupils and several other
schools were opened, one on I street,

near Tenth, then one at Tenth and G
Btr< its. to which tho grlria were icm ned,

and in June the first primary school was
opened. In July, there were 201 public
school pupils and 250 attending private

schools. From this beginning has
grown, the present school system, of

which the city is so justly proud. Dr.
Harkneas was elected the first Super-
intendent.

A NEW ERA.

On December 11. 15."»4, the control of
the city schools was turned over to the
City Board by the County Superinten-

dent, and the first public school build-
ing was erected at Tenth and H streets,
and on February 1". 1855, Superinten-
dent Harkness resorted six schools in
successful operation with accommoda-
tions for 414 pupils.

Th \u25a0 High School was instituted in
1866, history, bookkeeping, astronomy.

Latin, French and Spanish being
taught, on M Btreet, between Eighth
and Ninth the first class being com-
p sed of eighteen girls and twenty-one
bi .vs.

The Sacramento Grammar School was
«ret ted in 1572, at B cost of 962,000,
the pupiis from the Franklin Grammar
School Iwiing transferred to it and the
Harkness Grammar School was erected
in ISSS and afterwards the Sutter
Grammar School.

To-day the city stane!s the peer of
any city in the State as regards its
school system and education advan-
tages Its High School is one of the
few in the State that have for years
i asl been fully accredited by the state
University and its Grammar and Pri-
mary Schools are not surpassed in their
efficiency by those of any other city.

often receiving favorable comment
from prominent educators who have j
visited them.

THE PRESENT SYSTEM.

The Union Primary School, at Sev-
enth and G strei :s, Mrs. M. E. Mum-
ford. Principal, ha:t nine'other teachers
and 297 pupils enrolled.

The Lincoln Primary School, at
Fourth and Q streets. Miss Lizzie M.
Bernard, Principal, has eleven other
teachers, and the number of pupils en-
rolled is 4<!t>.

The Capital Primary School, at T< nth
and Q streets, Mrs. Clara F. Parsons,
Principal, has ten other teachers, tho

number of pupils enrolled being 452.
The Washington Primary School, at

Thirteenth and G streets, Miss Mary
Woods, Principal, has ten other teach-
ers, and the enrollment of pupils is
3Ki.

The Jefferson Primary School, at Six-
teenth and N streets. Miss Jennie Go-
van, Principal, has nine other teacn-
ers. and an enrollment of .".24 pupils.

The Marshall Primary School, Twen-
ty-seventh and J streets. Miss Emma
Doherty, Principal,, with three other
teachers, has 165 pupils enrolled.

Tho Fremont Primary School, Twen-
ty-fourth and N strets. Miss Sarah M.
.bus. Principal, with five other teach-
ers, lias 223 pupils enrolled.
I The Orphan Asylum School, at Eight-

eenth and X strets. Mrs. M. L. Bassett,
Principal, with two other teachers and
a kindergarten department beside, hav-
ing two teachers, with an enrollment of

!161 pupils.
jThe Newton Booth (ungraded) School,
at Twenty-sixth and V strets. M. B. B.
Potter. Principal, has an assistant and
an attendance of 22 grammar grade pu-
pils and 56 primary gtade pupils.

The Foundlings* Home (ungraded)

jSchool, Mis3Grace Danforth, teacher,
has 41 pupils enrolled.

The Chinese School, Mrs. N. Arndt,
teacher, has 10 pupils.

The Night School, W. A. Latta. Prin-
cipal, has three other teachers, and an

!enrollment of 155 pupils.
In addition to the number of teachers

in the primary schools, several of them
have kindergarten departments, with a
Principal and an assistant. They are
as follows:

Capital School, 50 pupils enrolled.
Washington School, 68 pupils en-

rolled.
Fremont School, 60 pupils enrolled.
Orphan Asylum School, 19 pupils en-

rolled.
This makes the total enrollment of all

the schools 4.515 pupils.
C< INSTANTLY INCREASING.

Since 1893 there has been an increase
in the enrollment of the High School
from 17.N to 900; in the grammar
schools from 1,658 to 1.257. and in the
primary schools from 2.2.">1 to 2.."12.
while the night school enrollment has
Increased from 62 to 155. Since that
time the kindergarten department has
been added to the school system, with
an enrollment of 2<!l, making the ag-
gregate increase 965 pupils. As may
be Been, the greatest proportional in-
crease is in the enrollment in the high
and grammar schools, showing the
gratifying fact that the pupils are re-
maining longer in the schools than for-
merly, tin- increase also being princi-
pally boys.

< ITHER INSTITUTIONS.
But the educational advantages of

Sacramento are not limited to its pub-
lic schools, as there are a number of
private ones that will compare favor-
ably with those to be found elsewhere.
The Sarcamento Institute, under the
supervision of the Christian Brothers,
and St. Joseph's Academy have proved
very successful, and graduated many
hundreds of pupils with er-ditl v_-
klneon'S Business College ;.s an institu-
tion of many years' standing, and its
graduates are found in the counting-
rooms Of prominent firms all over t«5
State. Moynahan's Business Col-'
lege, Howe's Normal Academy and
Mrs. Spiliman's school have
also rroved their Worth as edu-
cational institutions. There are also a
number of other private schools and
schools of stenography and type-writ-
ing.

DISCOVERY OF GOLD.

THE STORY OF MARSHALL AND
THE NUGGET.

P.lrs. Wimnicr and Her Soap Kct- j
tic?Marshall's Life and

Death.

Janirp W. Marshall, the discoverer of
gold at Colours, was born In Hope |
jTownship, Hunterdon County. New
Jersey, on May 10, IM2. In 1844 he
came across the plains, going first to
Oregon, and remaining there for the
winter, and coming to California in

[June, lM.'i. lie made the caquaintance

|of Genera] Butter, and went to stock
jfarming, hut white taking part in the
I"Bear Flag" episode his ranch was
devastated and his cattle taken. Dis-
couraged, he came to Sutter's Fort.'and
las the immigrants who began to arrive
Iwanted lumber he recommended the
building of a saw and grist mill, and

entered into an agreement with Sutter j
to build one.

He picked out a site at Coloma, j
where water and wood were handy j
and the lumber could be transported I
|to Sutter's Fort by wagon. Peter L. !
jWimmer and his wife Jennie also went
to Coloma, with ten Indians, the form-I
er as overseer and Mrs. Wimmer as]
housekeeper, all being under Marshall's]
direction. Work on the mill progressed j
slowly, and in December, the dam and 'jhcadgate being finished, Marshall!
turned on the water to wash away the
sand and gravel dug by the men as the j
easiest- way to get rid of it, so that j
it would not fall into the race. He j
often noticed shining spec-Its in the bot-
tom when the water had been flowing
in the night, and on January 19, 1848,
while he and Wimmer were walking

along by the tail race, after the water
had been shut off in the morning, Mar- I
shall noticed a shining specimen lying!
Jon a flat reck close to the side of the I
race. It attracted his attention more j
from its queer shape and likeness to a
bear than from its probable value-, and
he picked it up. He handed it to
Wimmer, saying. "What do you think
of thatj" The latter took it in his
hand, felt of its weight, and replied,
"That must be gold. I would take my
pay in that metal." Mrs. Wimmer had |
often said that the shining spicks that
they had often seen were gold, and her
husband now believed that she \\&>
right.

She was making soap that day. the
two men having fixed her kettle of lye
on the lire before they left the cabin,
and Marshal! said: "Well, Peter, we
will send that to Jennie and let her boil
it in her soap kettle all day, and see if
it will tarnish it." They did so, and
she declared positively thai it was gold,
and threw it into the kettle to test it.
No further inquiry was made about it
until at breakfast the next morning,
when the men liegan to c haff her and |
aski d what kind of soap her gold made,
and if it would do away with the nee B-
sity of using grease to make soap with,
telling her that if so then- was plenty
more of it out among the sand and
gravel.

Ooofidi nt that she bad been right in
her assertions, Mrs. Wimmer went for
her kettle and poured out tbe soap into
the trough made fcr it. There, in the
bottom of the kettle, lay the nugget,
polished bright by the action Of the
lye on it. She seized it, rushed into
the cabin, and throwing it on the table
before her husband and Marshall,
exclaimed: "There is your nugget, and
it is pure gold."

Wimmer was convinced that his wife
was right, and Marshall; while he did
not say much, thought it might be gold

in truth. Other nuggets were col-
lected, and a few days after Marshall
took them down to Sutter's Fort and
showed them to Sutter. Tests were
made, and as they proved that it really

was gold, Sutter accompanied Marshall !
back to Coloma. where the news of the)
successful test was received with great
Joy, especially by Mrs. Wimmer. She j
loaded the table with everything good
in the camp, and Marshall handed her j
ttv- nugget, saying: "Here, Jennb-, this'
w ill make you a nice ring, and it shall j
be yours." She always afterwards took
great pride in showing the first nug-
get of gold round in the State.

How the news sj read and was carried
to the Fast and all over the world is
Well known. By the spring of 1849
more than 30,000 hardy men had ren-
desvoued at Independence, St. Joseph.
Leavenworth and Council Bluffs, and it
is estimated that the year saw nearly ji
80,006 gold hunters come from various
parts of the world to dig for the j
precious metal.

Marshall died alone in his cabin at j
in 1885, with not enough money to pay i
his burial expenses. 11
