
POSTOFFICE RETRENCHMENT.

Retrenchment is often merely reduc-
tion of wages and forces while other
and less essential expenses go on. The
order of the Postal Department to cut
clown the carrier service in all the great

cities, is of that character. If, as un-
doubtedly is true, the cost of operating

the postal department is too great ccm-
I>ared with its revenue, let retrench-
ment begin along lines not so close to
the people. The carrier system has
become a necessity from having been
inaugurated as a convenience.

As was said by the "Record-Union"
only the other day, if the facts could be
got at it would be clear that it has more
than paid for itself. That is to say,
the increase in the use of the mails has
been most augmented by the conveni-
ence of post boxes and free delivery.

' This we do not hestitate to de-
ls >unce as a niggard and unwise policy.
The country is too rich to submit to
this so-called economy. It may not
be generally known but it is a fact that
in the matter of rapid and frequent col-
I tion of mall matter and of rapid and
frequent free delivery of it, we are as
yet away behind every nation of Eu-
rope of any prominence. Ifany of us
have Imagined that we have been step-
ping ahead of the Europeans in these
matters they are greviously mistaken. 'London, Berlin, Paris, Vienna and o.her
meat cities are better served in postal
delivery and collection by far than
New York, Chicago, Boston, Philadel-
phia, St. Louis or San Francisco.

As it is now, so great Is the tide vol-ume of matter through our mails that
everywhere the force we now have ispushed to the utmost to prevent daily
rorgw, and even then only partial suc-
cess Is achieved. Here in our own city
*he postal force is down to such a mis-
erably small number that It takes hours
to get man matter to botes or delivery
that should be delayed but minutes. If
that is putting it a little strong, our
business men will at least understand
W hat is meant. And this must not be
taken as complaining of the local em-
Iloyee of the Government in Sacramen-
to at all. The truth is they are an
iverworked lot, and that the mall mat-
ter given them to handle is greater than
should be put upon such a small force

However, that is aside. If there is
to be pinching in any .direction be-cause of excess of expenditure over re-
ceipts, let the forceps be applied atsome other point than the delivery ser-
vice. That is altogether too near toevery one to have the application mad»
tolerable.

SWEDEN AND NORWAY.
There are several reasons to fear that

Sweden and Norway are drifting apart
and that the dual Government will
aooner or later be struggling to be-come two distinct Governments. It is
not seventy-five years since they were
united, and in that time there have b n
three or four serious breaks of good
leejing between the States. These
have been patched up ami wh»ti th >

Quarter-centennial of King Oscar's ac-
cession was celebrated, all the old dif-
ferences were supposed to have been
adjusted, all the skeletons puiled out of
the closets and matters made white,
clean and healthful again.

of leading statesmen of both countries
to go over the whole ground and arrive
nt a satisfacrofv basts \u25a0 f - tileiri'fetit;_

entire inability to do anything of the
kind, and has asked to be discharged.
This, as may easily be understood, is a
very bad situation for two nations
under one crown to be in. They part

now mainly upon the question or a com-
mon Minister of Foreign Affairs, and a
common Minister of the Consular ser-
vice for the two countries.-

This, to people on this side of the
wat*r seems strange indeed, for the

two nations are not great Powers and
their foreign relations ought not to be
very troublesome, while the Consular
service surely cannot affect matters cf
internal finance, domestic policy and
the material interests of the people.
But the Swedes and Norwegians think
differently about that. Besides, one
of these kingdoms is for free trade and
the other is for protection, one of the
States is opposed to the triple alliance
while the other is in sympathy With the
Russian-Franco combination.

Sweden is the greater State in popu-
lation, commerce and industries. it

is twice as important in nearly all
things compared with Norway. In case
of war Sweden would be greatly-
stronger than Norway, not only in men

but in arms. Norway is not seeking

disruption, while Sweden rather courts
war, and not long ago the Crown
Prince begged to be permitted to cross
the border and reduce the Norwegians

to complete subjection. Any break
between the two nations would be so
dangerous to the peace of Europe that
it is probable the greater Powers would
interfere to prevent a war and to main-
tain the crown of Oscar.

The Embassador of England at
Washington has had his tail feathers
clipped. When the Grant tomb and
monument were solemnly unveiled tne

British Embassador insisted that in

procession and in position he must oc-
cupy the next place to the President.
He held that he must have precedence
over all officials, except the head of

the nation, because he represented the

English Empire and its Queen Empress.

This caused a great fluster, for it meant

the crowding out of even the widow of
Grant and the Vice-President of the
United States. These, for the sake ot
peace, yielded, but when Mr. Hobart
became Vice-President, he determined
to have the matter settled by authority

that Sir Julian Paunceforte could not

question. He appealed therefore to the

Britisn Government through Embassa-
dor Hay for a ruling as to rank and
precedence. The result has been that
the English Foreign Office has held Mr.
Hobart to be in precedence of the Eng-

lish Embassador, because he stands in

the relation of heir-apparent, so to
speak. So a question of etiquette and
propriety has been settled in official
circles at Washington, peace reigns

and amity has been restored. The
whole country is gratified to learn that
what threatened to create a breach be-
tween functionaries of such import-

ance as our Vice-President and the Em-
bassador of the Queen-Empress has
been rendered harmless. Now we can
go on with every day life duties.
