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F. MARION CRAWFORD.

An Entertaining, Instructive and
Able Writer.

Whoever has followed the writings of
F. Marion Crawford has found him en-
tertaining, instructive and able. His
friends place him as the first of living
romancers; however that may be, the
people of Boston have recently pro-
nounced him the handsomest. Since the
publication of his first novel, “Mr.
Isaacs,” he has been famous. He was
born in Bagni de Lucca, Italy, August
2, 1854, His parents were American cit-
izens, but his father was born in Ire-
land.

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THAT DECISION.

It Does Not Strike at the Anti-
Debris Association.

Considerable has been-published the
last few days concerning the effect of a
recent decision of the Supreme Court
in a Yuba County case and its possible
effect on the Anti-Debris Association,
which is maintained by monthly appro-
priations made by several counties. A
San Francisce paper yesterday gave
the gist of the decision as follows:

“A. C. Irwin, one of the Supervisors
of Yuba County, was appointed a com-
mittee to confer with appointees from
the counties of Sutter, Sacramento, Co-
lusa, Glenn, Tehama, Yolo and Solano,
whose duty it was to investigate into
the danger and damage arising from
deposits through hydraulic mining to
the several counties. He entered upon
these duties and presented his item of
éxpenditures to the Supervisors, but
District Attorney ordered it rejected
upon the ground that it was illegal.

“The Supreme Court holds that this
contention is correct, saying ‘‘the pow-
er is not to be found in any statute, and
its assumption would quickly lose the
common consent if it should be held
that the boards could algo provide for
compensating the services rendered
under such appointments.

“The Supreme Court holds that the
Supervisors could not pay the demand
of Mr. Irwin; that if he attended a
meeting of the commission he did so as
any other citizen could, and as such
could not make his expenses a county
i charge; that the statute provided what
the powers of a Supervisor were, and
