Secret Negotiations Said Now to be
Actually in Progress for the
. Stoppage of the War,

CHICAGO, Feln 3.—A special to the
“Tribune’” from Washington says:

Secret negotiations are now actualiy
in progress beiween the State Depart-
ment and the insurgents in ‘Cuba look-
ing to a stoppage of the war on some
financial basis, to be agreed upon here-
after. President McKinley has not rec-
{ ognized the insurgént belligerents and
{ he cannot, therefore, treat with them
openly as he would do with a diplo-
matic representative of an independeat
{ nation.

WHEAT STEADY; QUOTATIONS
UNCHANGED.

Barley Firm, the Absence of Rain
Further Strenthening the Mar-
ket—Oats Steady.

San Francisco, Feb. 3d.

Wheat is quite steady at unchanged
quotations in the local market, notwith-
standing easier cables and a lower Chica-
g0 market. Barley is firm; absence of
rain has further strengthened the mar-
ket; offerings are light; options have ad-
vanced sharply. Oats are steady; the
market is only moderately supplied;
prices are sustained; none arrived to-
day. White corn is higher and firm;
vellows are unchanged; not much in to-
day.

There is an easier feeling in hay, ow-
ing to more liberal receipts, but prices
are not disturbed. The market is almost
bare of bran and middlings; no changes.

A few apples bring more than our top
price, but such are mnot in quantity
enough to quote. Oranges still move very
slowly in the open market, although at
the auction sales they go readily. Lem-
ons are more plentiful and fancy are
lower.

No changes to report in dairy produce,
some dealers quote butter and eggs weak
and a trifle lower than our figures. Egg
receipts are increasing.

The Better Side of Fists.

That a man should be able to de-
fend himself is not only reasonable, but
in less civilized conditions would be a
matter of constant necessity. The
value of a scientific knowledge of fisti-
cuffs is recognized both in the army
and in the police service, and there is
no walk of life (as may be illustrated
from the House of Commons) in which
it may not help at a pinch. Among our
rougher city population a good deal of
physical violence is still intermingied
with daily life, and it has been re-
marked from the magistrates’ bench
and other quarters that, if disputes are
to be settled by personal combat, a
manly and straightforward use of the
fists would be far preferable to the em-
ployment of boots, belts, missiles, and
lethal weapons, to which the denizens of
the slums resort with appalling readi-
ness.

So forcibly is this consideration felt
in some quarters that a high church
clergyman in a mission district in
Birmingham has devoted himself with
much energy to the instruction of his
voung roughs and embryo criminals in
boxing, and reports encouraging re-
sults in the improvement of temper.
self-control, sense of fairness, and
peaceable disposition generaily. As a
physical training it stands among ths
very finest of sports. It engages every
part of the body, and is the severest
test of agility and concentration. It
reveals most wonderfully the resources
ZS human physique, and in its true
functions well merits & tribute of praisa
