
PARLIAMENT
AGAIN CONVENED.

The Session Opened Yesterday With
Customary Ceremonies.

Queen Victoria's Speech Read Before tbe
House of Lords and Commons.

The Document Very Mild in Char-

acter in Dealing With Foreign

Affairs?Great Britain's Rela-

tions With Other Powers Con-

tinue Friendly?The Commons

Notified that Provision Must

he Made for Greater Military

Expenses.

LONDON, Feb. S.?The fourth session
of the Fourteenth Parliament of Queen
Victoria and the twenty-sixth of the
United Kingdom, was opened by com-
mission at - o'clock this afternoon with

the customary ceremonies.
The Queen's speech was as follows:
"My Lords and Gentlemen: My rela-

tions with the other Powers continu?
tdly. The negotiations between the

Sultan of Turkey and the King of
Greece have been brought to a conclu-
sion by the signing of a treaty of peace,
under which the territorial relations be-
tween the two Powers are practically
unchanged.

"The question of the autonomous Gov-
ernment of the Island of Crete has oc-
cupied the attention of the Powers. The
difficulty of arriving at a unanimous
agreement on some points has unduly

protracted the deliberations, but I hope

these obstacles will before long be sur-
mounted.

Intelligence, which is apparently
trustworthy, was received of the inten-
tion of the Khalifa to advance against
the Egyptian army in the Soudan, and
1 have therefore given directions that

a contingent »f British troops should
be dispatched to Berber to the assist-
ed ? "1" his highness, the Khedive.

"1 have conducted a treaty of friend-
ship and commerce with his majesty, the
limperor of Abyssinia.

"The report of the committee I ap-
pointed in December. 1890, to inquire in-
to the condition of certain of my West
Indian colonies, has conclusively estab-
lished the existence of severe depression

in those colonies, caused by the heavy

fall in the price of sugar, which is main-
ly attributable to the reduction in the
cost 'd production and the great increase
in its extent of recent years But the
fall has been artificially stimulated by

the system of bounties to producers

and manufacturers of beet sugar main-
tained in many Europeon States. There
are signs of growing opinion in those
States that this system is injurious to
the general interests of their population

and communications are now in progress
between my Government and the Gov-
ernments principally concerned, with a
view to a conference on the subject,
which I trust may result in the abolish-
ment of the bounties. In the meantime
measures will b.: proposed to you for the
relief of the immediate necessities of the
U*.-st Indian colonies for encouraging

other industries and for assisting those
engaged in sugar cultivation to tide over
te Present crisis.

"On the northwestern borders of my
Indian Empire an organized outbreak of
fanatic ism, which spread in the summer
along tlte frontier, induced many of the
tribes to break their engagements with
my Government, to attack the military
posts in their vicinity and even to invade
the settled district of my territory. 1
was compelled to send expeditions
against the offending tribe* for the pun-
ishment of the outrages and to insure
peace in the future. A portion of the
Afridi tribes haw not yet accepted the
terms offered them, but elsewhere the
operations have been brought to a very
successful close. The courage and en-
durance exhibited by my troops, British
and native, have overcome almost in-
superable difficulties in the country
Which they were operating, but I have to
deplore the loss of many valuable lives,
both amongst my own troops and those
v. hose services were voluntarily and loy-
ally placed at my disposal by the native
servants in my Indian empire.

I rejoice at the fact that there is
reason to anticipate a prosperous year,
both for agriculture and commerce,
throughout India.

"Gentiemen of the House of Com-
mon.-: The estimates which will be
laid before you have been framed with
the utmost desire, for economy, but in
view of the enormous armaments now
maintained by other nations, the duty

of providing for the defense of the
Empire involves an expenditure beyond

farmer precedent."
Dealing with the proposed legislation,

the speech from the throne says that
measures will be introduced for a sys-
tem of local Government in Ireland,
substantially similar to Great Britain's,
to secure the increased strength and
efficiency of the army, amend the pres-
ent conditions of military service, to
enable accused people to testify in their
own defense, to facilitate the creation
of municipalities in London, and to pre-
vent recognized abuses in connection
with church patronage.

Previous to the reassembling of Par-
liament the usual party of beef-eat-
ers, accompanied by a number of offi-
cials and headed by Chief of Police
Hurley, made the customary search for
the imitators of Guy Fawkes, formally

ascertaining that the vaults of the
houses of Parliament did not contain
anything inimical to the safety of the
members.

The Irish Parliamentary party met in
committee room No. 1.1. Timothy Healy
and hia supporters, who abstained from
attending the party meeting previous
to the last session of Parliament, were
present. John Dillon was re-elected
Chairman, and the Whips and Secre-

taries were also re-elected.
On lIM resumption of business in the

House of Commons this afternoon the
new members took their seats. *

On a sessional motion that peers and
Lord Lieutenants should not Interfere
in e-lecticns. Bight Hon. James Lowther.
Conservative member of the Island of
Than. t. division of Kent, moved to
amend by omitting the word "peers."

Sir Wilfred Lawson, bart, Radical
member for the CockermOUth division
of CumlK-rland. seconded the motion.

Mr. Balfour admitted that it was true
the House had no powe* to enforce the
order, adding that unless invited by the
opposition 1< adei. Sir Vernon Harcourt.
to adopt another course, he would vou-
against the amendment.

The amendment was negatived by 319
to JUU votes.

Gerald Balfour, the Chief Secretary

for Ireland, gave notice that on Thura
eiay he would introduce the local gov-
ernment bill for Ireland.

After notices of the introduction of
other bilis had been given. Speaker
Gully read the Queen's speech, which
had previously been read in both houses
of Parliament. The speech was then
moved and seconded.

Sir William Vernon Harcourt, the
opposition leader, said the Government
should not complain that the House
and court were demanding explanations

on many matters. When 100,000 men
were fn arms in various parts, he added,
they could not congratulate themselves
upon pax Britannia.

On the re-assembling of the House of
Lords the new peers were introduced
and took their seats with the usual cere-
mony. The house was full and the gal-
leries were crowded with peeresses and
daughters of peers.

The galleries were filled before busi-
ness in the House of Lords began.
Henry White. Secretary of the United
States Embassy, and Mrs. White and
James R. Carter, Second Secretary of
th< United States Embassy, were in the
diplomatic gallery. The Duke of Marl-
borough and Lord Dunraven weie

among the peers present on the floor.
The Prince of Wales and the Duke of

York were present.

After the address in reply to the
speech from the throne had been moved
and seconded, the Earl of Kimberiy, the
opposition leader in the House of Lords,
replied that he regarded the local Gov-
ernment of Ireland as being one of the
most important subjects of the Queen's
speech, and while he regarded the Gov-
ernment measure favorably, he was
compelled to add that the Liberal party
was of the opinion that the only way to
permanently satisfy Ireland was by es-
tablishing home rule.

The Earl of Kimberiy mildlycriticised
the Government's policy in the Soudan,

West Africa and the Far East, but he
said he wished to extract no embarrass-
ing information. When a Cabinet Min-
ister, however, spoke of war, he thought

it time Parliament was told plainly what
was meant.

The Marquis of Salisbury then arose,
and, fortifying himself with a glass of
water and leaning his hands upon the
table which separated him from the op-
Position, began in plain conversational
tones, as if addressing Lord Kimberiy

alone. The first announcement which
provoked "Hear, hear," was that before
many months he hoped that their efforts
in Egypt would result in the capture of
Khartoum.

When the Premier reached the ques-
tion of China there was a murmur of
expectancy. The pacific assurances he
gave were received with evident ap-
proval and relief. The Marquis of Salis-
bury said: "Iwill not use a word which
seems to grate on the nobles' ears, but
I may say there is no effort which this
country would not make rather than lose
our treaty rights. At the same time no
one has evinced the slightest intention
of infringing those rights.

"In regard to the loan, it is true we
suggested as one of the conditions the
op< ning of Talien Wan as a treaty port.

? 'lima made some objections, and, fin-
ally as a compromise. 1, on the 17th
ultimo, suggested that the matter be left
in alw-yance until the railway reached
Talien Wan, when it should be opened as
a treaty port. Sir Claude MacDonald,
the British Minister at Pekin, replied
the next day that China accepted this,
and since then I have heard nothing to
the contrary. The old question of the
loan is still the subject of negotiation."

His Lordship added: "1 have re-
ceived spontaneous assurances from the
Russian Government that any port they
open in China will be open to free com-
merce."

Lord Salisbury said the conditions the
Government has asked in return for
the Chinese loan were without excep-
tion directed toward increasing and
freeing the trade with China and con-
tained nothing injurious to China her-
self.

"Regarding the immediate opening of
Talien Wan," said his Lordship, "the
Chinese Council have informed us that
it Would embarrass them very much.
For reasons that it is not necessary to
enter into very closely, and for their
own personal comfort and well being,
they expressed the desire that we
should not insist on this proposal.
Whereupon I replied that the proposal
was not essential, though we thought
it advantageous: and I suggested, as
a compromise, that the opening of Tal-
ien Wan be deferred until the railroad
had reached the port.

" It is obvious to any one knowing
the country well that the country be-
hind Talien Wan is practically worth-
less. No trade could arise until the
railroad reached the port. A few days
afterward Sir Claude MacDonald re-
ported that the compromise was
cept_*d as a condition of the loan, and
since then I have heard no more about
Talien Wan. But I am bound to say
I am not very much interested, as I
recently received from Russia a writ-
ten assurance that any port they ob-
tain Itave to employ as an outlet for
their commerce, will be a free port for
all ihe commerce of this country. A
free port is much better than a treaty

I ' and thus, having ascertained that
Talien Wan was to be a free port, it
interests us very little. Indeed, to know
wli. ther it will be a treaty port or not.

T may say that similar assurances
have been made us by the German Gov-
ernment respecting the territory they
recently occupied. Indeed, the German
Government went further, and weremore Battering to us, for the German
Embassador told us they had conclud-
ed that our manner of dealing with
such things was.better than theirs, and
that in this instance, at any rate, they
intended to imitate our methods. Re-
garding the loan, I hope in a few days
to lay the papers on the table dealing
with it. but I warn the noble Earl that
Information will be exceedingly scanty
When U appears."

Turning to India, Lord Salisbury de-
clared that the troubles with the Afri-
dis »vere not due to the occupation of
ChitraJ, nor to fanaticism, but to ter-
ror at tic- approai h of civilization. It
was only intended to occupy such ad-
ditlonal posts on tin- frontier as com-
petent military authorities deem ab-

necessary.

Local option, or the question of al-
lowing such divisions or States as may

by vote decide to permit Sunday racing

in their territory, will be the para-

mount issue before the convention, and
will have much to do in shaping the
race for the Presidency. At present Sun-

day racing is prohibited by the rules
of the L. A. W. The Western States or
divisions are strongly for local option,

while the East is opposed to it.

GERMANY'S BAR ON FRUIT.

Authorities Beginning to Realize
That They Acted Too Hastily.

WASHINGTON, Feb. B.?lt is inti-
mated that the German authorities are
beginning to believe that they have
acted with undue precipitation in the
issuance of the decree excluding Amer-
ican fruits, and it is said that a dispo-
sition has been shown to attribute the
variety of action taken to the executive
zeai of the subordinate officers sta-
tioned at the principal ports and on the
frontier.

To-day Embassador White cabled the
State Department that the present im-
portation of live plants was absolutely
prohibited, but that fresh fruit not in-
fected was being admitted freely, in-
asmuch as the value of the live plants

and shrubs exported from the United
States to Germany last year was only

alitle more than $8,000, the latest phase
of the exclusion decree is not regarded
as of very large importance.

ARMOR PLATE.

WASHINGTON, Feb. B?The Senate
Committee on Naval Affairs to-day
agreed to recommend an amendment to
the naval appropriation bill, authoriz-
ing the Secretary of the Navy to enter
into a contract with the existing armor-
piate plants for supplying armor for
th.- three battleships, the Alabama, Il-
linois and Wisconsin, now in course of
construction, at a rate not above $400
per ton for armor, including the nickel
in it. Senators Tillman and Butler
cast the only votes against the provis-
ion. There is an informal understand-
ing that the question of a Government
plant will be taken up at the next meet-
ing.

COMMERCIAL.

WHEAT STEADIER. BUT SPOT

UNCHANGED.

Barley Scarce and Firmly Held at
an Advance?Not Much In-

quiry for Oats.

San Francisco, Feb. Sth.
Wheat is steadier: yesterday's decline

at Chicago was recovered to-day and
further gains made; locally futures im-
proved, but spot wheat is unchanged, as
shippers refused to advance their figures.
Barley is scarce and Is firmly held at an
advance; in fact theere is little or no
bright feed here; it has been mostly
shipped out of the State; options are
higher. Oats are unchanged; not much
inquiry at the moment, but stocks are
not heavy and dealers are not shading.
Not much yellow corn here at present,

but there is little wanted and there is
plenty on the way.

In the early part of the week the hay
market was on the advance, but the soft
weather has caused an feeling,
though prices are not affected; buyers are
holding off, expecting i'.raif and
middlings have- ruled Qual firm; the mai-
ket is well cleaned up on both.

There has been no improvement in-ap-
ples; the market has, with the exception
Of a couple of days, been slow; stocks
are more than ample- for the demand.
Large sizes of navels are scarce and
wanted; small are plentiful. Fancy lem-
ons bring quoted prices readily, but
standards drag, and some sell below our
inside figure. The market is bare of
Mexican limes, at the moment: a fresh
lot will be here to-morrow. The fruit
auctions have been the means of dis-
posing of considerable citrus fruit at re-
munerative prices; sales amount to about
eight cars a week.

During all the week dairy products
have weakened. The softer weather and
increased supplies have caused buyers to
hold off for lower figures, particularly on
eggs. Two cars of Eastern eggs have
been received and a third is on the way.

It is a case of selling before the mar-
ket drops still further, and leaders are
shading. Plenty of cheese here, both old
and new.
