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THE EXPERT AND DETECTIVE.

THEIR EMPLOYMENT IS LEGAL
—~CONDITIONALLY.

But the Supervisors Have Not the
Power to Create New
Offices.

Max P. Fisher, County Detective, ap-
peared before the Board of Supervisors
yesterday in reference to the proposed
possible discontinuance of his office, He
read a list of cases in which he claimed
that, through his efforts, the county had

saved money by criminals pleading
guilty. This, he contended, was ac-
complished by his working up such

strong evidence that the accused par-
ties knew it would be useless to g0 to
trial. He fizured out that his work in
criminal cases had saved the county
$1,126 50, and the uxpcnse_S_emailed.
outside of his salary, was $67 50 in nine
months. His salary amounts to $100
per month.

During his remarks Mr. Fisher said he
understood that a certain prominent cit-
jzen who imagined he had a grievance
against him had been using his influ-
ence to have him removed.

Chairman Morrison assured Mr.
Fisher that nobody had ever made a
complaint to him against the latter. In-
deed, he considered him an excellent
officer and that he had well-earned his
m.lary

“But,” said Mr. Morrison, “after all it
comes down to this—you have been
doing work that it is the duty of the
District Attorney to do, aided by the
Sheriff. These officials are expected to
work up all criminal cases, just as you
have been doing, and your work simply
relieves them of so much labor.

“I have always endeavored to treat all
county officials alike,” he added. “When
the head of a department assuresusthat
he has actual need of extra help for a
short time I have usually voted to allow
such help, without distinction. But
when one or two officials who have asked
and obtained such favors see fit to inter-
fere to prevent others from obtaining
like favors ,then 1 want the rule drawn
rigidly against all.

Now he tells the Auditor that we have
no right to appoint an expert to examine
the mass of demands filed against the
county. We have no fault to find with
you, Mr. Fisher, but if your services are
so beneficial to the county the Sherift
ought to have you on his deputy force,
as he is expected to detail some one to
do the kind of work you are doing, in
conjunction with the District Attorney

“All the county departments,” con-
cluded Mr. Morrison, “have had thei:
help increased in the last few years, but
if fish is to be made of one and flesh ot
another, then I am in favor of holding
all down to the strict rule.”

The matter was then dropped, but was
renewed later when District Attorney
Ryan visited the board-room to advise
the Supervisors in relation to various
matters that had been submitted to
him.

Quite an animated discussion ensued
between Mr. Ryan and Chairman Mor-
rison, but when it was all over it did
not appear that there was much cause
for a difference between the District
Attorney and the board—in short, that
the trouble was chiefly the result of a
misunderstanding.

“The Chairman,” said Mr. Ryan, “has
a wrong idea of the opinion given by m=
in the case of Expert Hill. The Beard
of Supervisors has power, under the
law, to gmploy anyone to do work that
is necessary. The opinion I gave Su-
pervisor McLaughlin was in line with
the decisions of the Supreme Court,
and of Judge Catlin. I say again that
the Board of Supervisors has a perfect
right to order any work done that it
deems necessary.

“Judge Catlin decided,” said Mr:.
Ryan, “that the board has control of
such matters as employing persons for
writing up old records, for officers of
the chaingang, etc., and has the right
to employ a person to do detective work
and assist in bringing criminals to jus-
tice. These things are provided for
by the County Government Act.

“The Supervisors did not appoint a
County Detective. Mr. Fisher simply
gives himeself that title, or someone else
did. But the board did direct his
employment as an aid to the District
Attorney to do certain work in the line
of arresting criminals and procuring
evidence.”

A long colloquy ensued over matters
relating to the original employment of
a Deputy District Attorney, Mr. Morri-
son saying that Mr. Ryan had advised
it though there was then no provision
in the law to authorize such appoint-
ment.

Mr. Ryan contended that the board
at that time merely employed a special
counsel to assist in civil cases. The
offices of deputy and clerk in the Dis-
trict Attorney’s office have since been
created by legislative enactment and
do not constitute an
District Attorney’s salary.

Mr. Morrison argued that the legisla-
tive Act creating the office of clerk to
the District Attorney was equivalent
to an increase of the latter’s salary,
and therefore unconstitutional, as prior
to its passage he was expected to pay
the clerk out of the sum fixed as his
salary.

Leaving this topic, Mr. Ryan said his
duty in regard to the Board of Super-
visors was to give opinions when re-
quested that would keep the * board
within the requirements of the law., He
had been informed that the office of
County Expert had been created by
the board, and was asked for an opin-
ion as to whether or not it was legal.
He replied that the board was express-
ly prohibited from creating any office,
but that it could employ a person tec
do necessary work. He asked that
the minutes of the board be examined
to see just what was done in the ex-
pert matter.

Clerk Hamilton read from the min-
utes that Supervisor Morrison “intro-
duced a resolution creating the office
of County Expert,” and that Joseph F.
Hill was elected thereto at a salary of

without creating the office of expert?

“Certainly,” replied Mr, Ryan, ‘“pro-
vided it is not work that some other
official is charged with doing. When
I am asked for an opinion I must give
one in accordance with the law, and 1
did say that the board had no power to
create a new office.”
