A SERMON ON MARRIAGE AND
HOME.

Demoralizing Tendencies of Club
Life—What a True Marriage
Should Be.

At Westminster Presbyterian Church,
& week ago yesterday, Rev. Warren H.
Landon of San Rafael delivered the
following evening sermon on “The First

Home.”- It attracted much attention,
&t the time, and many members of
the church have requested its publica-
tion. Mr. Landon spoke as follows
from thes text: “Gen, ii,, 18. And the
Lord God said, it is not good that the
man should be alone; I will make an
help-meet for him.”

The creative days were about ended;
the creative work about done; the sun

was shining in the heavens; the grass
and flowers were growing in the fields;
the fish were sporting in the brooks;
the birds were happily singing in the
air: the cattle were feeding on the hills.
Adam was in Eden, the lovely spot God
had selected as man’s first home.
Adam was the human sovereign of
the world. All creatures were under
his dominion and were to be his ser-
vants. What more could man ask
than to live in the loveliest spot on the
f‘dl th, to ha\e no xi\'nl to hava every-
thing to c‘ommdnd” \nd yet lh ‘Te “a=
in this first home of the world a great
lack. Whether Adam felt it or not,
God saw it, and determined upon one
more creative act for man’'s sake. God
gaw that everything he had made was
good, except man alone in his home.
He watched him a little wandering
about his Eden home with no compan-
ions but birds and beasts, and said:
“It is not good that the man should be
alone.” “He will become morose and
selfish and crabbed; I will make a com-
panion for him.”

1 will step aside for a moment and let
Dr. Joseph Parker speak in regard to

told by a man with more than average
income, a good man, but a man who
would be better with a good wife, that
he could mot afford to marry. This
idea has had too much to do with the
growth of modern cilub life, Young
men who cannot afford to make homes
have banded themselves together into
ciubs, There are doubtless many re-
spectable clubs, but there are many
more that give young men a start on
the downward road. The club, however
respectable it may be, is not one of
God’s institutions, and can never for
any man take the place of the home
that God instituted.

Rev. Dr. Pierson says: “Investigation
shows that in these days society, espe-
cially among the higher ranks, is actual-
ly tending toward celibacy and child-
lessness. The drift of the day is di-
rectly away from all seripture moor-
ings. While the Bible teaches us that
homes, wives and children are all to be
counted among God’s best gifts, modern
society flatly gives the lie to these state-
ments. It has become proverbial that
the French language has no equivalent
for ‘home,” and that French scciety, in
its rottenness, is fast losing the thing
meant by home; that in prevalence of a
selfishness and self-indulgence that
prompt to something wrose than celi-
bacy, the names of wife and child are
fast becoming unfamiliar and distaste-
ful. Modern extravagance and licen-
tiousness encourage this Parisian notion
and practice; and, as a result, in our
large cities especially, the facts are
alarming. In Chicago, for instance,
there are S,000 young men who either
feel unable or disinclined to support a
wife and family; and thus, in the most
temptable period of life, many of them
—away from home and amid strangers
—become an easy prey to the subtlest
vices, and imitate the licentious customs
of the famous French metropolis, to
their own ruin and social corruption.”
He continues: *“In the modern ‘club
house’ you may find a similar sign of a
corrupt tendency of modern societies.
What is a club house? A very innocent
thing in itself, and even a conveni-
ence; but it fosters a bad practical tend-
ency. Originally it was an establish-
nment for furnishing means and a place
of rendezvous to a select number of men,
called loosely a ‘club’; additional mem-
bers to be admitted by ballot, and each
to pay an annual tax for the support

helped Adam as they were turned out
of Eden, certain it is that woman has
{often proved a source of great encour-
jagement to her husband in dark days,
{a stimulus to him in the face of Aiffi-
culties, and a quieter of his fears in
troublous times, as every man here who
has a good wife can testify. When-
ever the husband sees ghosts of fail-
{ure, distress and disaster, the wife
often gets up and scares them away.
You may remember the story of
Manoah and his wife as recorded in
the book of Judges. The angel of the
Lord visited the wife, who was child-

less, and told her she should have a
son. He came again to the house,

when Manoah and his wife were to-
gether there, and in such guise that
he was not recognized as an angel of
the Lord. He told them again about
the child and how they should rear him
when he came to them. Then they
took a kid with a meat offering, and
offered up a burnt offering. And in
the smoke of that burnt offering the
messenger went up to heaven. Manoah
was terribly frightened and said to
his wife, “We shall surely die, because
we have seen God.” But the good wife
{said calmly: “If the Lord were pleased
to kill us He would not have received
a burnt offering and a meat offering
at our hands; neither would He have
shewed us all these things, nor would,
as at this time, have told us such things
as these.” This is but a Bible picture
of what is occurring again and again
in these days. Dr. Talmage draws this
beautiful picture of one of these good
wives, when her husband comes home
with the awful story that he is finan-

cially wrecked, He comes in and says:
“I am ruined; I am in disgrace for-
ever; I care not whether 1 live or die.”

It is an agitated story he is telling in
the household that wintry night. He
says: “The furniture must go, the house
must go, the social position must go,

and from being sought for obsequiously,
as once, we musg be cold-shouldered
everywhere.” After he has ceased

talking and the wife has heard all in
silence, she says: “Is that all? Why,
vou had nothing when 1 married you,
and you have only come back to where
you started. If you think my happi-
ness and that of the children depends
on these trappings you do not know me,
though we have lived together thirty
years, God'is not dead, and the na-

been if you can then no longer speak to
one another.

These exhortations dlso bear upon
fault-finding, harshness and bitterness
in the home. *“Be not bitter against
them,” is an apostolic injunction.
There is too much of these in many
homes, and these things when once
rooted have a rank growth. Here is
a little word picture I have formed
of what occurs in some homes, perhaps
only a few: ‘“Ah, the eternal nagging
and fault-finding and carping that go
on in many a family! Every little per-
sonal habit, every little harmless, pet
indulgence, every ingrained trait on
either side, comes in for a pestering
fire of unpleasant remarks that prick
and scarify and sting until that jiouse
is no more fit to live in t®an a patch
of nettles is for a tired man's bed.”
Even some of the Lord’s people, ifsthey
do not go as far as this, sometimes
manifest a spirit something like it. I
have read even of a minister who in ar-

ranging his toilet for pastoral calls
found a button gone from his shirt col-
lar, and all at once his patience left

homes, and that marriage is indeed a
holy estate. These directions are re-
peated and enlarged upen farther on in
Scripture. Paul wrote of this subject in
two of his weighty letters, those to the
Ephesians and Colossians., “Wives, sub-
mit yourselves unto your own husbands,
as unto the Lord.” “Husbands, love
your wives, even as Christ also loved the
church, and gave Himself for it."” “Nev-
ertheless, let everysene of you in particu-
lar, so loye his wife even as himself;
and the wife see that she reverences her
hushand.” Peter also wrote upon this
subject saying: L:kc\\me ye husbands,
dwell with them (i. e., your wives) ac-
cording to knowledge giving honor unto
the wife, as unto the weaker vessel, and
as being heirs together of the grace
of life; that your prayers be not hin-
dered.”

These very practical exhortations in
regard to conduct in the home point in
two directions. They seem to me to
point to a tenderer affection in the home
and a plainer manifestation of it, There
are husbands that love their wives and
| provide for them generously, but never
| ¢ll them of their love. Have you never
seen a strong man bow heartbroken over
the still form of a beloved wife and press
his lipg to her cold ones, when he had
been living with her for years without
manifesting such affection as that? It
i has no effect upon her now. It would
have made her heart leap within her
for joy if she could have had these tok-
ens of love when she was trudging about
the home. What is the sense in the lov-
