“erime” was committed of which free
silver men talk so constantly and so
inconsistently, we had practically no

circulation outside of Califor-
nia; probably less than §1 per capita
in the country. Now we have about
$9 per capita circulation in gold, and
more than twice the circulation of
money, taking gold, silver and paper,
that we had in the year 1873. Instead
of decreasing, the money circulation of
the country has steadily increased, and
is now $4 more per capita than it was
in 1873. The most reliable statistics
to be had show that the money in cir-
culation in the United States on Janu-
ary 1, 1808, was $£214,665,674 in excess
of the amount in circulation when the
Chicago convention adopted the free-
coinage platform in 1896. The official
figcures of the Treasury Department
showing the money in circulation in the
United States give the total for July 1,
1896, $1,506,434,966G, and that for Jan-
uary 1, 1898 $1,721,100,640. Nearly
$1060,600,000 of this increase was in
zold, about $10,000,000 in standard sil-
ver dollars and nearly $50,000,000 in
zilver certificates.

This is a very good showing and flatly
disproves the main contention of the
Bryanites, who claimed that no in-
in the circulation could come
save by free coinage, and that no in-
crease in the price of farm products
would be seen until we had gone to the
silver basis by the free-coinage route,
