Like a Chinaman.

European who ever lived in Kiaochau.

Chinaman, and lived with the Chinese,
eeking to convert them to Christiani-

At present Mr. Vingren is helping the
pastor of the First Swedish Baptist
Church, in Elm street, to conduct a
revival meeting. He is a young man
with a handsome head of hair, which
bears no traces of the head-shaving
he has gone through—unless its un-
usual luxuriance may be due to it,

“The country about Kiaochau is un-
doubtedly rich in minerals,” he said,
“though very little is known about
them, Li Hung Chang opened a gold
mine about eighty miles from the bay
some time ago, and two Americans who
were there said it was extraordirarily
rich, but Li Hung was obliged to close
up the mine again on account of the
superstition of the natives and their
ancestor worship. They believe that
the spirits of their forefathers have
charge of all valuables im the ground,
and are afraid that mining will anger
them and bring calamity on the coun-
try.

“For that reason none of the exten-
sive coal deposits are worked, and as
there is no wood ino China proper—ex-
pt a little in the western part—they
chiefly use for fuel the stalk of a plant
resembling sugar cane, the grain of
which they eat.

She was born within a stone’s throw
of the little thatched cottage where she
now lives, Her father was a deserter
from one of Napoleon's regiments. He
hid in Barbizon, and later married
Adele’s mother.

Her earliest remembrances are of her
life in the fields, helping her father to
gather potatoes and turnips. At the
age of fifteen she was taken into the
house of Mme. Millet as a domestic.
She took almost entire charge of the
painter’'s children, and in her spare mo-
ments posed.

The story goes that while she was

one day assisting her father in the
,fields Millet watched her from his
tudio window and made several

ketches of her in his sketch book. Just
as he was about to leave the window
he saw the father and daughter bow
their heads in prayer as the Angelus
bell pealed from the little Barbizon
church tower. It was then that he con-
ceived the idea for the painting which
made his reputation, and which inci-
dentally made that of his model.
Francois Millet is the only remain-
ing member of the family of the illus-
trious painter. He lives in his father's
house and follows closely in his father’s
footsteps. Adele has posed for many

but goes a good deal further; they not
only feel veneration for departed spir-
its, but a terrible fear of offending
them.

“When I asked educafed Chinamen if

The bay up by the city is
shallow, so that merchandise has to
be brought to the city on lighters, but
just opposite the fort is a deep inlet,
which Is a splendid harbor. Altogether
they have chosen a magnificent place,
and there is no doubt that they will
keep hold of it. It is the best position

weed in the field, and the population is
dense. When traveling through the
country between Lai-Yank@and Kia®
chau you are.always within sight of
from twenty-five to thirty towns of
from two thousand to twenty thousand
inhabitants, and this from the plain,
not from a hill. In other words, you
are continually in sight of a hundred
thousand people.

“The country people are fine speci-
mens, strong physically and with pessi-
bilities of intellectual strength,. The
men can generally read and write some
of the commoner characters of their
language. The women, of course, have
no education.

“The three religions of China are
Buddhism, Taoism and Confucianism.
Buddhists and Taoists worship idols;
Confucius revived and fixed ancestor
worship. The people make ancestor
tables, on which they write the names
of the spirits they wish to keep in the
tables, and then, before them, they
burn incense and a kind of paper mon-
ey which is supposed to be the money
of the spirit world. They also bura
clothes and beautiful paper houses, on
some of which they spend a year's
work. A former United States Consul
at Shanghai, who had been a mission-
ary many years, estimated that the
value of the offerings burned to ances-
tors mounted to $200,000,000 yearly.
