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MONSTERS OF THE STAGE.

The Dragon of St. George and Some
More Modern Beasts.

A new stage monster has appeared
ameng the London music halls. It is
a head, without any body, which ye_t
moves about, eats and expresses Vari-
ous emotions. Its tissues are appar-
ently of the same sort as those of the

. dragon in “Siegfried;” and, like that

beast, it moves by the agency of a man
inside it. But if it does all with which
it is credited it must be rather more
elaborate in its mechanism than even
that triumph of mythological zoology.
For, in spite of its coarse and grotesque
appearance, it can, it is said, express
astonishment, anger, longing, sorrow
and repose in a most convincing man-
ner.

There has always been a surprising
amount of mirth to be ggs out of ani-
mals and monsters thus controlled by
human power within them. The fun
probably lies in the lifelike action of a
thing which looks so ludicrously un-
lifelike, or, sometimes, in the exces-
sively human demeanor of an animal
At any rate, the device is an extremely
old one for simple amusement, without
thought of instruction or art, and it
is still a favorite.

For even, the hobby-horse is not for-
gotten, in spite of the wail of 300 years
ago that it was. The hobby-horse, one
of the simplest of the human beasts,
has always been also one of the most
amusing. A frame in something like
the shape of a horse was fastened
around the body of the supposed rider.
The rider’'s legs were the only ones
that there were for the use ‘of the rider
and the horse together, a trifling pair
in the place of six. Sometimes there
were two others for show, ™wough not
for use, a pair of boots being hung upon
the sides of the horse to simulate the
legs of the rider. The real legs of the
rider, which had to supply all the loco-
motion, were hidden by the trappings
of the horse, except sometimes when
the plunging and rearing of the unruly
beat made them visible for a moment.
But such an incident did not detract
from the humor of the situation. And
in spite of the economy of legs the
hobby-horse and its rider could do
most of the things that a real horse
and rider could do, and some things
that they could not. They could race
and tilt and prance and parade, and
there was no end to the fun that could
be got out of them when the rider was
clever and could make it appear that
he was having a desperate struggle for
the control of his steed. The hobby-
horse, as has been said, was popular
in the old time, but even yet he reap-
pears now and then on the stage or in
the circus ring, and always receives
warm applause.

The hobby-horse found its most legiti-
mate use in the morris dance, in the old
celebrations of May Day. Another beast
of the old time was the dragon which
performed in the drama of St. George,
usually in the Christmas holidays. The
play was given by little bands of the
country people, who went from house
to house, acting it at each one and col-
lecting in payment any little presents of
money or of meat and drink that might
be offered to them. The dragon had a
fierce head fitted upon the head of the
man, and it dragged a long tail behind.
It walked upon its hind legs, which were
the legs of a man, and its forelegs were
the arms of a man. Impersonated by a
man with any little sense of humor, or
even by one without it, this dragon
must have been funny enough. An old
picture shows the monster, with its hor-
rid yard-long skin, its long, scaly body
and tall, a pair of trousers, baggy not
only at the knees. but the whole length,
and a cotton umbrella clutched in its
claw.

The outfit of this dragon shows that
he could not have lived in the earliest
times of the hobby-horse, if anybody
knows when those times were, And, to
get right down to the memory of living
mer, there was that merry creature, the
heifer in “Evangeline.” She is doubt-
less the most famous modern instance of
her kind, It took two men to compose
her, one for the forelegs and one for the
hind legs. The dancing that she did
showed that she belonged more to the
minstrel stage than to the farmyard,
and the two men who bore her ungainly
form on their shoulders when she first
pranced into the range of vision of an
astounded public have both risen since
to be star actors,

The elephant has been rather a favor-
ite animal for this sort of representation
of late, Miss Lillian Russell rode on one
when she appeared in “An American
Beauty,” but the most lifelike was that
which De Wolf Hopper introduced in
“Wang.” Thig was really such a good
imitation of an elephant that many per-
sons thought that it was a real one till
it sucked up a huge glass of beer
through its trunk, and even then some,
who did not happen to know how an
elephant drinks, were not sure.

All these animals have been inspired,
80 to speak, by men, but an exceedingly
funny act was performed some years
ago—and perhaps is performed still—
by an animal disguised as another ani-
mal. The scene was a bull fight, The
chief actor in it, who impersonated the
bull, was a Danish boarhound, and he
was assisted by a child who played the
matador. The dog was covered all over
with a cloth suit representing the hide of
a bull, with horns affixed to its head,
and he was trained to lie down at the
proper time when he was supposed to be
killed. The fun of the act was the di-
minutive bull-like appearance of the an-
imal and his purely big dog-like actions,

1t would be hard to find anything
funnier of this sort than the “Blondin
donkey.” which -was exhibited in two
or three of the music halls in New York
a few weeks ago. Its interior workings
congist of one man, who must have
lengthened his arms with pieces of wood
to make them as long as his legs, that
the animal might be of the same hight
before and behind. The beast got its
title from its walking of the tight rope,
which was really a board, but that was
only a small part of its performance.
Its struggles with its supposed master,
the human air of wariness and suspic-
fon with which it sidled about the stage,
watching for an opening, like a prize
fighter, were indescribably funny.

And now here are two illusions that
can he done by the amateur in any
parlor entertainment, they are so sim-
ple, Neither of them is absolutely new,
One of them Js the dwarf. He is made
by dressing the upper half of a man
like a whole man. He stands behind
a table, which has a covering reaching
to the floor in front, so as to hide his
legs and feet. His hands are stuck
into beots, which rest on the table.
False arms and hands are built on a
stick which is fastened across the shoul.
ders. The head is, of course, the real
head. The dwarf cannot do much with
his hands, but he can talk, sing, dance
and perhaps walk a little way, if he
is careful about it.

The other illusion is not that of an
animal or of a human being; it is soms-
thing much more solmn and dignified.
The title is “The Rival Spirits.” By a
dim light and to slow music a coffin
is disclosed, or it is brought in by bear-
ers, if convenient, and set down before
the audience. In a moment a white,
ghostly form rears itself behind the

coffin and seems to be gazing down in-
tently upon the lid. Then it drops
down again and vanishes. The next
instant a black form rises on the side
of the coffin next to the audience and
looks and vanishes in its turn. Then
the two spirits appear at the same time,
and the minute that they see each other
there {s a terrific fight. They hammer
and maul and butt each other, they
hide behind the coffin and spring upon
each other, till at last they rear them-
selves, one at a time, high up, in a
final effort, and sipk exhausted on the
lid.

The coffin is, of course, only a frame
covered with black cloth, and the spir-
its are draped sticks managed by a
man who lies within, with his arms
through slits in the sides. The black
spirit should be on the side next the
audience, so that its draperies may be
indistinguishable in the dim light from
the coffin and the black sleeve of the
operator. This trick has always been
found successful in sending all sorts of
cold shivers through the audience at
first and then banishing them with
laughter. But it should not be at-
tempted in the presence of nervous peo-
ple.—New York Tribune.

Robert !‘nltor'- Torpedoes.

Before re turned his attention to navi-
gation by steam, Robert Fulton invented
a marine torpedo which he endeavored
to dispose of to the United States Gov-
ernment. Succeeding in interesting
James Madison, then Secretary of State,
in the matter, he obtained a small ap-
prepriation from the Government for the
purpose of conducting some public ex-
periments. In the summer of 1806 he
invited the high dignitaries and a num-
ber of prominent citizens of New York
to Governor’s Island to see the torpe-
does and machinery with which his
experiments were to be made. While
he was lecturing on his blank torpedoes,
which were large empty copper cylin-
ders, his numerous auditors crowded
around him. After a while he turned to
a copper case of the same description,
which was placed under the gateway of
cld Castle William, and to which was
attached a clock-work lock.

Drawing out a peg, Fulton set the
clock in motion, and then he said in sol-
emn tones to his attentive audience:
“Gentlemen, this is a charged torpedo,
with which, precisely in its present
state, I mean to blow up a vessel; it con-
tains 170 pounds of gunpowder, and if
I were to suffer the clockwork to run
fifteen minutes I have no doubt that it
would blow this fortification to atoms.”

The circle of humanity which had
closed around the inventor began to
spread out and grow thinner, and before
five of the fifteen minutes had passed
there were but two or three persons re-
maining under the gateway. Some, in-
deed, lost no time in getting at the
greatest possible distance from the tor-
pedo, and they did not again appear
on the ground until they were assured
that the engine of destruction was safely
lodged in the magazine, whence it had
been taken. The Jocal historian of that
period remarks:

“The conduct of Mr. Fulton’s auditors
was not very extraordinary or unnat-
ural; but his own composure indicated
|the confidence with which he handled
| these terrible instruments of destruction
and the reliance he had on the accuracy
{0 the performance of his machinery.
The apprehensions of his friends sur-
rrised and amused him, and he took oc-
casion to remark how true it was that
fear frequently arose from ignorance,”
