IS ALL RIGHT.

Towed Into Halifax by the Steamer
Roman.

Hundreds of People Flock to the Wharves
to See Them,

The New York Office of the Com-
pany Had Sent Relief Steamers
to Her Aid. but They Did Not
Find Her?Officer Unsworth and
His Men Who Tried to Bring

Aid to Her Are in a Bad Con-
dition From Exposure.

HALTFAX (X. S>). Feb. 27.?The three
htndred and odd passengers on board
the French liner La Champagne will
rest mure soundly to-night than they

have for ten days.
Since Thursday, two weeks ago, half

of which time they have drifted on the
Atlantic, three days and nights have
been filled with anxiety for their per-
sonal safety, but to-night they sleep in
peace and comfort, sale in the harbor of
Halifax, their fears and cares on ac-
count of danger being dissipated by the
happy knowledge that they are no lon-
ger at the mercy of the stormy ocean.
After drifting fur live days on the New-
foundland banks, with the engines dis-
abled and the screw shafts shattered,
the Boston-bound freighter Roman from
Liverpool cam.; along, picked her up and
brought her into Halifax without fur!h r
mishap of consequence. Great was the
joy on board the big French liner when
the cloudy Sunday morning broke with
the shurvs of Xovia Scotia in sight, and
the word was passed that Halifax would
be reached before dark. Port was
reached just in good time. Three or four
hours more would have found the two
Steamers still at sea caught in a dark
and stormy night, with thick snow fall-
ing, and they might have been compelled

to turn about and put off shore to keep

clear of the coast until daybreak.

The correspondent of the Associated
Press boarded La Champagne just as
the anchorage was dropped. The sa-
loon presented an animated scene as the
passengers we-iv eager to learn what the
anxious friends in Xew York had
thought of the detention uf the steamer.

All wished to barn the story of the
experiences adrift in midocean. Now
that they were safe in port, they dis-

claimed any fear, but SOme of them
could not conceal that they had passed
through a trying ordeaL La Champagne
sailed from Havre on Fehruary 12th
with fine clear weather which continued
for two days. Then the wind freshened
and a gab' sprung up. blowing with mod-
erate force. All 'went well until the
the 17th. The passengers had settled
down and were passing the time pleas-
antly. Then the ship was steaming fast
against the head seas when suddenly

a tremendous crashing sound was heard
in the engine rooms. In an instant a
panic seized the passengers and great

among the occupants of the steerage.

The ship's passage was stayed and
the heavy pounding shook the whole
craft. Captain Poirot quickly calmed

covered that the tail screw had broken.
The steamer was running at high speed

and the engines 11 waround like lightning
when the resistance of the crew was re-
moved, and before they could be stopped

much damage was done in the engine

room. The wild racing of the big en-
gines made a great nois \u25a0 and the terri-

fied peas* agers thought the ship would
be smashed to pieces. Finally the en-
Kirns stopped their poundings, after the
piston and connecting rods had snapped.

Captain Poirot announced that the in-
jury could be repaired and the ship was
to proceed at 1 o'clock the next day. She
was put about, but after further exami-
nation it was found that tie- damage
was Irreparable. Xothing remained to
be done but anchor. La Champagne was
then in latitude 4...25. longitude 41.2:*,
in the track of outward bound steam-
ers. The passengers and crew were
hopeful of being sighted by some pass-
ing steamer, but a thick fog sprang up,
blighting their hopes. The ship was
shrouded in fog and nothing could be
seen on either side. The steamer kept
up a continual firing of guns and dis-
charge of rockets, but no answer came
to their signals, and on Friday the Cap-
tain dispatched a boat containing eight
men and a third otlicer cither to make,
land or to sight a passing steamer. That
night, a fierce gale rose and the heavy

seas dashed against the big steamer on
the banks. The anchor chains Strained
and swung the ship, which tossed about
like a feather.

day morning the anchor hawser parted

with a snap and the ship drifted south-
ward.

The accident to La Champagne is«
most serious one and will necessitate
the ship going into dry dock.

The news caused considerable
excitement among the passengeis. and
w hen the vessel arrived at Quarantine
additional information was eagerly
sought for by all on board.

the late-st news about the overdue ves-
sel. A large supply of morning news-

Iworth and the other members cf
La Champagne's crew who came so
near losing their lives while making
their heroic efforts to get aid for the
disabled French liner. When the ves-
sel reached her duck this afternoon
Third Officer I'tiswurth and Second
Quartermaster Julian Camard of the La

[Champagne were there speaking to
Agent Bocatule. Officer L'nsworth re-
ported that of the ten men who manned
the lifeboat and were picked up six
days later by the steamer Rotterdam,
only four were able to leave their
hunks on board the Rotterdam at Ho-

| boken this morning. Officer Unsworth
showed little of the effect of his fear-

I ful exposure, except that the skin was
off his face,

j Cjuartermaster Camard's hands were
| blue and swollen from frost bite , hut
[they were not bandaged. He walked
With difficulty, as his feet were badly
swollen. He made no complaint, how-
jever, and said he was grateful to be
alive after such an experience. He
j raised the Captain and officers and
fcrew, of the steamer Rotterdam and
jsaid they were extremely courteous and
kind to the rescued men. The remain-
jder of the boat's crew are still being
cared for on board the Rotterdam, but
with the exception of Seamen Cruer and
Tanqy, they will be able to leave their!
bunks this afternoon. As soon as they
are able they will be transferred to La
Bretagne and the others who are stillI suffering w ill be sent to the French

One
lof these is the bill for the payment of

jthe claim of the book agents of the
ISouthern Methodlist Church for property
destroyed at Nashville during the civil
jWar. This bill appropriates $288,000
'and has aroused some opposition. It is
also understood to be Senator Davis'
intention to again move the considera-
tion of the Hawaiian treaty, if oppor-
tunity offers, but there is no disposi-

tion at present to unduly press the
treaty in antagonism to other meas-
ures. It is possible the bill making

jappropriations for the District of Col-
lumbia will be reported by the Commit-
tee on Appropriations during the week.
There aie only live of the appropriation
bills to be considered by the Senate.

Iwhich is a record far in advance of that
[ usually made at this date in long ses-
sions of Congress.. This fact is oaus-
jing Senators to begin to talk about the

final adjournment at a far earlier date
than usual.

Three of the bills which are as yet
unconsidered are the District of Col-
umbia, the naval and the sundry civil
bills. These are all important measures
and each is liable to arouse debate, but
ISenators generally agree that unless
there is some other reason for post-

Iponing adjournment it can be reached
jby May or June. The friends uf the
[Hawaiian treaty say, however, that
some of the appropriation bills will be
held back* until the annexation is de-
jcided upon, and this determination is
lone of the circumstances which may
cause the postponement of adjourn-

Iment.

The House leaders have been strain-
ing all their energies to expedite the j
appropriation bills with a view to an
early adjournment and they are suc-
ceeding beyond their most sanguine

Iexpectations. Xot in a quarter of a
century have the appropriation bills
been GO far advanced in the long ses-
sion as they are at this time. Only

three of the thirteen of the regular

bills remain in committee. The other
ten have gone through one or more exe-
cutive stages and one?the militaryaca-
demy bill?is In the hands of the Presi-
dent awaiting his signature. The con-
dition of the other nine bills is r.s fol-
lows:

The pension bill has passed both
house and the differences have been
agreed upon In conference; the legis-
lative-, executive and judicial, the army,
the fortifications and the agricultural

bills have passed both houses and the
differences are being adjusted in con-
ference: the Senate amendments to the
diplomatic and consular bill have been
agreed upon by the House Committee
on Foreign Affairs and the bill only
awaits confirmation of this action by
the House before going to the Presi-
dent: the Indian bill has passed the
Senate and the amendments placed on
the bill there are being considered by
the House committee; the District of
Columbia bill, which has peased the
House, is still in the Senate Oommit-
tee. and the sundry civil bill will prob-
ably paaf the House to-morrow. Of
the three bills still unreported to the
House, both the naval and postoffioe
await contingent developments before
they can be completed. The naval Mil
Is practically completed, save for the
provisions for dry docks and new ships.
On both these propositions the devel-
opments of the next few days are ex-
pected to control the action of the com-
mittee. If the board of inquiry into
the Maine disaster should render a find- I
ing which portends strained relations
With Spain, the most liiieral provisions J
will be made both for dry docks and
ships. If the disaster was not due to
accidental causes al>oard ship it is al-
most certain that two ih-w battleships
will be provided for, one recommended
by the Secretary of the Navy and one
to replace the Maine, and that at

WAR MATERIAL MOVING.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 27.?A party of
Government officials accompanied a
Congressional delegation to Fort
Washington this afternoon to witness
a test of the new Reyburn ten-inch
fortification guns guarding the ap-
proach to that point. The test was in
every respect successful. Three shots
were fired, each one reaching almost to
Alexandria, seven miles distant. It was
necessary for the gun to be in view but
two minutes at each firm-.

Since then a receiver has been appoint-
ed for that bank and the affairs of It
and the trust company tire in process of
settlement.

SUCCESSFULLY LANDED.

"Dynamite" Johnny O'Brien TelLs
the Story of the Expedition.

NEW YORK, Feb. 27.?A Key Wept

Bpe< to the ?Herald" says: The most. Dportant expedition that has gone

Into Cuba since the insurrection began |
has just been successfully landed from
the famous filibuster Dauntless by
"Dynamite" Johnny O'Brien and Dr.
M. Nunez. This was, in fact, a double
expedition, landings having been made
in Sa.U i. go de Cuba and then in Pinar
del Rio. The steamship City of Key

West arrived from Miami this after-
noon, having on board beside O'Brien
and Nunez, J. C. Carlaya. Emiiio Nu-
nezz. Justa Corrillo, Ambrose Diaz. R.
Hernamb z, F. Alonzo and Frank
Plaguchi. These men were taken up at
10 o'clock this morning at Bay Hunda,
a small key about thirty miles from
here. The Dauntless came close up to

that Ley just before daybreak this
morning and dropped them there, and
then stuamed away for some north-211
port, where she will be likely seized by

United States officials.
?"Dynamite Johnny"' O'Brien was

highly elated when I saw him this af-
ternoon. He refused to admit he had
been aboard the Dauntless, but freely

admitted he had been in charge of an
important and successful filibustering
cxpeditnn.

"We gave to General Calixto Gar-
cia, 'he said to me, "five hundred thou-
sand roui ds of ammunition, a large
number of modern rifles and dynamite
enough to blow up many Spanish forts
More than that, we gave him three ex- ;
perl electricians with wires and bat-
teries recc-ssaty for firing dynamite
safely and successfully. We landed
considerable quantities of clothing,
shoes, physicians and medicines. The
medicine is in charge of four trained
nurs 3, v. ho are protected by Red
Cr. ss passports, and who will nurse the
sick and wounded insurgents. About
forty volunteers left our expedition to
join GSrcla's forces. We were met 1y
a body of cavalry numbering perhaps
200, for we are sure our goods got into
the right hands this time. This lanc-
ing was made without interruption on
the morning of the Loth.

"Five cays later we iiiadc the land-
ing in Matanzas Province, where thirty
men took charge of 400,000 rounds of
ammunition. several cases of rifli E,
quantities of dynamit? with electrical
accessories, clothing, provisions and
medicines. All this has no doubt i
reached General Diaz before now. We j
were so secure of our position In the '

east that we remained where we had
made the landing for twelve hours, and
then turned our noses toward Bay

Hunda. Our homeward run was with-
out incident, but we had two scares on
the run for Cuba. I can't tell you when
and where it was. but the first night

after we took the expedition aboard we
came near poking our way into serious
difficulty. We were just about to run
out from behind one of the keys v. h a
the lookout saw a linger from the flash-
light strike 'the sea a quarter of a .nil -
before us. We slowed down, and an in-
vestigation showed a warship of the
United States not far off.

"Had we not seen the flashlight fiv*
minutes would have carried us Lnto
lull view of the ship. As it was we soon
slipped away unperceived. Off the
south coast of Cuba we sighted what

Iwe took to he a French man-of-war.
We were seen, too, but no notice wa*
taken of us. Later on we caught a
glimpse of a Spaniard, but as we had
no business with him we did not
him, you may be sure. As he showed
a disposition to hug the shore, we were
compelled to run out to sea, and in
that way lost twenty hours, but it is

all right. When we next approached
Cuba we found the coast clear, an 1
running to the place of landing agreed
upon, found Garcia's cavalry awaiting
us. After that our expedition was
without Incident.

"We Knew nothing of the destruction
of the Maine until picked up by the
<"ity of Key West to-day. We were
shocked, indeed, but knowing Spani.-n
charatc or, were not greatly surprised.
1 am convinced that should we send
another warship on a 'friendly' mis-
sion to Havana it would meet the fate
of the Maine. Dr. Nunez and I 'cave
on the Mascot to-night for Port Tam-
pa and will proceed directly to New
York."

Dr. Nunez and the Cuban Junta have
plans all made for sending o.<>'X> men,
armed and equipped, into Eastern Cuba
just as soon as they can go openly.
That can only be when war between
Spain and the United States has been
declared, and Dr. Nunez believes such
hostilities are imminent. He said in
conversation with me:

"We know that Havana is in a not-
ing mood, and we are constantly ex-
pecting a demonstration against the
Americans in the city. A plot was laid
not long ago to assassinate Consul-
General Lee. It was intended it should
appeaT to be the work of a crank and
blame was to be cast upon the Cuba:;.-,
just as the palace is now attempting
to cast upon us the blame for the de-
struction of the Maine.

"We learned of the plot through one
of our Havana agents and promptly
informed General Lee, who took steps
to protect himself. I am told he went to
Central Blanco and told him that the
plot was known to him. I fully believe
that General Lee's life is in danger, as
is also that of every other American in
Havana. When the rioting begins,
however, the end of Spain in Cuba will
have come."
