
REQUIEM MASS YESTERDAY.

FOR THE SOULS OF VICTIMS OF

THE MAINE DISASTER.

Father Walsh Speaks of the Debt

of Gratitude We Owe to De-

fenders of Our Country.

The Cathedral was not big enough to

hold the crowds of people who gathered
at 10 O'clock; yesterday morning to listen
to the solemn requiem mass for the re-
pose of the souls of the victims of the

Maine disaster.
The members of Sumner and Warren

Posts, Grand Army of the Republic, at-

tended in a body, marshab-d by Colonel
Kellogg, and the ladies composing Sum-
ner and Fair Oaks Relief Corps and

Edward Robie Circle No. 2, G. A. R..
\u25a0were also in line, having marched from

their headquarters at Foresters' Hall.
The flags of the veterans were draped

in mourning and the procession pre-

sented a solemn appearance.
Marching with the veterans was Com-

rade Burke, the only ex-United States
seaman belonging to the G. A. R. posts
in this city. He. during the war, served
on the T nited States ship Marcidita.

Delegations were present fiom the
Catholic Ladies' Aid Society, Young

Ladies' Institute. Children of Mary,
Sacramento Council No. l!7, and Capital
Council No. 11. Young Men's Institute,
and from St. Joseph's Academy and the
Brothers' College.

A beautiful casket on which rested
two swerrds, draped with national col-
ors and suromunted by a seaman's cap.
represented the dead forthen Stof who-e
souls the prayers were offered. Two
stacks of arms flanked the casket.
Throughout the vast Cathedral hall
every respect was manifested for the
memory of the men for the repose of

whose souls the service was held and the
audience hung upon the words of Father
Walsh as the powerful sermon was de-

livered.
The catafalque on which the casket

rested was an elaborate piece of work

in bku k and white. On either end were
the woids in old Roman characters
"Requiscat in Pace," while the cross of
the true faith was worked in white silk
on the sides.

The pall-bearers were Daniel Healy

and J. W. O'Meara, representing the

Ancient Order of Hibernians, and

Michael Hughes. Henry Fuchs. John
Sexton and Paul Van Hattan, represent-
ing the Catholic Knights of America.

One of the important features of the
service was the music, which was of a
high order! The choir was composed of
twenty voices, and was aided by a full
orchestra. Delceo Montis celebrated
"Requiem" was sung.

A STRANGE CASE.

The Story of a Little Seven-Year-
Old Girl.

Yesterday a man who gave his name
as Wist- came to Mrs. John Schwartz
of this city, and asked her to keep a
little girl of about 7 years old for him
until the next day. The girl said that
she and her brother had been taker,

from her mother in Portland with hei
consent, as her mother had been de-
serted by her husband and was un-
able to support them.

The woman who took the children
from their mother is a Ma:or
in a "Holiness" band. and she
took them to San Fran-
cisco, where they were to play on the
tambourine and dium for the "army,"

and the boy is now in that city serving
accordingly. The woman who brought
the ehildn n from Portland to San Fran,
cisco became acquainted with Wise
He brought the child to this city
Wednesday, but had no money and of-
fered his watch as security at a loelg-
ing-house. How he came to go to Mrs
Schwartz is not known.

Officer Dan Healy yesterday took
charge of the child and removed her to
his own home. Mrs, Schwartz not being
able to keep her. He has not been able
to And Wise, of v. horn the girl seems to
lie afraid. Her name is Alice Loy and
Healy has written to Portland, and also
communicated with the proper au:"noti-
fies in San Francisco asking them to
keep a lookout for the boy, as his sifter
says he is abused.

The girl is Very bright and fairly-
clad. She says that she was compelled
to play the tambourine until IO and 11
o'clock at night, and if she dowsed or
fell asleep she would be shaken and
pinched to keep her awake and at work.

Since the foregoing was written the
woman of the "Holiness" band, who
brought the children to the State, has
appeared. She says she got the chil-
dren from a child's society in Port-
land to serve three months, and to be
well cared for. She came to Sacra-
mento some days ago on business of her
organization. Wise, she says, brought
the girl here to meet the "Holiness*
woman, as she needed medical treat-
ment and a woman's care.
