Many Republicans Join the Democrats in
Accomplishing the Result,

A Vote Taken on a Motion to Lay
the Bill on the Table Carried
by a Majority of Forty-Three—
The Senate Devotes Its Time to
Consideration of the Alaskan
Homestead and Right of Way
Bill.

WASHINGTON, March 3.—The Loud
bili to correct alleged abuses of the sec-
ond-class mail matter privilege, which
last year passed the House by a ma-
jority of 144 to 104, was buried under
by an overwhelming majority by the
House to-day. The vote was not taken
directly on the bill, but on a motion to
lay it on the table. By a vote of 162 to
119 the motion was carried. Forty-seven
Republicans joined with the Democrats
and Populists in accomplishing this re-
sult, and ten Democrats voted with the
majority of Republicans. The refusal
of Loud to allow a vote on an amend-
ment at the last minute was responsible
in a measure for the resuit, but the
strength of the measure undoubtedly
waned throughout the three days' de-
bate.
