WHAT CITIZENS OF THE LOWER
COUNTIES ARE DOING.

Commissioner Manson Tells What

He Found During His Visit

Among Them.

Commissioner Manson of the Depart-

ment of Highways has returned from
his trip to San Diego and adj.» oA
counties, where he has been for some
time. In conversation with a ? Record-
Union" reporter yesterday he said:

"They are alive on the question of
roads in the southern portion of the
State, and much work will be done in

the future. An important road is in

contemplation from San Diego to 1..--

--condido. which will necessitate some

fine engineering work, and the Board
uf Supervisors is taking it up for dis-
cussion, and expects the Department to

be of much assistance to them."
"The San Bernardino Supervisors

and Surveyor have taken up a system-

atic study of the economy of road-
building materials, and are looking

carefully for that which is well situated
and easy of access. They are proceed-
ing along excellent lines. They are
Well satisfied with the results so far,
and expect to call later on the Depart-

ment to come down and aid in the se-
lection.

"In Los Angeles excellent work is
being done in rebuilding several very
important pieces of road. They have
absolutely discarded the use of wood
for bridges and culverts, and as the
board has the advice of County Sur-
veyor Wright, who is an eminene mem-
ber of the American Society of Civil
Engineers, they are doing well, as he
has given them practically an entire
change of roads. He recently relo-

cated one of the Important tfoads near
Santa Monica, substituting a direct and
light 6 per cent grade for a tortuous
and irregular load or grade, portions of

which have a grade of lti per cent.
"In Riverside County I found many

cf the road bridges built of wood, thor-
oughly coated with asphaltum, as the
county officials are satisfied that it is
rtn economical covering. Road matters
in a portion of the county are relegated
to the background by reason of the
Bhifty condition of the streams and
their torrential character, particularly
in the lower reaches of the Santa
Ana River. The denudation of mount-

ain lands has been due to timber cut-
ting and overcrowding with sheep, and
Is rapidly filling up the streams with
sand and gravel."

at large, and by so doing have placed
the officers of the curch in a peculiar
position, that of bringing serious
charges against the young man and
failing to substantiate them before the
arbitrators, who are gentlemen of

known reputation and honor.
And. Mr. Editor, it is my purpose to

simply place a few facts before our
people and let them judge for them-
pelves the kind of man many of them
Bave pinned their faith to. A few
of them only can I give here. Drake
rented a house of one P. F. Scott, 1830
N street, and agreed to pay rent month-

moved out without the knowledge of
the owner, and never paid a cent rent.

Finally after Drake was
threatened with the Police Court he

consented having his money due him
from the church go to Mr. Lowry. and
by him paid to Mr. Scott's agent.

These facts became known to me on
the Hist of November. lMl>7; on the

eve of that day I went home from the
evening services with Drake. I told
him of the Scott affair; that it was ill
known to me, and that if it should
become known to the church it would
be ruinous to him. and that he ought

not to accept the call to preach fur cne j
year soon to come.

Drake agreed with me, and said he

would not accept the call under the
circumstances, and that I was a true
: and brother for warning him of

his danger and trying to save his good

name. Bear in mind that this was
long l.efore the C. B. A. was thought

of. Now next day Drake went to the
house of S. H. Phillips; told him ne
could not preach for the church. That
the man from whom he rented a house
and lived in it two months wanted a
year's rent. But finally they (Scott
and Drake) went together to Mr. Dow-
ry and fixed things up, and then all

three shook hands over it. Result:
Drake accepted the call to preach.

This was the testimony before the
arbitrators, together with a letter from
a San Jose party, from whom Drake
leased a house for one year; was to
pay rent three months in advance;
liV'd in it nine months; never paid a
cent rent, not even the water rent.

On February 27tfa Drake resigned as
pastor of the First Christian Church,
agreeing over his signature that he
would do all in his power to unite the
members of the church, just as publish-
ed in the "Record-Union."

No. Within twen-
ty-four hours he broke it. and took
with him mnay of the members to a
hall in this city on Sunday last, deter-
mined to divide the church, as he has
said many times he would do, and as
he has done twice before before coming
to California.
