One
of tin- latest of his books is "The Sec-
ond Froggy Fairy Book;." The lirst
which appeared last year, was a
charming thing, and the second falls
nothing behind it. The story is told
with the spirit and fancifuiness which
enchain the attention of children and
make them love the author who gives

them such relishable entertainment.
The volume, a very handsome one, is
illustrated from drawings by Anne
I'ennock, and is from the press of
Drexel Biddle. publisher, Philadelphia.
Another volume at hand is by the same
author, and is entitled "The Flowers id"
Life." it is daintily done in linen and
gold illuminated (overs. its contents
consist of a series of essays, literary
etchings and sketches by Mr. Hiddle.
some of which have been reprinted

from magazines to which he has con-
tributed, and others are revised from
a brochure of his entitled "An Allegory
and Three Es.--.ays." The essay "Opin-

ion." and the sketch "The Life of an
Ephemeron," tire charming papers,
graceful, thoughtful, poetical and de-
lightfullyrestful, in all he writes Mr.
Biddle endeavors to enforce moral les-
sons and to lift the mind to high pur-
pose and to the level of better things.
His literary criticisms are especially
Sound, and ought to have wide reading.
"Shanty-town Sketches" is another
book by Mr. Biddle, in which he de-
monstrates that he has a rich fund of
humor, and relaxes occasionally. In
dialect writing he is entirely success-
ful, in'the very amusing paper entitled
"O'Blalher's Lecture on Ornithology,"
as also in the etching. "At the Thea-
ter, KSrom the Gallery Standpoint."

From William Doxey, publisher -. San
Francisco, we have a volume of over
4<H> pages, entitled "The Wild Flowers
of California: Their Names. Haunts
and Habits." It is by Mary Elisabeth
Parsons, and the drawings are by Mar-
garet W. Buck. The title discloses the
character of the book, but does not
give an adequate idea of its elaborate
detail. It is the most exhaustive work
on the Mora of California that has yet
appeared, and it seems to cover the
entire field. It is a scientific work, in
fact, not a poetical or sentimental one.
Indeed, it is a text-book, a glossary, a
lexicon and a general guide. It is a
very valuable contribution to the prac-
tical knowledge Of the day. The illus-
trations of dowers, plants and herbs
are very many, and are all well drawn.

pletely oblivious of the fact that h" has
been at all afflicted.

Miss Woods' fancy has led her into
the daring of amplifying this kernel
into the possibility of one so afflicted
being thrown into the condition by ex-
cessive wine-drinking, and while in

that state pursuing lines of thought,
study and vocation which develop in
the person a different being with the
same face and form, but with decidedly
differing tastes, capacities, expression,
movement, and even form of speech.

However radically this theory may
cross the lines of science and known
facts relating to amnesia we are not
prepared to say, nor do we care much,
though the author has oited apparent
authorities to maintain, with some
seeming of success, the doctrine of the
possibility of two distinct personalities
in one body. The story remains one of
dramatic boldness.

The conception of such a daring the-
ory and the working out of such a
plot stamps the author with credit for
veutUresomeness that is rare. How-
ever, if it is less intended to point a
moral or illustrate the cheat of dual-
ity where consciousness is bedded with
hypocrisy, its in the case of Steven-
son's masterly work, nevertheless it is
a good story, and it does not preach,
nor moralize nor ileal in texts or ser-
mons, but gets quickly and deeply into
the heart of the reader, because of its
simpl*. clear English and homely hu-
man interest, and especially because of
its dramatic power. Yet we do not
think such a story could h£ effectively
staged.

Miss Woods possesses a predilection
for intensity of description of blush-
ing love scenes. They are true enough,
but really there is just a trifle too
much, for art's sake, of hugging and
kissing and straining to the heart and
sipping of delicious lips, in her stories.
Such scenes belong to an order of fic-
tion above which our author has the
ability and good taste to rise. If exer-
cised. Something should be left to
conjecture In the stories of the order
our author aspires to di al with.

What we deem an error of the plot
is possibly due to her unfamiliarity
with the law. Jager should never be
brought into court for murder on such
slim show ing concerning the corpus de-
licti. True, there is nothing to prevent
a foolish Grand Jury indicting a man
for murder when there is no reasonable
proof before it of the death of the sup-
posed victim. Hut in this case Jager is
brought to the threshold of a verdict
