We entered the canyon proper, and
here was revealed a new phase of na-

ture. Since the date of glacier for-
mation at this altitude there had
been a terrific subterranean commo-

tion. The vailey was split asunder
and the opposite sides left just as

when torn apart. Time had not

changed its features, and the fissure
could be closed almost perfectly. The
canyon is about twenty to fifty feet
wide, and a deep stream fiows down

Here we experienced a little amus-
ing incident. Mr. Tweedle was walk-
ing some distance ahead of the sieigh,
happy as a bird and as vigorous as

thing to turn up. Soon he discovered
a man down on the ice over the stream,

and as everything was as slick as glass
he could not get out. Tom hailed him,

and wanted to know the trouble. "Sim-
ple enough." said the man. "I am
here and can't get out." "I'll go
you!" returned Tom. with his good-
natured style. "Give me your hand."

No sooner said than done, but in-

There are
those who can play the priest and Lev-
ite to the wayfaring man. yet there are
plenty of good Samaritans. I have
seen graybeards run after a sleigh and
ask for a ride as we boys did with our
little sledges in the East, and never
saw one refused. I have had, while
tugging my sleigh-load, men step up
and give a hand without saying a
word, and I have seen the sick looked
after with the kindest consideiations.
A man who tells you that people here
have no humanity is one who deserves
no pity. A man who is every inch a
man will have more friends here than
he needs, but woe be unto him who

Only a f. w weeks ago in this camp
two r*en were caught stealing. It
looked like a hanging bee. One broke
and ran. Two shots were fired, and
he fell shot through the head. It was
called suicide, and from what I can
gather here there are reasons to be-
lieve so, yet at Dyea no one believes
it. The other malefactor was stripped
and lashed until nearly dead, placarded
and marched to Dyea. The most shock-
ing thing of it all. a physician stood by
and saw it done. I have not called
on the only one here for that reason.
No matter what the provocation was.
nor how angry the mob. he should have

raised his hand against such barbar-
ous procedure. One man with moral

Icourage can hold a mob from doing

acts contrary to their own instincts.
