
THE WEEK'S CROP OUTLOOK,

WIDESPREAD DAMAGE FROM
THE LATE FROST.

North Wind Having a Bad Effect

on the Growing Grain
G inerally.

Following i.s the California Section's
report of the climate and crop ser\ ice

of the United States Weather Bureau
for the week ended March 21st:

The following nummary of the cli-
mate and crop conditions is based upon
reports received from nine Weather
Bureau Stations, fifty-two telegraphic
reports received through the courtesy

of the Southern Pacific Company, and
many reports scattered throughout the
State. Telegraphic summaries are
also received fiom the observers at Los
Angeles and Eureka, based upon im-

ports received by them from corre-
spondents in their districts.

The week has been very unfavorable
for vegetation, being both cold and
dry. At the end of February the pros-
pects of a bountiful fruit yield in the
northern portion of the State particu-
larly, were very bright. The past week
has been marked by injurious frosts
and low temperatures. Throughout the
State the temperature has averaged
about seven degrees below the normal.

The rainfall was again deficient, and
In the great valleys, especially the Sac-
ramento, only light showers fell and
these were of little value to growing
crops. The heavy frosts occurring
night after night have done great dam-
age to deciduous fruit, which was well
advanced. Apricots, almonds and early
peaches have been badly damaged;
citrus fruits are reported in some
places as probably uninjured having
been protected bysmudging . The full
extent of the damage can not yet be
determined.

Heavy north winds have also had a
bad effect on vegetation. Early sown
grain suffered less than late sown.
Small fruits have suffered and straw-
berries are reported as injured in some
local it i. s. Vegetables also have felt
the effects of the cold, dry conditions.
Pasturage is poor in many of the
southern coast counties, and cattle are
being moved to other sections where
grazing can be had.

SACRAMENTO VALLEY.
Shasta County?Severe frosts kilied

nearly all almonds, apricots, early
peaches and tragedy prunes.

Tehama County?Heavy northerly
winds have been hard on everything;
not enough rain to start the small
creeks; such a condition, it is said, was
never known here before.

liutte County?Frosts have probably
killed almonds, peaches and apricots;
pears and prunes do not seem to be
touched; citrus fruits were protected
by smudging and do not seem to be
much damaged; bottom lands Buffered
most; on high lands damage has been
slight; rain is needed to cultivate or-
chards; cold weather holds back orange
bloom.

Yuba County?Although grain is not
suffering. ruin would be beneficial;
plowing; peaches and apricots slightly
damaged by frost; smudging will prob-
ably save almonds.

Glenn County ?Heavy frosts; grain
locks very good, but is badly in need
of rain; most farmers still plowing.

Yolo County?Apricots and almonds
badly frozen; prunes blooming very
thin, probably hurt by frost: outlook
very discouraging for deciduous fruit.

Solano County?All apricots on low,

flat lands killed; late varieties of
peaches badly injured, almost entirely
killed, prune's, plums, pears and a few
early peaches not injured much. as
buds Were not fully open; the worst
freeze than ever here before; grain suf-
fering for rain.

SAX JOAQUIN VALLEY.
San Joaquin County?Severe frosts

have damaged apricots, peaches ana
almonds; showers freshened the grain;
planting beets; some fruit orchards
show total loss, and few, if any, es-
caped injury.

Merced County?Heavy frosts killed
almonds, apricots, prunes and early
peaches; light showers kept grass
growing slowly; no prospect of hay
crop.

Stanislaus County?Frost; no rain;
crops looking badly; fruit badly burn-
ed.

Kern County?Frost killed all al-
monds and apricots, damaged early
plums, peaches and French prunes;
grass on dry land still doing well.

Fresno County?Heavy frosts did
great damage to pears, apricots and
nectarines; cattle and sheep suffering

from cold and scarcity of range feed;
shearing will begin soon.

Kings County?Much damage to fruit
crop.

Tulare County?Frosts injured apri-
cots and peaches; prospects for grain
discoui aging.

ENEMIES OF THE VINEYARD.

DEALING WITH THE VINE HOP-
PER AND BEETLE.

Paper Read at the Florin Farmers'

Institute by E. F.

French.

At the Farmers' Institute at Florin
on Saturday last E. F. French'of that

Iplace read the following paper on th*

' culture of grapevines and his manne*
Jof dealing with some of the pests that
Icause vineyardists bo much trouble. He
isaid:
j "To very many present it is well
jknown that for quite a number of years

1 have devoted most of my time and
attention exclusively to the cultivation
of Tokay grapes, planting my first vine

lin the spring or 1577, and necessarily
jmy remarks will be confined to insects

jwhich have proved seriously injurious
;to the Tokay vine and grape. In my
:experience so far there are only two?
: the vine-hopper and what I have al-
;ways known as the Ilea beetle.

' The first of these has been so ex-
haustively treated by Professor Wood-
worth that it would be presumption on
my part to attempt to add anything as
to its life, history or methods of work,

Btill I do not think it out of place to
state briefly my experience with the
pest before it was deemed of sufficient. importance to merit the notice so re-

\u25a0 cently bestowed upon it.
"Some ten years ago hoppers were

quite numerous in my vineyard, and
noticing large numbers of undeveloped
winsh-ss insects on the under side of
the center foliage, 1 hired men to pick

;off and burn the leaves, and although
it reduced their numbers very mate-

rially, this method was too tedious and
the experiment proved unsatisfactory.

Three years later the same pest was
jfully as destructive to the foliage o?
my vines as it was in any vineyards
I know of in this section last season,
and it seemed to me imperative that
some method be devised for the exter-
mination of this most active enemy to
the grape-grower.

"After a few trials on a small scale I
; ordered two circular pans, which I have

Used successfully since. In a small vol-
ume that 1 found in the Free Library,
Sacramento, entitled "The Culture and
Treatment of Grapevines," by J. Fisk

' Alien. 1853, 1 found the following: 'The
jthrip, small white insects that infesi
the under side of the leaf, are not so
injurious as would seem by the spotted

] appearance of the leaf. Smoking or
syringing with tobacco water will de-
stroy them'; also, 'that the suds of
whale oil is a remedy for insects on the

! ground.'
I "Using my pans quite late, the second
jseason, I think, we trapped, as well as
the vine-hoppers, great numbers of the
second, and to me most important sub-
ject of this paper, the beetle.

"For several years past I have had
a settled conviction that the loss of so
many grapes?varying from a single
grape to a whole bunch?from 'sun-
burn' was due primarily to some other

i cause, but not until the past two sea-
; sons have I had what I consider indis-
jpntable evidence of my belief.
I "Working myself with the pans for
I hoppers until May .'id of last year, and
watching closely for the beetle, not one
was caught, and none were in sight

J anywhere up to that time, but a week
Ilater they were In full force, and their
jwork on the leaf slits one-sixteenth ol
jan inch wide, and varying in length
jfrom one-fourth to one-half of an inch.
;was plainly visible. About the end ot
} June they di. appeared as suddenly as
jthey came. In three hours late in the
| month of June, 1896, I caught more
; than enough to fill the bottle I have
| here in the hall, fully a pint, off about
500 vines.

"In the spring of the same year I
! examined five or six comparatively

\u25a0mall vines and counted and killed an

! average of forty to the vine. Its work
ion the cane in extreme cases is to ul-
J most entirely strip the bark for an

! inch or two close to the old wood, and
jin all cases it bites the joint from one
: foot to two feet from the vine.
| "But the really disastrous part is Its
i directly attacking the grape stem. It
iis impossible for me to describe the

'condition and appearance of the partly
injured bunches as they were from the

! time of the drying up in four days of
: three-fourths of the crop to the close of
| the season. I found one effect of spray-
! ing with Paris green was to cause the
cane where punctured by the beetle to

I Immediately become discolored, almost
black: on bunches of grapes in blossom,
when the stem had been damaged in the
same way. the grapes would shrivel,

and in a short time turn brown as
; though burned. The bitten leaves would
Ibe apparently scorched, but no healthy,

jsound ieaf. cane or grape was harmful-
ly affected by the- spray.

"Bearing in mind that this insect
works intliscriminately on the leaf,

grape stem and cane for about two
months, and at a time when all of
these are equally tender and suscepti-
ble to injury, my contention that it and

!not the sun or wind is responsible for
the widespread loss of grapes in this

! and other sections will not, I think. a.p-
--jpear so unreasonable as it evidently has
!to many with whom I have talked on

jthe subject.
"I have made it a point, to carefully

| examine many of the vineyards around
Florin, and have done tho same in

! Orangevale. Elk Grove and along the

' American Kiver, and in every case find.precisely the same effects as those that
\u25a0 I know have been caused in my vinc-
iyard by the beetle.
| "In closing. T wish to make two posi-
! five statements with regard to my own
Iloss last season: The first is. that the
japparent loss occurred during the first
; hot spell of the season, from June 2Gth

i "The second, that fully two-thirds of
my crapes at that time were amply pro-

jtected from direct sun rays by an un-
\u25a0 usually heavy foliage."
