Rev. 8. J. Carroll, pastor of the Sixth-
gtreet Methodist Church, last evening

Mr. Carroll said the tobacco habit was
an evil so closely connected with the
galoons and with gaming as to be es-
gentially a part of them. It is one of
those evils, he said, which meets with
gambling on one side and with the sa-
loon -»m the other He would not un-
christianize the man who uses the weed,
but contended that the higher class of

Christians do not use it.

Mr. Carroll said, do not know where it
leads He said it was a costly indul-
gence, to say the least, and quoted sta-
tistics to show that $£34,000,600 of in-
ternal revenue is annually raised from
tobacco alone, which sum, he said,
would be a drain even in times when
there was no financial depression.

The speaker quoted from recognized

medical authorities to show that the
tobacco habit was detrimental to
health, particularly to growing chil-
dren, and showed by statistics that
growth was retarded by even moderate
use of the weed. He quoted authori-
ties which show that tobacco is a nerve

destrover and dyspepsia producer, and

that it creates a longing for alcoholic
stimulants

He defied anyvbody to prove to him
that gambling was not carried on in
every cigar store in the city, and
said the dice-box and the nickel-in-
the-slot machine were in full view
of all of them, and were induce-
ments for boys to gamble, Twenty-
six out of the forty-five States have
laws prohibiting the sale of tobacco to
minors, and he hoped to see the time
when every State would adopt laws
crushing out the abomination.
