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SLEEP AND DREAMS.

Agassiz Worked Out a Scientific
Problem in His Dreams.

The letters on sleep and reams in the
“Spectator” remind me of a case in the
experience of Agassiz, and which he
told me himself, though it is recorded
in his work on the American fishes. He
was studying a fossil fish in the Jardin

des Plantes, but had never been able

to determine the species to his satis-
faction. After a time he dreamed that
he caught the very fish, and without
difficulty determined the question,
thinking, as he awoke from the dream,
that he would have no difficulty. But
on returning to the fossil, something in
the dream had escaped him, and he
could no more determine the species
than before., The next night he had
the same dream, and again forgot the
essential point. He then determined
to take a ,pencil and paper with him
to bed and make his note as soon as he
awoke. The dream came the third
time, but, to his surprise, on fully
awakening, he found the drawing made
and lying on the table at his bed-
side, with three bones displayed in it
which were not visible in the fossil,
and which solved the problem. On
returning to the Jardin des-Plantes, he
obtained permission of his friend, the
director, to chip away a scale of stone
which lay on the spot where the bones
were in the drawing, and found them
here as the drawing had given them.
It is thirty years since Agassiz told
me the incident, but those who have
access to his history of the North
American fishes will be able to read
it in his own words in the introduction,
and correct my version if my memory
has in any detail failed me.

! SCANDAL IN BERLIN.

A Government Official Who Feath-
ered His Own Nest. ;

NEW YORK, March 27.—A “Sun”
cable from Berlin says: A strange
scandal has just been revealed in con-
nection with the last emission of im-
i perial bank notes. A few days ago a
| bundle of 44,000 marks was found in
a Berlin cemetery. Being to all ap-
pearances genuine, the notes were ad-
vertised, and, being unclaimed, the
police investigated the matter and soon
| arrested Herr Gruenthal, formerly
foreman of the Imperial Printing
Works, who retired voluntarily last
vear without a pension. He had been
plundering the State for years.

Subsequently further packages of
notes were discovered in the cemetery,
the total being 100,000 marks. Then it
was found that Gruenthal had a .cur-
! rent account of 18,000 marks in a Ber-
lin bank and large amounts in other
banks, under false names. Frauds
| were readily traced amounting to 420,-
{000 marks. He has been speculating
largely and successfully on the bourse.
| Herr Pobbielsky endeavored in the
| Reichstag to defend the slipshod meth-
{ods of the printing works. He admitted
that when a new emission of notes was
| made it was the custom to print 10 per
| cent. beyond the quantity of notes au-
thorized, in view of the fact that some
of the notes are spoiled in numbering.
After emission and delivery, the Reichs
Bank surplus of notes is usually de-
stroyed, but for several years past it
Ih&S been stored in a Cabinet accessible
|to Gruenthal during occasional ab-
sences of the key-holding official.

He thus obtained his supplies of
notes, whereto he himself affixed num-
bers, and, consequently, the paper
imoney he circulated and hid was not
igenuine. though printed on proper pa-
Officials
lare asking why the imperial office
prints a 10 per cent. surplus of the
notes, when 5 per cent. is sufficient fo
cover the waste in private enterprises;

{also why the excess is not destroyed

immediately.

None dares openly to offer a sugges-
tion, but it is rumored that the excess
was reserved to pay the debts of cer-
tain exalted persons. This is most im-
probable, but commercial circles are
puzzled on account of the astounding
fact that the same person has been
concerned in printing and numbering
bank notes and in destroying the sur-
plus. The question will be raised again
in the Reichstag, and reform in the
Imperial Printing Works must result.

JUDGE SLACK TO RETIRE.

Resigns the Superior Judgeship
and Dean of Hastings College.

| perior Judge Slack this morning re-
| signed from the bench, and also from
| his place as Dean of Hastings College
