Trustee Devine moved that the Cor-

poration Counsel be requested to inves-
tigate the reported purchase of over
$200,0j90 worth of bonds and report to
the board. He did Dot know under w hat

ordinance or law they had acted. The
Urw provides that bids for bonds shall j
be advertised for and opened in presence
of the Board of Trustees. The San j
Francisco counsal are of opinion that th- j
bends are outlawed and Judge McFar- i
land's opinion is to the same effect. The
city never received anything to speak

of in return for those bonds, or he would
not oppose them.

Trustee Tebbets said he was sur-
prised at the criticism. He believed
Mayor Land had acted for what he i
considered the best interests of him-
self and the other taxpayers. Years
ago John Q. Brown, when Mayor, said
to the people, "You had better ;>ay
theae bonds. You can pay them BOW
for 35 to -H> cents on the dollar." It
was opposed then, and since that tim>-
the value of the bonds has been great-
ly increased. The people of this city
.uc glad that the Mayor has taken this
action and he thought they would back

Trustee Devine said if Mr. Tebbets
Iwould listen he would give him more

information than he had ever had on
the bond question. Mayor Brown had
attempted to sot himself above the law

of 1872; that fixed the price of the
bonds at 35 cents and tried to push the
price of bonds to 62 cents. The bonds
were outlawed and the Commission
had no right to pay them. The state-
ment that it was necessary to pay
these bonds in order to reduce taxa-
tion is all rot. The Commission should
be forced to live up to the law.

Devine's motion was lost, Devine.
Kent and Brown voting for it.

Trustee Paine, for the Street Com-
mittee, moved the passage of th ' or-
dinance accepting Eighteenth and X
streets, which have been improved
with macadam.

DAN AND JOHN SULLIVAN BE-

FORE THE COURT.

C. A. Phillips' Stolen Watch W«l
Found in Their Posses-

sion.

The preliminary examination of
Daniel ar. 1 John Sullivan, charged with
jburglarizing the house of Charles A.
I Phillips at 2417 M street, on the even-
ling of the 20th instant, was eommen-
jeed in Justice Davis' court yesterday

Imorning. but not concluded.
On Thursday last the two youths

were arrested by Deputy Sheriff Lewis
I and the watch stolen from the Phillips

Mr. Phillips testified that on Sun-
day, the 26th, on which date the burg-

I lary took place, ho and his wife left
home at 4:HO o'clock in the evening,

and did not return until 11 o'clock
They found the house had been ran-
sacked and a gold watch stolen. He
identified the watch taken from Sulli-

; van as the one stolen.
Dr. H. H. Stephenson testified that

shortly after 7 o'clock on the evening
of the burglary, he and his wife went
to call on Mr. and Mrs. Phillips. On

I approaching the Phillijs house ho saw
i a light in the rear part of it, but when
Ihe rang the bell he got no reply. He

I waited a few minutes and rang again,

and then went home.
Harry Kruse testified that Daniel

I Sullivan showed him the watch on
'\u25a0 Monday, the 21st instant, and said he
jfound it near Sutter's Fort. On
jWednesday the witness offered Sufil-
jvan $20 for the watch, and the latter

[to sell, and the latter replied that he
jhad an old thing hut that it was at
home. The witness put his hand in

|he lost his watch at a picnic, and that
jafter advertising for it, it had been
jreturned to him by Dan Sullivan, to
whom he had paid a reward of $20
jMr. Rarwick said he was engaged in
la friendly tussle with a gentleman of
jhis acquaintance, and believed he lost
jthe watch at that time, thoutrh he ad-
mitted that it might have disappeared
either shortly before or afterwards.

SACRAMENTO BONDS.

State Examiners Want Them hut
Offer No Premium.

The State, hy th.- Board of Examin-
er?, yesterday put in a bid to Funded
Debt Commissioners Smith and Cum-
mings of this city for the Sacramento
County bonds of ISM.">, held by them,
but as no premium was offered it is
considered doubtful whether tho trans-
fer will be made. Tho hid was in re-
sponse to the following eommtniea-

"Saoramento, March IS, 1808.
"State Board of Examiner*?Gentle-

men: Wo hold $77,000 of Sacramento
County bonds issued in 1895, and
due in 1905, bearing interest at 4Vj per
cent.

"We wish to soil those bonds, as we
now need tho money for the payment of
our old city bonds.

"The bonds we offer wore prepared
under the direction of Judge McKune,
at the suggestion?as we hav<? been
informed?of the Attorney-General, and
were issued by the Board of Supervis-
ors in conformity with a resolution of
said board dated tho 20th day of July.
1895, and under authority conferral!
upon said board by the provisions of
an Act of the Legislature of Califor-
nia, entitled 'An Act to establish a uni-
form system of county and township
government.' approved March L'4, 1893.

"We shall bo pleased to receive any
offer you may make for these bonds.
(Signed). Sparrow Smith and C. If.
Cummings. Commissioners of the
Funded Debt of the City of Sacra-
mento."

On Friday last a meeting of the
Board of Examiners was held in San
Francisco, at which time Secretary
Gorman laid the matter before tho
Governor and the Attorney-Genera',

both being present. These officials tip-
proved of the purchase of the bonds,
under certain conditions, and under
their instruction;- Secretary Gorman
yesterday forwarded the following

communication to the Funded Debt
Commissioners:

"Sacramento. March 2S, 1898.
"Messrs. Smith and Cummings. Fund-

ed Debt Commissioners ?Gentlemen:
By order of the State Board of Exam-
iners, I hereby bid par and accrued in-
terest for the seventy-seven (77) bonds
of the county of Sacramento, of the
denomination of $1,000 each, witn in-

terest thereon at tho rate of 4\_ per
cent, per annum. This bid is subject
to approval by the Attorney-General
of California of the proceedings in is-
suing said bonds. (Signed). J. C. Gor-
man. Secretary State Board of Examin-
ers."

A WARRANT FOR FOREST.

Governor Bndcl Honors the Requi-
sition From New York.

Frank S. Price, agent for the State* of
NV'.v York, called on Governor Budd
yesterday with a requisition for the ar-
rest of Dr. W. E. Forest of Los Angeles.

The specific charge on which the war-
rant was issued is that in New York
last April the doctor, who in addition to
his business as a medical practitioner,
had a scheme for making those rich who
invested in it. and had issued a pamphlet
entitled "How to Make Five Per Cent, a
\\ . ,k." was entrusted hy a broker with
|0,000 worth of mining stock, on which
he was to borrow (2,500, giving the
stork as collateral security.

He had a rich patient named Freeman,
whom he was treating for rheumatism
und representing to him that the stock
was paying large dividends, he induced
htm to buy the stock, paying 55,9011 for
it. "When asked by the broker by whom
the stock had been intrusted to him, for
its return, he made the excuse that he
had a friend who would lend him the

money, but that he had not been able to
! see him.
I He shortly afterwards came to Los
jAngeles, married and settled down there
land it was not until a few weeks ago
! that the New York authorities found out

where be was.
