James F. White testified to seeing
Leroy anil Sea right on the sidewalk
n< ar the side entrance of Croly's house.
As he thought their actions were sus-
picious, he cam" back and stood in
front of Hanlon's grocery for ten or
fifteen minutes, and when he went
away they were still standing.

J. J. Uanlon testified that on the
night of tin- burglary he saw two men
\u25a0tanking under Croly's window, whom
he thought were Leroy and Searight.
He passed across the street and they
came out to the crossing. The smaller
one sail. "I am waiting for a car," or

v.. In sight.

J. J. Wimperly said he sold some one
who corresponded closely in appearance
with Searight a dark lantern a few-
days before. He stated to witness that
his lather had been in the employ of
the house (Weinstock. Lubin & Co.).

Jane s G. Fi,-;,js t. stified to selling
Leroy ami Searight a chisel for 15
cents.

Jacob Z' mansky did not remember
having seen either of the defendants,
but remembered selling a load of pistol
cartridges to some one a few days
previous to the burglary. lie did not
think h<- could identify the party. It
was a nickel-plated pistol, he thought,
an imitation Smith & Wesson.

G. W. Vogel, who keeps a saloon at
Third and L streets, said he had seen
the defendants at his place. Searight
ask- d him if he had a pistol and wit-
nes snowed him a big Colt's revolver,
but Searight did not want it. He did
net get any pistol from witness.

Joseph Jermanes roomed in the Ven-
dome house. lie had met the defend-
ants, and believed they were rooming
with Darwin. He saw defendants about
S o'clock on Sunday evening and they
told him they would see him about 12
o'clock. Th y came to his room about
10 o'clock and then went to room 24.

S. Luke Howe, attorney for Searight,
made the same objection to the juris-
dfction of the court Mr. Clarken had
done, and it was also overruled.

James Darwin knew the defendants.
They loomed in the next room to his in
the yendome lodging-house. He had
reen the chisel and jimmy in their room
and they belonged to Leroy. He saw
them both on Sunday afternoon in bed
in their room. They did not tell him
where they were going. He saw the
Jimmy and chisel in Leroy's pocket on
Friday night. He also saw Leroy have
a pistol in his hand and the latter said
he warn going to get some money. Wit-
ness detailed the conversation he held
With Leroy in the cell in which the
latter told him that he got the pistol

RICE AND DEVINE.

They Were Found Cailty and Will
be Sentenced To-day.

William C. Rice and Ed. Devine were
!arraigned in the City Justice Court yes-
terday for battery on a man named F.

IH. Bennett, and pleaded not guilty.
Bennett tes -ified that he did not know

Ieither of the defendants and had never
!seen them before. He went into Hil-
jbel t's saloon on Sunday night to look for
Ihis father. Defendants jostled him and
Ihe pushed them out of the way. As he
| went out of the door some one struck
Ihim on the neck. He ran away and tne
jgang came after him. He got away and
IJohn Matey brought him his hat and
!advised him to keep away from them,
as they all stood in together. As he was

igoing home he heard some one run-

Ining after - him. They caught him and
one held his arms while two others
'struck him. He could not tell whether
or not Rice was in the crowd, and he
could not tell who struck him. Two wo-
BH n ( ame up and saw the row. He got
away and hid in a vacant lot. He had
never had any trouble with any of the
cioud before.

John Matey testified that he saw the
trouble. Bennett came into Hubert's
and struck Rice on the jaw and pulled
Off his coat to fight. Rice did not take
it up right away, but after Bennett
went out Rice, Devine and another man
chased him and caught him at Nine-
teenth and J streets. One of them held
Bennett's hands behind him and ell
three struck him. When Bennett came
into the saloon and struck Rice they
thought he was crazy. When they
caught him Devine hit him first and then
In Id him while the others punched him.

Rice swore that on his return from
the ball game he stopped at Hilbert's.
Bennett came in with a yell and the
first thing he knew Bennett struck him
in the face and said he could whß> any
man in the house. Witness did not take
it up at first, but grew angry as he
thought over it. And they followed Ben-
nett up, caught him and punched him.
He had never seen Bennett before and
thought he- was crazy.

I 'evine swore to the same effect, ex-
cept that Bennett struck him before he
struck Rice. They caught Bennett at
Nineteenth and J when he ran away
and all took a hand in punching him.
The third party was Billy McCullough,
who works in the shops.

Bert Hilbert testified that when Ben-
nett came in he called for beer and said
he could lick any man in the house. He
then struck Rice and Devine and ran

The com t said that it was clearly bat-
tery, even from the testimony of the
defendants. They had followed up Ben-
n» tt and attacked him in a cowardly

manner and one had held him while
the others punched him. He would find
them guilty and sentence them on
Thursday.

DUNNING WAS NOT CRUEL.

But He Was Convicted Yesterday
of Battery.

W. F. Denning was arraigned yester-
day in the City Justice's Court on a
charge of cruelly beating his horse and
also for battery.

Fred F. Hatch testified that he saw
D ining beating the horse on Sunday
morning near Twenty-first and I and
when witness remonstrated and told
him to stop, he picked up a rock and
hit witness in the head with it. He
afterwards picked up another rock and
wh. n Hatch caught hold of him to pre-
vent him from throwing it. Denning
struck him with it in his hand.

J. Niebers and C. Perl corroborated
the testimony.

E. Megerle said he saw Denning abuse
the horse, beat him over the head with
the butt of his whip and stamp on him
wß* n down. He also saw the attack on
Hatch.

Morton corroborated Mr. Megerle's
testimony. They both testified that the
horse was covered with welts around

Mrs. Emeline Chapman did not see
much of the trouble. She saw Hatch
have hold of Denning. The horse was
a balky one. although gentle at times.

E. Root did not think Denning used
unnecessary violence or abused the
horse. She balks sometimes. There
Were no welts on the horse.

"Mr." Scalding testified similarly.
Defendant testified that the horse was

gentle, but had stubborn fits, when no
one could do anything with her and
will run away and back. He did strike
her and she fell. When Hatch inter-
fen d and told him to stop beating her,
he told him to mind his own business.
He nicked up a stone to defend himself
with, but did not hit Hatch till he took
hold of witness and threatened to whip
him. He denied hitting the horse over
the head. The w hip was a ten cent one
that he had used since last October.

The court thought Hatch was justified
in Interfering if he thought the de-
fendant was abusing the horse. It does
no good, of course, to beat a horse that
balks, but it is a natural thing to do.
and a man has a right to whip his horse
a he does not abuse it. He would riot
convict defendant of abusing his horse,
but he evidently lost his temper and
committed battery. He would so find
and line him SKI.
