
farms, the cablegram stated the Gov-

ernment will grant them the protection
of the Spanish military forces aug-

mented by local relief committees to

look after their immediate needs.
Economic kitchens, it says, are to be

established to support the reconeen-
trados while waiting for their first
crops to mature, and they are to be
furnished farming implements and
seeds by the Government. To supply
them with ready money such of them
as are able, will be given employment
on public works, and it is asserted by
the authorities that these measures will
result in the speedy rehabilitation ot
the rural communities in the western
provinces.

This cablegram was not made pub-

lic till more than an hour after mid-
night, and no official comment upon
its significance could be secured.

SPAIN'S TORPEDO FLOTILLA.

Vessels Which Compose the Fleet
Bound for Porto Rico.

LONDON, March 30.?Mail advices re-
ceived here to-day from Las Palmas,
Canary Islands, under date of March
23d, confirm the Washington advices of
the sailing of the Spanish torpedo fleet.
rih- letters received here say that on
that date three Spanish torpedo boats,
three torpedo boat destroyers and their
escort received telegraphic orders to
proceed to Cuba.

General Blanco. Lano, Corcuero and Al-
inonto.

A cording to the latest advices the
gt nboats Albany and Callao patrol the
Paragua Isle, and the gunboat Cata-

miens is at Balabac. The gunboat Bulu-
san is at Subic; the Leyte in the Taal
Lagoon, and the Otalora in the Ba>
Lagoon.

Finally 110 Ho, Cobuo, Ponapope, Yap
and both groups of the Caroline Islands
are guarded by the protected cruisers
Isla de Cuba, Isla dv Luzon and the gun-
boats Quiros and Ruy Sopo De Yillao-
bos.

SITUATION GRAVE.

Senator Cullom Does Not See How
War Can be Avoided.

WASHINGTON, March 30.?Senator
Cullom, a member of the Foreign Re-
lations Committee, makes the follow-
ing statement in regard to the Cuban
situation:

"I do not see how we can avoid war
with Spain. The feeling on the floor of
the Senate is intense. If the President
does not soon define some policy ac-
ceptable to Congress, it looks to me as
if it will proceed without him. This is
a deplorable condition, and no one la-
ments it more than I.

"There is almost a universal demand
for action on the part of the Foreign
Relations Committee It will not un-
duly delay doing its duty.

"It has been, said that we are not yet
fully prepared for war. My answer to

this is that we are as well prepared as

we will be six months hence. I do not
approach the question of war with
complacency. We are not yet through
mourning over our dead. War will cost
us thousands more lives and millions
of money. We can replace the latter,

but we cannot restore the dead. Never-
theless, I am impressed with a solemn
duty.

"We must do something to relieve
the suffering and the struggling Cu-
bans. If we can not do our duty vvith-
out bringing on a war with Spain, then
war it must be. A few days, perhaps
a few hours, will determine whether
we shall have peace or war.

"Ido not think Spain will yield to our
demands without \u25a0an armed contest,

even at the eleventh hour. She will
seek delay with all the adroitness
and finesse known to her diplomacy.
When all the arts of the diplomatist
are exhausted. I think she will fight I
don't underestimate Spain, nor do I
overestimate the bravery of our people
or our resources. If our purpose were
a sordid one, we could not justify our-
selves. To relieve suffering and make
a people free is a noble deed.

"Upon that plea shall we find justifi-
cation for our acts."

Senator George Gray of Delaware, a
member of the Committee on Foreign
Relations, made the following state-
ment:

"The situation is exceedingly grave.
If there is any change to be noted, it is
that we are no nearer war to-day than
we were forty-eight hours ago. I need
not dwell on the events which have led
up to this condition of things. They are
known to all men. I have deprecated
war from the beginning, and have la-
bored incessantly and assiduously for
peace ever since the first sign of a con-
flict with Spain appeared on the hori-
zon.
"I have hoped that the President

would define a policy which, when out-
lined and fully understood, wrould rally

to his side the United States Congress
and a united people. It is natural that
Congress should look to the President
to lead in a crisis such as now con-
fronts us. It will be lamentable if,

when the final hour comes to act, it

shall not find itself in full accord with
the President."

Senator Rawlins of Utah dictated the
following statement:

"I was loth to introduce my war res-

olution, but I thought the proper time
had come when decisive action should
be taken, and there seemed to be some
reluctance upon the part of Senators
and Representatives to strike out in
the matter.
"I learned that other resolutions, not

going to the extent of making a declar-
ation of war, were in contemplation,
and, in my judgment, the proper thing
to do was to get to the emergency di-
rectly, and say, once and for all, that
the independence of Cuba should be
established and a declaration of war
against Spain should be made.

"I shall press this resolution to the
fullest extent, and I have no doubt that
some positive resolution will be re-
ported from the Committee on Foreign
Relations."

CUBAN RESOLUTIONS.

The Senate Committee Disposed to
Give the President Time.

WASHINGTON, March 30.?The Sen-
ate Committee on Foreign Relations
held two sessions to-day and adjourned
a few minutes before 5 o'clock without
reaching any agreement. The commit-
tee, as a result of its session, agreed to
postpone the completion of the commit-
tee's work on the Cuban situation for a

; few days, in order to afford time to the
: President to continue his diplomatic ne-
i gotiations with the Spanish authorities.

This concession was the result of a re-
jquest made direct to members of the
committee by the President and it was

jgranted by the entire committee with-
jout any murmur of dissent.

Previous to this action on the part
Jof the committee, the President had been
jfrankly informed that neither the com-

J mittee nor the Senate would be disposed
|to acquiesce in any agreement for an
armistice. This opposition is under-

i stood to have been made clear on be-
| half of the joint Republican and Demo-
cratic steering committees of the Sen-
ate, and it is understood that this Gov-
ernment would not press the matter.

The President freely admitted to all
visiting Senators that the negotiations
with Spain were rapidly approaching a
crisis, and said that he felt quite con-
fident that a conclusion would be
reached by Friday night at the latest.
He asked that in view of this fact no
action be taken by either House until
after that time or until the present
negotiations could be brought to a
close.

The committee was authorized to sit
during the sessions of the Senate, and
will meet as:ain to-morrow.
SIXTY HOURS' TIME ASKED FOR.

WASHINGTON, March 30.?The
White House was besieged with callers
to day, including Senators Hanna.
Davis (Chairman), Frye, Cullom and
Gray, members of the Foreign Relations
Committee: Burrows, Hawley, Spooner,

Wolcott and Allison. Nearly the entire
Michigan delegation also called, their
purpose being to urge the President to
take immediate and vigorous action to
end the war and secure the independ-
ence of Cuba. Other Senators who saw
the President were Foraker. Sewell, Aid-
rich and Wilson. Secretaries Gage,
Long and Bliss also saw President Mc-
Kinley.

The President told the Michigan
Congressional delegation to-day that
he does not want Congress to act pre-
eiptatedly; that he was expecting hour-
ly important advices from Minister
Woodford upon which much wr ould de-
pend.

It is stated among Senators that the
President has asked the committees ot
Congress not to act for sixty hours.
ACTION MUST COME FROM RE-

PUBLICAN SIDE.
WASHINGTON, March 30?There

has been a great deal of discussion
among the Republicans since the Bai-
ley resolution was introduced and vot-
ed upon. Many of them received as-
surances from the leaders that there
would be action in a short time. Speak-
er Reed's statement was considered as
forecasting the situation, and Mr.
Dingley was quoted as saying the
whole question would be settled within
a few days.

Republicans who attended the confer-
ence last evening said that the course
of the Republicans who attended that
conference was consistent, as they de-
termined that action should come from
the Republican side, and in an orderly
manner.

CUBAN RESOLUTIONS.
WASHINGTON, March 30.?Repre-

sentative Adamson of Georgia has in-
troduced a resolution recognizing the
Republic of Cuba and authorizing the
President to accredit a Minister to that
Republic.

Mahany introduced a joint resolution
recognizing the Cuban Republic as a
free and independent State, and wel-
coming her to "the sisterhood of re-
publics in the Western world."

Todd of Michigan introduced a reso-
lution declaring a state of war exists
between the United States and Spain.

A resolution similar to that intro-
duced by Senator Foraker yesterday,
recognizing Cuban independence, was
introduced In the House to-day by
Representative Broderick of Kansas.

Representative Wheeler of Alabama
introduced the following joint resolu-
tion:

"Resolved, That the Government of
the United States hereby declares that
the struggling patriots in the Island of
Cuba are belligerents and are recog-
nized as such by this Government."

HELD TO ANSWER.

Eslaba Must Stand Trial for the
Murder of Charles Gates.

OAKLAND. March 30.?Joaquin Es-
laba, the murderer of Charles Gates,
the tamale dealer, had his preliminary
examination before Police Judge Al-
len this morning, and was held to an-
swer before the Superior Court with-
out bonds.

\u25a0The examination was merely formal.
The brutal murderer was not repre-
sented by counsel and no testimony
was taken in his behalf. All the wit-
nesses examined at the Coroner's In-
quest repeated their testimony In the
Police Court to-day.

This afternoon Eslaba was transfer-
red to the County Jail. He will be
brought before Judge Ellsworth in the
Superior Court next Wednesday, and
w ill be given speedy arraignment and
trial.

THREW THE SWITCH WRONG.

RAILWAY COLLISION NEAR

FRENCH CAMP.

Fireman Huffman Instantly Killed

and Several Persons Injured,

But None Seriously.

STOCKTON, March 30. ? William
Huffman, second eldest son of C. H.
Huffman, a San Francisco capitalist,
and formerly a well-known farmer of
Merced County, was instantly killed at

4:30 o'clock this afternoon in a colli-
sion on the Southern Pacific tracks,
near French Camp, four miles from this
city.

Three passengers were hurt in the
accident, but none seriously. They
were Fred A. Grimm, a traveling man
from Ohio, cut by glass; J. A. Rey-
nolds, adjuster for the Royal Insur-
ance Company, stationed at San Fran-
cisco, hurt in the back; A. C. Burnett,
fireman on the steamer Mary Garrett,
running between Stockton and San
Francisco, dislocated shoulder. Engi-
neer H. C. Hahn of the Fresno flyer
train, with whom young Huffman was
running, was severely cut in the right
side, but not seriously injured. C.
Cleveland, the Wells-Fargo messenger
on the flyer, was slightly hurt.

The collision was caused by the be-
wilderment of R. P. Stevens, who was
running with Engineer R. W. Hatfield
on a loose engine on its way from Sac-
ramento to Oakland. He threw a
switch wrong, and how he did it is only

accounted for by the fact that he lost
his head.

The loose engine ran down to the side
track at French Camp several minutes
ahead of time for the Fresno flyer for
this city to reach that point, and went
in on the side track. Stevens opened
and closed the switch, and while Engi-
neer Hatfield was engaged in oiling his
engine, the fireman went off to the side
of the track and returned just as the
fast passenger train came along. He
became confused, and just after the
passenger engine was within forty or
fifty feet of the switch he opened it
and let the passenger train in directly
on to his own engine.

Engineer Hatfield saw the collision
coming and jumped out of the way.
Engineer Hahn and Fireman Huffman
could not escape if they had tried, the
collision followed so quickly. The fire-
man was caught between the cab and
tender, and his neck was broken. The
engineer was also caught, but not se-
riously hurt.

The engines were telescoped and bad-
ly wrecked, one of them being thrown
over the embankment.

The passenger train consisted of one
coach, which was attached next to the
engine, and a combination baggage and
express car behind. The passengers
were thrown over the seats by the
sudden jolt, and a number of them
were cut by the broken glass of the
windows of the car and others bruised
by being thrown forward.

As noon as possible the body of Fire-
man Huffman was placed in a car
and brought to this city, where it was
prepared for shipment to home of
his parents in San Francisco in the
morning.

A Coroner's jury was empanelled this
evening and reviewed the remains, but
the inquest was postponed until Fri-
day evening, when all the witnesses
can be present.

C. H. Huffman, father of the de-
ceased fireman, is the originator of the
Crocker-Huffman canal eriterprise of
Merced County, where he owned vast
tracts of land for many years. A few
years ago, when his son Will expressed
a desire to learn railroading, the father
urged him to turn his attention to some
other business, and offered him any
necessary capital to engage in any en-
terprise he might choose, and ifds said
he offered the young man $15,000 in
cash to give up railroading, but the
fireman determined to continue in his
calling that was so full of interest to
him. He was 23 years of age, and gen-
erally well thought of. Among his
young associates he was a favorite and
his death is deeply regretted here.

CARRIER PIGEON SERVICE.

Reports the Rescue of a Disabled
British Sailing Vessel.

SWANSEA, March 30? The British
steamer Chalterton, from Port Nolloth
for Swansea, which has just arrived
here, reports that when about 250
miles south of the Sicily Islands a
carrier pigeon boarded her, and the
following was found attached to the
bird:

"March 27, S a. m.?An English sail-
ing vessel has been succored by La
Bretagne. Delay probable.

"CAPTAIN RENAUD."
The following was also appended to

the carrier pigeon:

"Saved the crew- of the Bothnia.
Three of that crew killed."

The Bothnia referred to by Captain
Renaud is probably the British bark
Bothnia, reported from Plymouth to-
day as having passed the Lizard in
tow of the German steamer Cactilla.

When La Bretagne left Havre on
Saturday last she had on board 100
carrier pigeons, shipped with the view
of testing the possibility of establish-
ing communication with the shore in
case of accident. It was added that if
the experiment proved successful, nil
steamers of the French Line would
hereafter carry pigeons.

BRITISH POLITICS.

Dissatisfaction Over the Conduct
of Foreign Affairs.

LONDON. March 30.?Sir Charles
Dilke gave notice in the House of Com-
mons to-day of a motion to the ef-
fect that the conduct of foreign affairs
during the past welve months has
shown that it is not to the interest of
the country to have the Premiership
and the Foreign Secretaryshipcombined
in one person, and asks the Govern-
ment to fix a date to debate the mo-
tion.

Mr. Balfour, the Government leader
in the House, First Lord of the Treas-
ury, Secretary of all States for For-
eign Affairs, replied that the Govern-
ment could not do so, as the discus-
sion would resolve itself into a direct
attack upon the conduct of foreign
affairs, and, he explained, if this was
desired it would be more convenient
in the form of a vote of censure.
However, continued Mr. Balfour, there
would be a discussion of the foreign
vote, but only informal and inconclu-
sive, owing to the absence of papers
on the far eastern question. When the
latter were submitted he expected a
fuller discussion.

Sir Charles Dilke retorted that he
desired a discussion of the whole for-
eign policy, and not merely the ques-
tion of China.

To this Mr. Balfour answered that
if the Government received a repre-
sentative request for such a discus-

sion he would arrange a date for it.
The House then adjourned.

WORLD'S MASONIC CONGRESS,Movement to Have One Held at the
City of Washington.
