BANDITS.

They Are Still Hiding Near Indian
Village.

Sheriff's Posses Have Lost All Traces of j
Them.

Cold-Blooded Murder in Fresno

County?After Being Roughly

Handled Charles Worthington

Gets a Gun and Shoots W. L.

Motley.

INDIAN VALLEY (via Merced),

April 3.?The Cross Creek bandits are

Btill hiding in the rough country back of
here. The utmost vigilance of the sev-

eral Sheriff's posses who are patrolling

the hills has failed to disclose any trace

of them since Thursday.
Constable Tom Mack of Merced and

John Imgain, a cattle-buyer who knows
the country from here to Mariposa and
south to Fresno flats like a book, re-
turned to this place shortly after noon
to-day after a two days' hunt that re-
sulted in nothing satisfactory. Since
Thursday afternoorr they covered a dis-
tance of seventy-five miles on horse-
back, but they obtained no trace of the
bandits except at one place. That was
in. Cathay Valley yesterday. They ran
across the footprints of the men at a
point where they crossed the road. They

are sure it was the trail of the robbers.
Acc-urate measurements of the shoes
worn by CliffRagan and his mysterious
companion in crime are in the posses-
gton of the officers who have joined in
the hunt.

.Mack and Dugain attempted to follow
the trail, but they lost it completely.
The men had cut across the country and
left no tracks.

Amos Dunaway. who carries the mail
between Cathay Valley, Indian Gulch
and Hornitos, brought in word to-day
that a deserted camp of the robbers has
t* en found in Cathay Valley only a few
hundred yards from the Francis mine,

or about fourteen miles from this place.
The men are supposed to have broken
camp there Tuesday morning. Mack
and Dugain also heard of this discov-
ery yesterday and carefully inspected
it. There was little to be seen except

the ashes of a campfire. This had been
built on the edge of Mariposa Creek,

which runs close to the mine referred
to.

Mack and Dugain could discover no
footprints about the camp, and gave
it as their opinion, based on informa-
tion from the camp in that section,

that the camp was that of other oar-
ties. They accordingly abandoned
what at first looked like a good clew to

I>enetrate the rougher country to the
southeastward.

Constable Mack said to-day that he
was completely in the dark as to the
present whereabouts of the robbers, but
he does not think it will be many da\s

before some definite information of
their whereabouts is obtained.

"The men must now be entirely out of
provisions," he said, "and they will
have to raid some farmhouse or sheep
camp before long. I think we will be
notified almost immediately of any

such occurrence, and that will furnish
us with a fresh clew to work upon. I
would not be surprised if Ragan and
his partner were making their way

through the Grub Gulch country to

Fresno Flats. Ragan has some friends
in that section. If we get trac* of
him there we will know where to look
for him. He would in all probability
look for assistance from a certain wom-
an there with he is known to be
on intimate terms."

Mack and Dugain started east this
afternoon in the direction of the Buttes.
They expect to make a thorough search
of the rough country in that locality

pending more definite information
about the bandits. In the meantime
George W. Yoakum and Sam Dickinson
are working their way toward this
place from La Grande. They may get

some trace of the train-robbers should
the latter be in the Grub Gulch country.

MURDER IN ERESNO.

After a Eight is Over the Murderer

Shoots His Opponent.

FRESNO, April 1? Charles Worth-
ington, a rancher of Wheatville, this
county, walked into town this after-
noon and surrendered himself to the
Sheriff. He will be charged with mur-
der. The victim is W. L. Motley of this
city. I

Motley and his son, Walter, have been

fanning at Wheatville, in the slough
country, thirty miles west of town, and
hav-' also been working for John 'R.
Hite, whose foreman Worthington is.
Last night there was a masked ball at

the Wheatville schoolhouse, and it was

largely attended. Wine flowed freely,

and after the merrymakers had retired
Worthington and the younger Motley

had words in the bunkhouse on the Hite
ranch about the care of the stock.
There was a rough-and-tumble fight
between the two Motleys and Worth-
ington. in which the latter was bat-
tered over the head with a club.

Worthington went to the ranchhouse,
and, it is claimed, used threats. He
returned with a shotgun and fired two
shots at short range, which took effect
in the elder Motley's body. The left
arm was almost*torn from the body by

one discharge, ajid death resulted in a
few moments. Motley was 51 years old,
and had gone to work on the Hite
ranch with his son in consequence of
the poor outlook for crops on their own
property. Worthington was badly bat-
tered up when he came into town, hav-
ing a three-inch scalp wound and a
crippled left arm from warding off
blows. Ho is about 30 years old.

merely accepted the proffered positions
to secure transportation to this city.

Broke the World's Record.

THE FLYING SQUADRON.

SUPERIOR TO ANY LIKE OR-

GANIZATION.

It Is Superior Both in Speed, Pow-
er and Tonnage to Anything

Spain Can Collect.

HAMPTON ROADS, April 3.?(From
a staff correspondent of the Associated
Press..) ?The practical completion jf a
Hying squadron of the American navy
by the assignment of Commodore W.
S. Schley to take charge and his ac-
ceptance, as marked by his active op-
eration on Monday last, is an epoch-
making event in the history of the pres-
ent difficulty. No other action of this
Government since the Maine disaster
so actively determines the fact that
actual warfare has been expected.

The North Atlantic squadron is al-
ways organized, and the appointment
of Captain Sampson to its command is
but the natural sequence of the retire-
ment of Admiral Sieard from active
duty. So, too, the assignment of ships
of war to that squadron or to the Pa-
cific squadron are but moves toward
the mobilization that might occur at
any time. But the flying squadrons are
the direct outcome of dangerous con-
ditions; are not necessaries of standing
navies in times of peace, but are ex-
peditions of an extraordinary nature
created only when the Government
fully decides that there is fear of at-
tack, or that the time is ripe for an at-
tack from here. It is therefore not only
possible, but highly probable, that the
American flying squadron has work cut
out for it.

The fleet practically gathered, and all
together, that it is proposed will bear
this euphonious title is one of the most
formidable that can be gathered to-
gether by any nation. Egotistically in
favor of the United States as this state-
ment may be, facts bear it out.

In average rate of speed,, in armored
protection, in caliber and number of
guns and in fighting quality and dis-
cipline of men, it can be proven that
the composition of this flying squadron
is superior, point of number being
equal, to any organization of a like na-
ture that can be formed by a foreign
Power. When on the Brooklyn evi-
dence of an unmistakable character
was apparent that every man. from
stoker to Commandant, was not only
fearless of battle, but courted it, and
hcped it would come. The small cali-
ber gun that fired the Commodore's
salute with blank cartridges sang out
a high-pitched paen of welcome and
peace. About the land-locked water of
Hampton Roads, where thirty-five
years ago the Monitor and Merrlmac
fought their terrible battle, sunshine
touched the hills, just assuming their
emerald garb, and nature, awake after
her hibernation, caressing the hills,
spoke only of peace. But as the smoke
blows by, in every eye, was the kind-
ling spark for vengeance for fellosv-

jseamen hurled to death, and the hope
; that the cannon's tenor note might be
I changed to the dreadful one of war;
J and if war comes, what of this squad-
ron? f\||

W. S. Schley, Commodtnv command-
ing the fleet, is a wellt^aiilt. man of
about 52 years of age, with a general
appearance denoting thoughtfulness
and diplomacy coupled with certain

icharacteristics which indicate force of
icharacter and quickness of action,
; when developments require those feat-
iures?large headed and kindly faced, a
smiling eye, evidently not given to

; temper, quick of answer, searching mi-
iquiry?this man as he treads the Cap-
tain's bridge of the Brooklyn in naval
uniform, or shakes hands with you in
the lobby of a hotel in civilian clothes,
impresses you as the firm, unyielding
warrior, just the man to take "partial"
orders for a flying squadron, and con-
duct himself with credit, to his coun-
try. In the atmosphere to-day which
surrounded him there is a spirit akin
to that German song which says: "We
have all had more than enough of love,

'and now for a song of hatred"; but in
jthe commander there is no sign of emo-

I tional desire, yet, when the summons
comes, the songs of those who cry
loudly now may weaken enough to be
overtopped by the command of this in-
trepid leader of a host. In the make-
up of the flying squadron, speed and
jfighting qualities have been considered.
1A summary of the points in comparison

with the best boats that Spain can of-
fer in making up a similar squadron
follow:

The total displacement tonnage of
the United States flying squadron is
43,109, and of the Spanish 30,900 The
average horse-power of the United
States vessels is 12,500, and that of the
Spanish 11,750. The average rate of
speed of the four United States ships is

21% knots per hour, while the Spanish
fleet has to content itself with 19 knots.
It is possible that the battleship Mas-
sachusetts, being somewhat slower
than the rest of the fleet, will be sup-

planted by the New York, and the
average of speed and the fighting ca-
pability of the squadron will be in-
creased. It must be remembered that
the Brooklyn and New York are two of
the finest types of fighting machines in
the world, having their main batteries
supplied with rapid-fire guns, with
Which very few warships are equipped,
except in a secondary battery. The
great point of advantage of this fleet,
however, is in thickness of armor, cali-
ber of guns and the fighting qualities

of the men. There are five 13-inch guns

on the American flying squadron, while
the whole Spanish navy has not one.
and only two 12-inch guns. Of 12-inch
guns our squadron has four, and of
8-inch guns fourteen. Spain's four se-

lected vessels have five 11-inch euns,

and the rest are mainly 5-inch. These
are the points of advantage that Com-
modore Schley's fleet would likely dem-
onstrate in actual fighting.

SAGASTA TALKS.

Thinks People and Press Have

Shown Prudence and Patriotism.

LONDON, April 4?The Madrid cor-

respondent of the "Standard" tele-
graphing to-night, says:

I have been able to obtain an inter-
view with Senor Sagasta, the Premier,

and to elicit from him a brief sttaement

with reference to the present critical
situation. In the course of the conver-
sation Senor Sagasta said: "In our re-

cent negotiations with the United
States we have used friendly and con-
ciliatory language in expressing our

views. In discussing the matters in
respect to the Maine matter we said
c considered the question one for diplo(
we considered the question one for
diplomatic negotiation, and if we and
the United States found it impossible to

come to an understanding on the con-
flicting reports of the two countries,

then the matter ought to be submitted
to technical experts and to the arbi-
tration of a naval or other power
which might be selected by mutua\
agreement between the Governments.
\u25a0 On the second point we were able
to inform Minister Woodford that Gov-
ernor-General Blanco had issued a
proclamation authorizing the return of
the reconcentrados to their homes, and
that the Spanish Government has sent
£120,000 to the relief of the distressed,

and would devote to the same object all
the proceeds of relief in kind and
money, amounting to £200,000 ($1,000,-
--000), which had been sent by Spanish
residents in Mexico. These measures
are supplemented by the assistance al-
ready given by the Cuban Autonomist
Government. We have never objected
to relief being sent by the United
States, on condition that it not have an
official character or bear the appear-
ance of intervention.

"We did object on principle to any
assistance to the Cuban insurgents. We
are, however, of the opinion that it
should not behoove Spain to take the
initiative, and that a suspension of
hostilities ought to be asked for the
insurgents. We suggested that the,
United States Government might, if so
inclined, exercise its influence with the
insurgents to induce them to apply for
an armistice, with a view to further the
ends of peace, on the understanding,
however, that the armistice would be
destined to lead to the submission of
the insurgents to the new autonomous
regime."

Senor Sagasta assured me that the
Question of independence of Cuba or the
sale of that colony, or any invasion of
Spain's rights, was not mooted in the
recent negotiations.

Senor Sagasta proceeded to say that
his Government had addressed a mem-
orandum to the European powers, but
no official steps had been taken to
solicit their intervention. He called my
attention to the fact that the people
and the press of Spain had shown pru-
dence, forbearance and patriotism dur-
ing the crisis, even the opposition hav-
ing put no obstacles in the way of the
Government. This, he said, led him to
believe that all classes would co-oper-
ate in the work of realizing peace in
Cuba and facing the contingencies o*
the future.

TRYING TO KEEP PEACE.

What General Woodford's Mission
to Spain Was.

MADRID, April 3, 0 p. m.??ln an-
swer to a request from the Associated
Press, General Woodford, the United
States Minister, made the following
statement:

'"The obligations of my diplomatic po-
sition absolutely forbid my granting an
interview or giving the slightest inti-
mation as to the present condition of
the diplomatic negotiations entrusted
to my care. I came to Spain under in-
structions from President McKinley to
secure peace in Cuba, with a perman-

[&nt peace between the United States
jand Spain, a peace that should be built
jupon bed-rock conditions; conditions of

! justice to Cuba, with assured protection
to the great American interests in that
iisland.

"Ihave labored steadily to obtain this
;result. I have never lost my faith and
idoubtful as conditions may seem to-
|day, Istill believe these great and good
;purposes of my President may yet be
realized. I shall not rest from my labors
jfor a just and honorable peace until the Jjguns actually open fire, and my faith I
;is still strong that war, with all its j
horrors, can be averted. Enough blood |
has been shed in Cuba already and 1
cannot believe the closing hours of the
nineteenth century can be reddened by
a conflict between Spain and the United
States.

"My country asks for conditions that
will make peace and will have faith that
Spain will do what is necessary to as-
sure justice in Cuba, and with justice,
peace is certain."

IN BAD CONDITION.

; Spain's Navy is Not Fit for a Con-
flict Yith Us.

LONDON. April 3.?The London cor-
respondent of the Associated Press has
ascertained from reliable sources that
the Spanish ships are in bad condition.
The Pelayo started from Toulon for
Carthagena last night in tow, with 150
French workmen on board fixing up
her boilers and making other repairs.

The Carlos V. started yesterday from
the Seine Ship-building Yards at Havre
for Ferrol, with' turret out of position
and her guns unmounted. Neither ship

will be ready for service for a month.
They have left French waters presum-

jably in the fear that war might begin
before the repairs were finished, in
which event they would not be per-
mitted to leave.

APPEAL TO INSURGENTS.

It Was the Magnet.
LONDON, April 3.?The suspicion is

confirmed that it was the German
steamer Magnet from Bomaron March
6, for Stettin, that was sinking on March
10th in collision off Gabbard lightship
with the British bark British Princess,

Captain Scott, from Leith. The Cap-

tain reports that the Magnet sank al-
most immediately and that thirteen of
her crew were drowned.

The Queen's Diffictilties.

LONDON, April 4.?The Vienna cor-
respondent of the "Daily Telegraph"
says:

Dispatches reaching Vienna from the
Queen Regent of Spain dwell on the
increasing difficulties with which her
peaceful intentions are confronted in
leading Madrid circles, where it is ar-
gued that Spain has nothing to lose
by a war which could be carried into
American territory. Still she does not
despair of an honorable peace.

Would Lay Down His Life.

Thaddeus Fitzhugh, 03 years old, for-
merly postmaster at Kansas City, Kan.,
a cousin of Consul-General Fitzhugh
Lee, who fought with distinction in the
Confederate army, has, in a letter full
of patriotism, proffered his services to
President McKinley, expressing a wil-
lingness, if need be, to sacrifice his life
in support of the "principles of the
firmly united country."

William H. Graham, Commander of the
Department of the South, arrived in the
city at 11 o'clock this morning. His
visit was in the course of a tour of in-
spection of the fortifications of the
department.

MADRID, April 3.?Senor Capdepon,

Minister of the Interior, states officially

that the Pope has accepted the task of
mediating between Spain and the United
States at the suggestion of the latter,

both nations accepting his mediation.

Secretary Day ha 3 authorized an of-
ficial denial of the statement that the
Pope is to mediate between this coun-
try and Spain.

and has issued orders to that effect.

The new bill drew a fine house to the
Orpheum last evening, and an audience
that departed thoroughly well pleased
with the new entertainment.

It is claimed that he is the
world's greatest equilibrist, and we ate
not prepared to deny it. If not the
first, he is in the front rank certainly.
Elwood is a female impersonator and
singer who was here some years ago. H
is much improved in method and in his
stage business generally. He won full
meed of applause and scored a success.
It would seem that the human frame
could not possibly endure the severe
strain that McCale and Daniels subject
it to in their knockabout "turn." They
kick, throw, trip and strike each other
with such seeming earnestness, vigor
and force that the audience is mo-
mentarily expecting to see either or
both disabled. They also give a most
ludicrous and grotesque boxing bout
that brings waves of applause from the
conservative dress circle, and breakers
of it from the more demonstrative up-
per house. All in all, this week's bill
is one of the best shown here by the
Orpheum management.
