
the Chancellors to prevent war, while
the Queen Regent at Madrid was per-

sonally to Influence the sovereigns. It
is understood that the tenor of these
communications were to the effect that
European interests are threatened by

what Spain terms "the pretensions of
the United States to the right to in-
terfere in colonial matters."

For once Austria was the prime mov-
er in the suga--. 11 mediation, and by

her counsel it as suggested to the
British Foreign I thee that the Powers
unite in a note to the United States
and Spain offering to mediate in the
dispute between those two countries.
Great Britain, however, definitely re-
fused to join the movement, stating

in substance that the Cuban question

did not concern her. While it was not
actually announced that Great Britain
sympathizes with American interven-
tion to end the war in Cuba, such
sympathy is a fact.

Communications looking to media-
tion are still being exchanged between
t&e Continental Powers, but they rec-
ognize that Great Britain's refusal to
co-operate will rob the movement of
much of its weight. The Emperor of
Austria Is the most deeply interested
fr«im certain standpoints, but financial
Interests seem to have actuated
even more than the dynasty interest
actuated Emperor Francis Josef.

It is still uncertain whether the Con-
tinental Powers will finally offer to
mediate. Now that Great Britain has
cold-shouldered the matter, the diplo-
mats do not believe the United States
would accept suA an offer, the com-
bination being so evidently biased in
favor of Spain that Spain would gladly
submit her quarrel to such tribunal.

The chief Importance of the move-
ment, in the opinion of a diplomat who
is conversant with the situation is
that M will probably have the effect
of widening th«- cleavage between
Great Britain and European nations,
and of strengthening the growing sym-
pathy fur community of interests be-
tween the United States and Great
Britain.

MAY DEFEAT THE MOVEMENT.
WASHINGTON, April s.?The Asso-

ciated Press bulletin from London to-
day saying that Great Britain had
finally declined to enter the concert of
the Powers places a new and most im-
portant condition upon this European
movement, and one which may fully
defeat it. It has been known here
that Oreat Britain was holding out
most strenuously against any tender
of mediation, on the ground that it
would look like outside pressure to
force the hand of the United States.
The attitude of Great Britain?and this
tfiew has been made known to the
State Department?has been that the
War in Cuba should cease in the in-
terest of humanity at large.

AT THE SPANISH CAPITAL.

Day of Conference Between Cabi-
net Ministers and Embassadors.

MADRID, April s.?This has been an-
other day of conferences, Cabinet Mm

isters and Embassadors flying back and
forth and many of them, including the
British Charge d'Affaires, calling at the
United States Legation.

At this hour there seems to be every
indication of the United States secur-
ing what she asked for at last week's
conference, and which, in spite of coun-
ter proposals, have been the sole basis
for American negotiations.

At 2 p. m. the Premier, Senor Sagas-
ta, on leaving the palace, after an au-
dience with the Queen Regent, an- j
nounced to the newspaper reporters i
that the rumors of Cabinet dissensions |
in regard to the crisis were absolutely
unfounded. m

Senor Sagasta added that no Cabi-
net council would be necessary to-day.
unless fresh information came to hand
from Rome or Washington, the Span-
ish Government to-day having received
no dispatches except the telegram from
the Spanish Minister at Washington
giving the tone of the American public
opinion and diplomatic rumors.

The Papal Nuncio had a conference
With the Queen Regent this morning.
The object of the conference is not
known.

There is still much confusion and dis-
CU&sion in regard to initiative of the |
Papal intervention. The facts are as
cabled to the Associated Press. The
only suggestions made to Spain are
those which the United States Minis-
ter, General Woodford, presented at
last Tuesday's conference. Those sug- .
gestions looked to an armistice to be i
offered by Spain in order that perma- :
nent peace might be negotiated be-
tween Spain and the insurgents.

It may be said on absolute authority
that President McKinley has made no
suggestion to Spain through any chan- j
nel except the United States Minister I
here. The Spanish Government admits
that the United States Government has
never asked for or suggested the media-
tion of the Pope, and regret is express-
ed that a misunderstanding shoultl
have arisen.

There is great activity in all depart- ?
ments here, apparently indicating that
important events are imminent.

Shortly before t» p. m. the German
and Austrian Embassadors visited the
United States Minister. General Wood- i
ford, after which they called upon the
Queen Regent. There are no develop-
ments as yet. pending the reply from
Washington.

The "Imparciai" (Independent) says
to-day:

"It is President McKinley's duty to
restrain the jingoes, and it is the duty
of Senor Sagasta to avoid slacking
Spain's propositions. We think neither
the American telegrams nor sound opin-
ion justifies the optimistic views of yes-
terday. Following the Cabinet meeting
of last night, a telegram was dispatch-
ed to Captain-General Blanco, ordering
him to adhere strictly to the instruc-
tions given him respecting the suspen-
sion of hostilities, and it is also report-

ed that the Cabinet resolved to main-
tain its entire answer given to the
American pretensions, though rumors
are afloat of a division in the Cabinet."

The " Globo" considers that the "man-
ifesto" of the Cuban Government to the
insurgents, following the one to Presi-
dent MeKinh y. decided finally the per-
manence on the island of the Spanish
Hag, and adds: "Ifthe American war-
ships remove from the vicinity of the
island the last sparks of the insurrec-
tion are extinguished with the foot."

The "Liberal" remarks: "Amid the
conflicting version* of the Papal inter-
vention. It is impossible to decide thfe
real truth. One thing is certain, the
necessity of ending this ambiguous sit-
uation, which, if prolonged, ruins Spain
as well as loses Cuba. The nation will

stand no more delay. Whatever it may
be, there must be immediate solution."

BERNABE HOPEFUL OF PEACE.

Thinks War Between This Country
and Spain May be Averted.

WASHINGTON, April o.?The Span-
ish Minister, Senor Polo y Bernabe,
was seen at the Spanish Legation to-
day, and consented to talk on the pres-
ent condition of affairs. He spoke free-
ly, and at times with intense earnest-
ness. The interview is authoritative
throughout.
"I am still hopeful of peace." said he.

"That may seem optimistic at a mo-
ment when such passions are aroused,
such naval and military operations are
going on. and when the current of
public sentiment seems to be that war
is inevitable. I cannot say that I
base my view that peace will prevail
upon any direct or official information.
On the contrary, I express my individ-
ual judgment, based solely upon the
conviction that in these enlightened
days two self-respecting nations, made
up of men and women of high as-
pirations and noble instincts, cannot
and will not resort to that last and
brutal expedient of war. It would be
too wanton, too criminal, too offensive
to all the dictates of civilization and
Christianity for such an awful conse-
quence to be brought about.

??To be sure, T cannot close my eyes
to certain obvious circumstances ex-
isting both here and in Spain. At
times these have inclined me to share
the popular view that the relations be-
tween the two countries were fast ap-
proaching an trrecon< liable issue. And
yet at no time has it seemed to me,
nor does it seem, that the issue has
progressed beyond the bounds of a rea-
sonable and just settlement, alike hon-
orable to both Governments."

After presenting the case of Spain in
a dispassionate manner, the Minister
added: "Despite the animosities
aroused. I believe that calm counsel
will yet prevail, and that the United
States and Spain will be able to solve
this problem on a basis just and hon-
orable to al! concerned, and without
recourse to arms. I fullyrecognize the
earnestness, patriotism and intense vig-
or of the American people, but T feel
that it is not improper for me to sug-
gest that at such a profoundly solemn
moment earnestness and strength
should be tempered with calm judg-
ment and a disposition to look at both
sides of the question, and not alone
to one side."

CHICKAMAUGA PARK.

May be Used as a Point for Concen-
tration of Troops.

WASHINGTON. April s.?The War
Department and the Generals of the
army are considering the question of
utilizing the eleven square miles which
the Government owns at the Chicka-
mauga Military Park as the point for
concentrating troops in the South for
organization and instruction, and also
as the location of such reserves as may
be needed for the Gulf and South At-
lantic fortifications from New Orleans
to Charleston. Such portic.i the
reserve as might be needed i . h
any of these fortifications fve
hours from Chickamauga. \ not
needed they willbe in more healthful
quarters than on the coast in hot
weather.

There are H.OOO acres of open woods
from which all underbrush has been re-
moved, and 1.000 acres of dry fields,
the whole suitable for extending camps.
Eight artesian wells have ben sunk
in such places as to afford the best

Jresults for camps. Locations for four
more of these wells have just been se-
lected by the commission, and prepar-
ations have been made for sinking them
at 'once in case the decision for mili-
tary concentration there is reached.
Meantime 20,000 troops can be provid-
ed with excellent camps, every portion
of the eleven square miles is practica-
ble for wheels and all portions are
reached by the best roads. There is am-
ple room to camp .10,000 troops. The
entire park is high and dry, none of
it being subject to overflow, no other
nation having such a ground.

Officers of high rank regard the park
as a military possession of special im-
portance at the present time.

WAR MATERIALS.

Those Purchased Abroad Have
Been Safely Shipped.

BERLIN, April 5.?A1l the purchases
made by Lieutenant-Commander Al. P.
Niblock, the United States naval at-
tache in Germany and Austria,
have been safely shipped. The war
materials consist largely of Schwartz-
kopp torpedoes. Commander Niblock
has received many offers of vessels and
materials, including North German
Lloyd steamers. But the ships offered
will not be finished for months, so the
negotiations were dropped.

Spain has not purchased any vessels
in Germany.

LONDON. April .".?Lieutenant John
Knapp took command of the new
American cruiser Diogenes to-day,
transferring the command of the new
American torpedo boat Somers to Acti-
ng Ensign Hazleton. The Diogenes
will proceed to Weymouth to-morrow,
and the two vessels will sail for New-
York together. It is feared they will
be unable to start before Friday, as
the Diogenes must take on a cargo of
ammunition at Weymouth.

SPANISH TROOPS.

A Large Number Sail From Madrid
for the Canaries.

MADRIDO. April s.?Two companies
of artillery and two battalions of chas-
seurs sailed for the Canaries to-day.
The crew of the French training-ship
Iphigene cheered the departing troops,
who, with the crowds on the quays,
warmly reciprocated, making a Franco-
Spanish demonstration.

MAINE COURT OF INQUIRY.

Captain Sampson Authorized to
Dissolve the Board.

WASHINGTON, April .">.?The last
chapter in the history of the Court of
Inquiry which investigated the loss of
the battleship Maine was written at the
Navy Department to-day in the form
of a letter to Captain Sampson, com-
manding the North Atlantic squadron,
notifying him that the Department had
no further instructions to give in re-
gard to the work devolving upon the
court, and authorizing him, at his dis-
cretion, to dissolve the court and thus
end its official existence.

dice and perfidy of Spanish officials,
who, by their action, made their Gov-
ernment responsible for the crime. The
same officials who had laid the mine had
anchored the Maine over it, and had ex-
ploded it. The act was cowardly and
perfidious in the extreme, and consti-
tuted warfare.

Turner declared that it was imma-
terial whose was the hand that sent the
electric spark on its fatal mission.
Spain was in every sense responsible
fur the act?an act that ought properly
to be resented by the United States.

"Prom the time of Alva down to the
time of Weyler," Turner declared, "the
record of Spain had been one of mur-
der and assassination. brutality and
cruelty, rapine and arson. The Spaniard
of IfHR) and the Spaniard of 1900 are one
and the same individual."

It had remained for the Maine dis-
aster to demonstrate that civilization
had passed the Spaniards by, and that
they are now as ferocious, brutal, cun-
ning and treacherous as they ever were.
This Government should act at once.

Turner was in favor of a declaration of
war, but expressed himself in readiness
to do anything that would drive the
Spaniards from the Western Hemis-
phere, and he expresesd the hope that,
as a Senator of the United States, he
would very soon have an opportunity to
cast his vote for a measure that would
accomplish that result.

A RIGHTEOUS WRATH.
A brief but pointed statement of his

position of the Cuban question was then
made by Harris ofKansas. He had pre-
pared his speech, which he read from the
manuscript.

After reviewing the position of the
United States and Spain with reference
to Cuba, he maintained that for a long
time this country had been fully justi-
fied in enforcing her demands by armed
intervention. He declared that our
wrath was a righteous wrath, and our
action would not in any sense be re-
venge.

In conclusion, he said that a just war
promotes all that is highest and best in
national life.

APPEAL FOR INDEPENDENCE.
Kenney of Delaware followed with a

strong appeal for the independence of
Cubans. After a discussion of the pres-
ent critical situation, he said that if
belligerent rights had been granted to
the insurgents two years ago, Cuba
would now be free and probably untold
misery, the horrors of war and the ex-
penditures of vast treasure would have
been avoided.

In conclusion, after stating his rea-
sons why the Spanish Government
should be held responsible for the pres-
ent condition, Kenney said that for all
these reasons we ought to fight, and for
such causes the United States should
declare war.
WAR SHOULD HE IMMEDIATELY

j DECLARED.
Chandler of New Hampshire followed

Kenny, and was listened to with great
interest. Chandler sail:

"The eUnited Statei ought immedi-
ately to declare war against Spain, and
to maintain that war Until the people
of Cuba are made free from Spanish
starvation and cruelty, and the Gov-
ernment of the island* finally establish-
ed as an independent republic. The
reasons for declaring war are appar-
ent to the world. Spain has justly for-
feited all title to all representations in
the Western hemisphere by her pro-
longed misgovernment thereof.

"Unjust taxation caused the French
Revolution, the American Revolution
and the Cuban Revolution. As Franc-
helped the Americans, 'So the United
States should help-Cuba. Spain has
lost all her right to suppress the Cu-
ban rebellion by resorting to inhuman
methods of warfare ?continuous mur-
der of persons suspected of disloyalty,
and the deliberate starvation of non-
combatants. Spain has surrendered all
claims to the forbearance Of the United
States by disregarding all friendly re-

monstrances made; by practicing de-
ceit through false promises of local
government for Cuba; by insulting the
President of the United States, and by

destroying through the explosion of a
mine the Maine and the lives of 2<!o
American sailors while the ship was
under the protection of Spain.

"Spain having thus begun the war,

the United States ought to accept the
issue without waiting for the enemy to

concentrate all her fleet in American
waters. We have an army and navy

equal to the emergency. For no juster
cause, with no better motives, did any

nation ever take up arms. We may
vote for the coming declaration with
clear consciences and hopeful antici-
pations of success, having performed a
high duty to humanity, civilization and
liberty, to the United States and to the
Cuban Republic."

TURPIE DENOUNCES SPAIN.
Turpie of Indiana, a member of the

Foreign Relations Committee, followed
Chandler in a bitter denunciation of
Spain and Spanish uolicy.

He said it was the duty of the Amer-
ican Congress to intervene for the Cu-
ban Republic. The United States had
maintained a blockade for Spain at a
great cost. The Government of Cuba
ought to be recognized, maintained and
supported. Turpie said it had cost us

millions to shut off the supply of am-
munition which would have have en-
abled the Cuban Government to secure
its freedom.

Turpie said it was only the Spanish
Moloch which would say "Suffer little
children to come to me, and we will
starve you to death."

The Senator then took up the Maine
disaster, and said the Spanish authori-
ties had made no attempt to discover
the perpetrators of the crime. The de-
struction of the Maine was an insult
which could only be repaired by mak-
ing it impossible for it to occur again,
by placing Cuba and Havana out of the
power of Spain forever.

Turpie said the cause of the war was

Spanish sovereignty and dominion in
Cuba, and until this was removed there
could be no peace.

SUNDRY CIVIL BILL.
Turpie concluded at 1:30 p. m., and

the Senate then resumed consideration
of the sundry civil appropriation bill,

taking up the amendment suggested by
the committee, vacating the executive
order of February 22, 1898, setting
aside large tracts of land in the West-
ern States for forest reservations.

The amendment was considered on
the basis of Chandler's suggestion,
amending the amendment so as to limit
the revocation to a year.

After an extended debate Chandler's
amendment was;defeated, and the com-
mittee amendment adopted, both with--
out division.

The committee amendment Is so mod-
ified as to provide that it should not in
any way abridge the right of the

President to set aside forest reserva-
tions under the law.

An amendment affecting the land
grant of the Northern Pacific Railroad
Company, and allowing purchasers to

select equal quantities of public lands
elsewhere, was also discussed at length.
It was agreed to, with a provision that
it should not be construed as recogniz-
ing the Northern Pacific Railroad Com-
pany "as the legal successor' to the
Northern Pacific Railroad," as regards
the land grants.

The sundry civil bill was then laid
aside, and a joint resolution provid-
ing for the erection in this city of a
monument to the late Albert Pike, to
be presented to the United States by
the Scottish Rite Masons of the south-
ern jurisdiction of this country, was
adopted.

The Senate then, at 4:05 p. m., went
into executive session, and soon there-
after adjourned.

At 6:10 the Senate adjourned. The
executive session was devoted to the
consideration of the question whether
the resolution! of the Foreign Rela-
tions Committee should be considered
in open session or in executive session.
No conclusion was reached.

IN THE HOUSE.

No Outbreaks on the Floor on the
Cuban Question.

WASHINGTON, April ? The
crowds which thronged the galleries of
the House to-day were disappointed.
There were no outbreaks of any kind
on the floor on the Cuban question. The
whole day was spent on the private
calendar, with the result that several
bills were passed, among them one to
pay the heirs of John Roach, the ship-

builder, $330,000 on a claim which has
been pending a dozen years and an-
other to pay O. C. Bosbyshell, Superin-
tendent of the Philadelphia Mint, $17.-
--000 extracted from the gold vaults by
a weigh clerk.

At 5 o'clock the House recessed un-
til 8 p. m., the evening session to be
devoted to private pension bills.

FLOUR FIRM AND SUBJECT TO

ADVANCE ANY DAY.

Wheat Steady?An Easier Feeling

in Barley?Oats Firm at the
Recent Advance.

San Francisco, April sth.
Flour is very firm and subject to an

advance any day. Wheat is steady: spot

is inactive, shipping being slow; holders
are not offering much: no Chicago market
to-day, it being election day there. An

easier feeling in barley, owing to a feel-
ing of uneasiness as regards weather, op-

tions are lower. Oats are firm at the
recent advance and the market is fairly

active. Corn is steady and in fair de-
mand. Rye is firmly held: some ask $1 26.
Bran and middlings are quite firm. Not
much choice hay has been sent in.

Receipts of strawberries to-day were
10 drawers and 5 chests; they are still
rather green; the bulk come from Wat-
sonville. There has been very little fite
to the apple market; common stock is
largely in evidence; some fancy out of
cold storage command better prices. The
market is overstocked with oranges and
prices are weak. Lemons and lirries drag
along very slowly. Owing to a prospect
of short fruit crops the dried fruit market
is rather stronger, but the feeling has not
manifested itself in any material advance
in prices; there will certainly be a short
crop of cots.

Butter is lower; some dealers quote
lower for creamery and higher on dairy;
the demand is sufficient to work off all
that is coming in. Cheese rules steady at
the quoted prices. Eggs are moving Weß;
dealers report a weakness for ranch, bat
prices are not affected. During the week
a car ot Eastern eggs arrived and aver-
aged 13%C; a couple of cars are due this
week.
