I have received a dis»atch from my
Government, which is so strong that I
should like you to see it privately be-

fore I hand it to you officially." Walew-
ski read the dispatch and said: "You
may give me that dispatch, but if you
do I will send you your passports to-
morrow morning." Lord Cowley did not
present the dispatch, but sent it back
for alteration, and it was altered and
realtered before it was formally pre-
sented.

Matthew Arnold was a delightful

man to argue with, not that he could
easily be convinced that he was wrong,

but he never lost his temper, and in
the most patronizing way he would
generally end by: 'Yes, yes, my good
fellow, you are quite right, but. you
see. my view of the matter is different,

and I have little doubt it is the true
one!* This went so far that even the
simplest facts failed to produce any
impression on him. He had fallen in
love with Emile Burnouf's attractive
but not very scholar-like and trust-
worthy 'Science de la Religion.' I be-
lieve that at first he had mistaken
Emile for Eugene Burnouf, a mistake
which has been committed by other
people beside him. But. afterward,
when he had perceived the difference
between the two, he was not at all
abashed. Nay, he was betrayed into
a new mistake .and spoke of Emile as
the son of Eugene. I told him that Eu-
gene, the great Oriental scholar ?one of
the greatest that France has ever pro-
duced, and that is saying a great deal
?had no son at all, and that he ought

to correct his misstatement. 'Yes, ;res,'
he said, in his most good-humored way.
but you know how they manage these
things in France. Emile was really a
natural son of the great scholar, and
they call that a nephew.' This 1
stoutly denied, for never was a more
Irreproachable pere de famille than my

friend and master Eugene Burnouf.
But in spite of all remonstrances, Emile
remained with Arnold the son of Eu-
gene; 'For, you see, my good fellow. I
know the French, and that is my view
of the matter!' If that happened in the
green wood, what would happen in the
dry!"? From Professor Max Muller's

New York Evening Post: One of the

surest marks of the youthful writing

of great poetical geniuses is a ready
sensitiveness to "the beautiful dallying

of earth and heaven." It is true tn

the typical young poet, as it was of
Wordsworth. You have only to turn

to the earliest poems of Tennyson, of
Browning, of Lowell, to find the veri-
fication of this truth leaping to catch
the eye from almost evere' page. Now
it is certainly curious that Mr. Kip-
ling's poetry will not yield three lines
\u25a1f just the suggestive quality of those
that have been quoted. It is not that
he is unconscious of nature, but the
human soul that through him runs is
not linked to her fair works; he is not
brooding in her presence or plastic be-
fore her touch; for him nature is the
necessary scene and setting of rude and
striving human passion. and little
more. There is nothing in him of the
contemplative spirit. This deficiency,

this peculiarity, whatever it be called,

gives Mr. Kipling a distinct place
among poets of his years. The usual
order is. natural grace of manner first,

delicate fancies to begin with, after-
ward the deeper breath, the firmer
tread.

Miss Evelyn Asltfon Fletcher of To-

ronto, Canada, has attracted some at-
tention by her application of kinder-
garten methods to music, and musical
educators have declared this the most

important advance yet chronicled in
simplifying their work. "Success,"

telling of the development of this
scheme, says:

Miss Ashton, who was a music teach-
er, took at first only advanced pupils;
but, upon accepting an offer to teach in
a school, she found a class of begin-
ners awaiting her. It was then she
realized the difficulty of making them
comprehend the study, since there was
no way of teaching them except the
method employed for the older pupils.
So she set to work to devise a way. Step

by step she advanced, until now she
has her method complete. She has
"gifts" and apparatus, just as in a

regular kindergarten, and the children
learn, not by theory, but by seeing and
handling. To them the notes in music
are tangible things, and the time marks
a natural division of objects. A child
can understand what it can see, and it

knows what it builds for itself. So
when in a series of games, by means
of an adjustable keyboard, it learns
every scale in music, both major and
minor, it will never forget them. Miss
Fletcher has had her system patented,
not only in Canada and the United
States, but in all the European coun-

tries, in Japan and Australia, and she
is soon to open a training class for
teachers. Nothing else in education
has of late years aroused so much en-

thusiasm among educators as this new-

musical system devised and perfected

by an earnest, clever girl still in her
early twenties.

On this subject the New York
"Times" says: The old declaration
about there being nothing new under

the sun finds constant illustration. We

have before us a circular issued in
1879 by Miss Gertrude Jenkins of New-
ton Center, Mass. (now Mrs. Paul Su-
torius of Hackensack, N. J.), announc-
ing that she is ready "to receive addi-
tional pupils to a kindergarten music
class. She wishes to take children
from Gto 10 years of age. * * * By

use of the blackboard and helpful il-
lustrations, together with the piano-

forte and by class instruction, she

hopes to make this early training eas-

ier, pleasanter and more thorough, and
to relieve both .parents and children
of the tedium of home practice." Mrs.
Sutorius. who is still teaching music
and practicing her kindergarten sys-

jtern, says that her ten years' experi-

ence with it has confirmed all her ex-

pectations in regard to its utility, and
that her older pupils who have start-
ed in the kindergarten make progress
which is not possible for others of the
same age to attain without this pre-

; liminary training.

ORATORS IN CONGRESS.

Not Trne That the Talent Ran Out

Years Ago.

The fact that oratory has gone out
of fashion in Congress does not neces-
sarily mean that there are no orators

in the House and Senate. There is
probably as much talent in that line in
the Fifty-fifth Congress as there was
in Congresses twenty or twenty-five
years ago.

Pennsylvania herself, says the Wash-
ington correspondent of the Philadel-
phia "Press.',' can furnish a very re-

spectable list of speakers who can de-
liver themselves in a pleasing and forc-
ible manner. Representative John Dal-
zell has a reputation as a speaker which
will insure him a full house any time

it is announced* that he will make a
set speech on an interesting topic. Any

one who has heard Representative Bro-
sius of Lancaster* will not undertake to
deny his power as an orator.

There are several members of the
House whose forte would seem to lie
in the line of making speeches. Some
of them are not good for anything else.
Their speeches are not strictly argu-
mentative, but are for display. Among
these might be mentioned the new
Populist from Washington. James
Hamilton Lewis. William Sulzer of
New York is another who is burdened
with the idea that he Is an orator, and
since his entrance into Congress he
has been aching for a chance to dis-
play his powers. So far he has oniy

secured five-minute allotments of time,
which have never been more than suffi-

cient to get him fairly started in his
introduction.

Mr. Bailey of Texas, the Democratic
leader, is rather jealous of his reputa-

tion as an orator. He has a good many

admirers on his side of the chamber,

but ordirarily his style of oratory is
very tiresome. His voice is heavy and
at times muffled and indistinct. There
is no music in it, and he is not the man
to sway his audience by the magnetism
of voice or presence.

Representative Henderson of lowa is
one of the eloquent speakers on the Re-
publican side. He has the advantage
of some of the other Republican lead-
ers in that his voice is musical and
pleasant.

Representative Cannon, Chairman of
the Appropriations Committee, natur-
ally has a good deal of talking to do,
but it is all done in a business style.
Occasionally when "Uncle Joe" gets ag-
itated and spurred up by some opponent
he becomes really eloquent, but his elo-
quence is somewhat marred by his un-
couth gestures. In gesticulating he
uses the left arm almost entirely, and
at times makes that member revolve
with the rapidity of the arm of a wind-
mill in a hurricane.
