
THE REPORT OF AN ARMISTICE
PROFFER.

A Madrid dispatch says that at the

intercession of the Pope and the Pow-
ers the Spanish Government has grant-

ed an armistice in Cuba. On the as-

sumption that this is verity, let us ex-
amine the matter. An armistice is,

according to the lexicographers and the
technical and common meaning of the
?word, a convention or agreement ar-
rived at between two or more contend-
ing powers by which there is effected

a temporary cessation of hostilities, for

any purpose the agreement may recite.
Almost always, however, an armistice
is for the purpose of considering sug-

gestions and means to the permanent

cessation of hostilities, and hence it is

that an armistice is always hailed as
the harbinger of peace, as indicating a

disposition to substitute reason and

concessions for brute force and stub-
born passion.

While it is perfectly true that such
a thing must have the co-operation of

two or more parties, it is also true that
it must first be proposed by one of
them. It cannot emanate from both si-
multaneously. In this case it comes
from the Spanish Government, and to
be effective it must, of course, be ac-
cepted and agreed to by the Cuban in-
surgents. The offer is in itself prac-
tically a confession of the belligerent

character of the other party. To this
date Spain has steadfastly denied such
character to the insurgents. The prof-

fer of an armistice cannot, however,

be considered a binding recognition of
belligerency, since it is a direct and
right-angled departure from the hostile
attitude

If the party to whom the offer of an
armistice is made declines to accept it,

if agreement upon terms cannot be
reached, then, of course, it fails. In

this case, if present advices are to be
relied upon, Spain has made the United
States a third party to the proposed ar-
mistice, as it is provided that we must
withdraw our fleets from our own
waters contiguous to Cuban waters,

and cease to render material and moral
support to the insurgents. That the
people of the United States have been
giving both to the Cuban rebels will
not be denied by any one sensible of
the truth. But here . comes what we

fear will be a very serious hitch, name-

ly, the United States Government can-
not admit that it has been giving aid to
the rebels, since as a Government it
has not done so. It cannot reply that
moral support will not be given to

them, since it has no control over

moral forces of that character operat-

ing among the people. But so far as

the Government is concerned, it can
say that it will not, pending the armis-
tice, act in any way to give comfort to

either side to the quarrel. It cannot
by any such concession, however, ad-
mit that it has failed of its duty in
the past to prevent material aid being
sent in to the insurgents in violation
of the neutrality laws.

If the terms of the proposed armistice
specifically recite that this Government
shall "cease to give aid to the rebels,"
we fear very much that the term will
be taken at Washington to be offensive,
since it implies that in the past the
United States Government has been a
6ecret ally of the insurgents. Here,
then, is a difficulty of the most grave
character standing in the way of what
all good citizens should desire, a peace-
ful settlement of the present troubles,
which seem to be about to culminate in
war.

Assuming that the Cuban rebels ac-
cept the offer of armistice, the reported
terms involving the United States, we
fear, will be ill received at Washing-
ton, and still more complicate matters.
But if peace is so desirable?and who
will venture to say that it is not??
should this great and generous people
stand for a technical wording of terms
in the way of its accomplishment?
Should this free people become the
stumbling-block over which the last
hope for peace and prosperity for Cuba
shall trip and fall into the ditch ot
war?

These are the questions Americans
*ho consider the interests of their own
land and of Cuba as well should ask
themselves, and respond with the
prompt answer, "No." We can waive
any and all verbiage, any and all diplo-
matic sensitiveness, for the sake of a
peaceful settlement and the avoidance
of bloodshed over the question ot
Cuba's political future and present un-
happy condition. Shall this great na-
tion in this crisis stand like a sulky
child and refuse to cast its vote for the
blessings of peace rather than the hor-
rors of war, horrors intensified a hun-
dredfold since the time of the last
struggle in arms in which this nation
engaged?

The San Francisco "Post" points out
that the whole country is horrified
and made dumb with horror over ihe
sudden crushing out of life from a hun-
dree human beings by the loscent cf
an avalanche in \laska, but at the
same time there are people among- us

who talk glibly of a war in which a sin-
gle shot may scatter the mangled re-
mains of several hundreds of brave
men over the ocean's breast, and send

to the bottom gallant craft cost-
ing the nation millions of dol-
lars. This, not as the resuit of
accident or the inevitable, but
of the deliberation of war, the outcome

of the heavy-lunged and loud-mouthed
shouters for war who will remain at

home and write yellow editorials about
war's management and-criticise orava
men who die in the battle's shock.

CENSORSHIP METHODS.

The censors of the press in Spain and
Cuba are having a hard time of it just
now and have been sweating under la-
bor for some weeks. They are paid
a princely salary, but really what we
can discover of their work fails to es-

tablish a just claim to the wage, for
they are at best a lot of bunglers.

Newspaper publishers and news
gathering must be delightful under
such censorship as is exercised in Aus-

tria and Spain. The censor receives
every line of proof that is to be pre-

pared for press and all copy of news
notes made by newsgatherers. He and
his assistants, who are very numerous,
then read it all and seek to read be-
tween lines also, to drag out some hid-
den meaning or covert design. What-
ever he suspects as being of dangerous

tone he eliminates with a single stroke
of the pencil. All that appearing
doubtful he changes, or indicates what
change must be made by the editors of
the several departments of the paper
or by the news collector.

But it happens that in cities this su-
preme officer must have so many as-
sistants to aid him, that he is often
placed in a most ridiculous position by
the wide difference of opinion among
these aids as to what is dangerous,
what is insulting, what is discreet, and
that which, however true, ought to be
withheld from the public. When there
is hot dispute between these aid.* he
may be appealed to, but he seldom has
time in which to pass upon these mat-
ters. He indicates his policy and his
instructions, and his lieutenants are
trusted for most part to carry out the
same.

At limes these leeches suck the life
blood out of a paper and leave it with-
out color or tone. At other times they
refuse to interfere and let the paper
run a few days perfectly free, only to
bring it up suddenly with a round turn,

and compel it to humiliate itself by a

course opposed to all it has previously
held. Of course these censors are
loved by the men of the press. Of
course they appeal to the Government
in a way to keep the censor in hot
water. Especially do these men of the
editorial staff raise merry mischief for
the censors' corps when that which is
prohibited in one paper is freely al-
lowed in another or when an article
or item in one paper is allowed to pass
without modification, and in another
the same order of article, or the same
report of fact is cut, slashed and
ruined. When such "scoops" happen
the atmosphere in the office of the
censor is made sulphurous by the news-
papermen who venture to enter the
den of these autocrats, but the censor
only smiles and proceeds to jot down
notes of revenge.

It is said that the grant of an armi-
stice, or Cuban recognition, or one as

the result of the other, will still l?ave
the Maine disaster an open question.
That is true. It must be settled here-
after. It is not a part of the ques-
tion whether peace shall come to Cuba,

independence, recognition of belliger-
ency, succor of the suffering and restoi-

ation of prosperous conditions to an im-
poverished community of insular people.
When it comes to adjustment of the
Maine disaster, we must proceed from
the ground work of the Court of In-
quiry erected by ourselves. That find-
ing was. that the court was unable, in
the light of all its research, to fix the
responsibility for the loss of the Maine.
Before, therefore, we can more than
demand indemnity for the loss of the
ship because of the lamentable occur-
rence happening in the harbor of a
friendly Dower which was bound to
reasonably safeguard our vessel in
these waters, we must lay the founda-
tion for the advancement of a direct
charge and its strong support, that
Spain is responsible in another way for
the loss of the ship and our officers and
men who met their death in the harbor
of Havana. To the clear reasoning
mind that must be apparent. We have
not notified Spain that we hold her re-

sponsible, that we hold her accountable
either for treacherous act or culpable
negligence or stupid neglet of ordinary

precaution. All that has been dis-
patched to Spain is a copy of the find-
ings of our Court of Inquiry, in which
the last words are the two verdicts
that the ship was destroyed by reason
of the explosion of a submarine mine,

and that we were unable, to that date,

to fix upon the party responsible there-
for. Until we have done two things,

therefore, we are not in a position, com-
porting with our rank and dUznity as

a nation, to view the Maine disaster as
a cause for war. Those two things are

notification sent to Spain that we hold
her responsible. Secondly, the search-
ing out of evidence that will fix the
responsibility. Nations do not go to war
upon mere suspicion. They do
guess at cause for war. Thoy must

have justifiable and substantial leasons
to show for such awful resort.

Beginning February 2."th. and con-
tinuing to latest report.

DAILY ROUTINE ON BOARD AT

| DRY TORTUGAS.

Jack of the Navy and His Officers

Busy With New Drills and

Maneuvers.

If the Creator of the universe has
made a more barren and desolate spot

than Tortugas it has not been discov-
ered by man. Fortunately for our gal-
lant tars who are at present stationed
there, they are not compelled to live

: ashore. Life on shipboard may have its
\u25a0 discomforts, but they are as nothing

jcompared with existence on Tortugas.

Nothing grows on the reef. It is

an arid waste. Fort Jefferson and the
; barracks are about the only objects
that greet the vision. Aside from the

' garrison, the only inhabitants are a

ifew fishermen, who eke out a miserable

' existence. It is not a pretty place to

! look at.
But our gulf fleet is not anchored at

| Tortugas. The reef is a sort of cruising

jcenter, but the vessels are constantly

jbeing moved about. One day a ship
! may be at Tortugas and the next day

jat Key West. So the awful monotony

1 that hangs over the barren reef is

i somewhat relieved.
THE FLEET AT TORTUGAS.
We have quite a fleet in these waters.

I Cruising about are the New York, the

< Massachusetts, the Indiana, the lowa,

j the Texas, the Marblehead, the De-
j troit, the Nashville, the Vesuvius and
j the Fern, while the two torpedo boats,
jdishing and Ericsson, are also here.
And the crews are taking life quite se-

! roiusly. The decks in evening hours
!no longer echo to the slap of feet in
ihornpipe dances, and the tattoo call,

1 sounded at 9 o'clock o' nights, gener-
ally finds all of the men who are not
on duty ensconced in hammocks and

iasleep.
No, the men in blue have no heart

| for mirth these days. They are all
serious now, and have been since their

! lost consort of the fleet," the gallant
Maine?

I Hove up her battered sides,
And carried her million pounds in steel

i To the shark and the corpse-fed eel.
The men here are busy thinking of

jthat horror, and they are thinking, too,

of what might have caused that wreck
in Havana harbor. They are doing

jmuch else besides thinking, as a visit
to any of the vessels any day except

i Sunday will show.
CHANGES IN ROUTINE.

The even tenor of navy life has un-
j dergone a striking change. Long es-
j tablished routines have been flung
! aside and new ones substituted. Pre-

vious to that fateful February loth
navy jack and his officers had consider-
able time to call their own, with now

' and then a jaunt ashore, but now they
! have found a period "when it's always

double drill and no canteen."
The new order of things, is accepted

as a matter of course, and crews that
a few weeks ago might have comment-
ed on any such abrupt change with
deep sea abiiity and forecastle point go
about their multiplied tasks with never
a word of marvel or murmur of com-
plaint. Old timers, who would have
been scandalized at the idea of clear-
ing ship for action for drill purposes
at shorter intervals than once a month,
find no astonishment in being ordered
to "clear ship for action" three and
four times a week and sometimes oft-
ener.

And you may believe that in these
exercises of preparing- for battle noth-
ing is neglected that will tend to in-
sure victory over a foe, and very little
is left undone that would be done in
case the vessels were being prepared for
actual conflict. That little mainly con-
sists in the throwing overboard of ar-
ticles and such pieces of deck furniture
as would be in the way, and the lower-
ing and sending adrift of all boats, as
it is believed that these in action would
soon be knocked into splinters.

This disposition of the boats adds the
danger of being drowned to that of be-
ing shot, but as Lieutenant-Commander
Wainwright, the Maine's valiant execu-
tive, has tersely expressed it, "fighting
cannot be made a safe business."

A DAY WITH JACK.
In this somewhat weary iteration of

shipboard life, as it is here at present,
most all days look alike to Jack. At
the behest of the boatswain's mate he
tumbles out of his hammock at half
past ."> in the morning, and after dis-
posing of his cup of hot coffee splashes
water along the deck and on the wet
planking stretches out such pieces of
his wearing apparel as are in need of
scrubbing and attacks them with brush
and soap. His clothing placed on the
line to dry, his next duty is to scrub
the deckand generally clean ship.
j After the decks have been dried down
| and every blemish removed from the
;paintwork, the call to breakfast is

J sounded and the meal pennant is sent
! aloft to notify all concerned that the
jcrew is at breakfast and not to be
I disturbed without good reason. During

J this breakfast hour, the crew array
| themselves in the uniform prescribed
for the day, and then when pipes are
finished the brass work of the ship is
polished until a myriad little suns wink
from the glistening metal. Gun crews,
in the meantime, clean and oil the vari-
ous parts of their pieces, and the in-
spection call, sounded at half-past 9
o'clock, finds the ship, her battery and

: her crew ready for the eyes of the tn-
I speeding officers. Then follows a muster
!of the various divisions and this com-
jpleted, the drill set for the day is on.

As I have said, "clear the ship for
action" has become a favorite exercise
of late. This is followed by an exercise
of the men at the guns?loading and
firing, dummy charges, training the
guns from one point to another, col-
lision drill and all the rest that goes
with modern warfare afloat.

NO CHILD'S PLAY, THIS.
Well nigh breathless from exertion

are the men when the drill is over, for
celerity in every movement is insisted
upon. If, for instance, the guns are
trained ahead and the order is given
to train abeam or astern, the heavy

rifles must be swung around on the
instant, and so it goes throughout.

Dinner comes with the noon hour,

and at 1 o'clock drill recommences.
Some of the divisions are exercised in
signals, some in small arms, others at
boat drill and some at target practice.
This target practice is largely of the
sub-caliber sort and is intended to
make the men expert marksmen with
the heavy guns without unnecessary
expenditure of heavy ammunition.

To accomplish this small rifle tubes
arc fitted in the bore of the big guns
and these are fired at targets anchored
about the ships, the target correspond-
ing in size to the size of the small
missiles that are fired at them. This is
considered excellent practice, for its
results have shown that a gun cap-
tain who can hit one of the small tar-
gets with the small bullet can strike
a large target with the larger missile.

READY TO TURN IN.

When retreat from drill is sounded,
the call for setting up exercise is heard,
and this summons all hands on deck.
This exercise is for the purpose of
keeping the crew in fine physical con-
dition, and when it is over the men are
ready for supper and supper is ready
for them. Tattoo is sounded at 9
o'clock, the quarter watch is set and
the day's work is done.

This setting of a quarter watch in-
stead of the ordinary anchor watch is
also something new. The old rule was
to detail a man from each gun division
to stand four-hour watches during the
night, along with the officer of the
deck, the quartermaster and the sen-
tries. But that is changed now, and
an entire quarter watch is kept on
duty at night. This watch is suf-
ficiently numerous, in case of sudden
surprise, to keep the enemy engaged
until their comrades can rush to their
assistance.

With all this drill and watchfulness,
there is one day of immunity from the
fust, but the other is never relaxed.
That day is Sunday. After the morn-
ing muster and inspection the men can
do as they please. They generally
spend it in writing letters, sewing,

reading, Bmoking and spinning yarns.

EXTRACTS FROM EDITORIAL
EXPRESSION.

State and Coast Opinions on Sub-

jects of Living; News

Interest.

Riverside Press: Efforts are being
made in San Bernardino and Fresno
Counties to have the Government for-
est reservations opened to the pastur-
age of cattle and sheep this summer in
view of the short,grazing supply in the
valleys. Such action may be justified
this season, but the necessity for it
should be extremely clear. In one sea-
son even the herds and flocks would
do untold damage to the shrubs and
grass that do so much to retain the
moisture and give out gradually
through the springs for the use of irri-
gators in the valleys. And our water
supply is even more important than
the stock industry.

IN SONOMA.
Sebastopol Times: In Sonoma Coun-

ty the disastrous effects of an insuffi-
ciency of rain and more than a suffi-
ciency of frost can be easily foreshad-
owed. Analy Township has not es-
caped the destructive stroke, and be it
said to our sorrow that we are about
to experience our third consecutive sea-
son of short crops. The grain gives
promise of a short yield, and pasture
land looks anything but encouraging.
This is due to the very light rainfall,
and if the floodgates of heaven do not
open at once the price of hay will be
greater next season than it is at pres-
ent. The fruit buds are suffering in-
tensely from the frost, and half a crop
is scarcely assured. Orchardists have
nut given up in despair, however, as
they are counting on good prices for
whatever fruit they will have.

SEEING OURSELVES, ETC.
Oakland Tribune: An interesting ar-

ticle has just been translated from a
native newspaper published in China
It treats of the "foreign devils," and
shows that over there they regard us
as far behind civilization as we do
them. For instance, the writer com-

for their sustenance. The request was
not only denied, but she was charged

with endeavoring to promote an annex-
ation scheme, under the cloak of char-
ity, and warned to desist. With the
means at hand, and considering the re-

luctance with which Spanish authori-

ties have permitted her to pursue her
efforts, she has achieved wonderful re-

sults, and her withdrawal from the field

would be deplored but for the promise

that the United States is getting ready

to go into the relief business upon a

much larger scale very soon.

General Blanco's face and was after-
ward assassinated was officially denied
yesterday. The "yellows" can "kill"
their own news if nothing else when
they get hard up.
