The Sacramento State League Team

Defeats San Jose by

13 to 12.

It was a rase of Greek meeting Greek
when the- Sacramento and the San Jose
bas.-bali teams came together at Oak
Park yesterday in the opening game of
the California League and the 2.o<'>o
people present had occasion to howl
themselves hoarse in nearly every in-
ning. The score was 13 to 12, with
Sacramento on the long end.

It was a genuine battle between gi-

ants, and brilliant plays came so thick
and fast that the spectators never

knew what to expect next, and had no

time to think of the beauties of one
until another cropped up.

It was not an errorless game by any

means, but errors counted for little
when three-baggers, home runs and phe-
nomena! pick-ups were made and ap-

parently Impossible Hies were captured.

The visitors were not one whit behind
the locals, and shared the applause
which momentarily broke from the oc-

cupants of the bleachers and the grand
stand. The fielding of Reitz was su-
perb, and that of Bob McHale was fully
up to his old style. Van Norden, who
did the honors for the visitors in the
left-hand rye patch, took everything
that came his way, and proved himselt
to be one of the finest fielders this city

has seen in many moons. And while
Van Nor'}.n was doing grand-stand
work his center-field associate, Kelly,

made himself popular by a hard one-
hand running catch of a wicked fly.

The batting of both teams was of the
phenomenal order, and while the home
team thumped eleven safe hits out of
Soldier Wheeler's curves, Pitt was
touched up for thirteen. Goodwin, a
new man the San Joses sprung on the
locals, pr >ved to be the surest and hard-
est hitter in the bunch, and out of four

times at the bat hammered out a three-
bagger and two singles.

Sykes, the tall first baseman for the
San Jose club, battered out a home run

In one place there was
a row of trees around the orchard and
up the driveway to the house, whose
trunks averaged about a foot in diam-
eter.

"As we came near Winters the road
ran along by Putah Creek, which is
extremely low for this season of the
year. After leaving Winters the road
wound along the side of the mountain,
with Putah Creek below us, and with
every turn there was a new and more
beautiful scene to rest the eyes upon.

"About noon we stopped for lunch in
a picturesque little canyon, through
which ran a purling brook, the beauty
of the surroundings much contributing
