The Oldest Inhabitant's Stories
Are Not Always Correct.

On the general question as to
preciable changes in climate the editor’'s
opinion is that ther> has been no such
change in any respect whatever so far
as meteorology proper is concerned.
we divide our records of the weather
recorded in North America since the
days of Columbus into two periods,
viz., before and after the year 1800, we
shall find that every peculiarity, such
remarkable storms, winds, rains,
floods, frosts, etc., recorded in the cur-
rent century can be matched by a cor-
responding remarkable event before the
yvear 1800, The popular impressions al-
luded to by our correspondent result al-
most entirely from the imperfections of
our records and especially of our mem-
ories. There Is a large class of persons
whose habits of thought are so crude
that when they experience any very re-
markable weather they jump to the
conclusion that the climate has chang-
ed, forgetting that they themselves
have had such a limited personal ex-
perience that they are not fair judges
of the weather over the whole country
or of the climate of a century.

Our correspondent seems to suggest
that a certain change in the habits of
such as the removal from
the interior to the coast, or from for-
ests to prairies, or from country to city,
or vice versa, will partly account for
widespread erorrs in respect to the cli-
mate. The suggestion is excellent, but
the editor would be inclined to interpret
the phenomenon somewhat differently.
The general movement of the popula-
tion in the past century has been from
the Atlantic States westward, and from
the country to the city, or quite oppo-
site to the movements suggested by our
correspondent. In fact, we find no real
agreement in the so-called popular tra-
