
SEARIGHT ALSO CONVICTED.

LXROY'S YOUTHFUL PAL WILL

GO WITH HIM.

The Honda and Croly Thugs Cer-

tain of Long Terms in the

State Prison.

Ifno mistakes were made in the pros-

ecution of Charles Leroy and James

Searight for the robbery of the Japa-

nese, Honda, and there seems to be no

reason to suppose any were made?they

will soon enter on good long terms of
imprisonment. If they ever get out it

will probably not be until their locks

are white with age.
Leroy was convicted on Wednesday,

and yesterday the jury in the Searight
case brought in a verdict of the same

character?"guilty as charged."

The defense offered no testimony, but
the prisoner's counsel, S. Luke Howe

and J. H. Liggett, argued in an able
manner to the jury that if the defend-

ant was guilty of anything at all it

was of burglary, but as he was not
being charged with that offense, but

with the crime of robbery, the jury-

could not bring in a verdict for the

lesser offense. It was either robbery

or acquittal.
The circumstances of the crime of

which these two young men have been

convicted are too fresh in the minds

of the public to warrant repetition of

the facts in detail. They entered a

Japanese lodging-house a few weeks

ago robbed one of the inmates named
Honda, and because he awakened he

was beaten on the head with an iron

bar and nearly killed.
A week or so later the same pair of

scoundrels entered the residence of E

J. Croly at Twelfth and P streets, and

being confronted by him while in the

act of robbing the house, one or both

of them shot him twice, and then made

their escape, but were arrested before

morning by two vigilant and ener-
getic officers.

It was feared that Mr Croly s
wounds would prove fatal, but being

a man of sound constitution, he is re-

covering from his injuries. Whether or
not the prisoners will be prosecuted for

this latter crime has not yet been an-
nounced, though they are regularly
charged with burglary.

The crime for which they have both

been convicted (robbery) carries with

It a maximum penalty of imprisonment
for life, and it may be deemed unneces-
sary to prosecute them on the lesser
charge, and such will probably be the

course pursued.
Neither Searight nor Leroy are new

In the ways of crime. In September,
3895, James Searight and a young man
named Oscar Brown burglarized Grif-

fith's grocery at Seventeenth and M
streets, in this city. Brown pleaded
guilty, and is now serving five years

at Folsom Prison. Searight, however,

escaped punishment altogether. The j
prosecuting witness, owing to the sud-

den death of Searight's mother, relent-

ed and the charge against him was
dismissed.

He then went to San Francisco,

where he was arrested for vagrancy,

and later on drifted to Los Angeles,
Where he was arrested under the name
of Jimmie Welch for picking a man's
pocket. This was on October 23d, last.
The complaining witness, failing to put

in an appearance when his trial came
on, the charge of grand larceny against

him had to be dismissed.
Leroy also has been in the law's

grasp before, having been held to an-
swer before the Superior Court of San
Francisco for the crime of burglary on
February 29, 189G. but the jury disa-
greed and the indictment against him
was dismissed.

GOT IT BAD.

An Ex-Coxeyite to he Examined as
to His Sanity.

Louis Bailey, formerly a prominent
member of Kelly's whilom division of
Coxey's army of tramps, and late of
Oakland, is in the City Prison, and is
evidently as luny as a member of
Coxey's or any other army can well
become.

Bailey has been in Sacramento since
Easter, and imagines himself to be a
detective. He has pestered Chief of
Police Dwyer until life became a mis-
ery, but as he was considered harm-
less he jras allowed to remain at large.

Recently, however, Bailey has devel-
oped decided criminal procln 'ties, and
yesterday he informed Chief Dwyer
confidentially that if the latter would
furnish a good, safe man, he (Bailey)
\u25a0would guarantee to hold up a train over

in the tules, and divide the proceeds.
Bailey's diseased imagination also

conjured up a story that the basement
of St. Joseph's Academy, at Ninth and
G street, was full of skeletons of chil-
dren, and he was positive that beneath
the Cathedral were cached away ".">,-

--000 rounds of ammunition and many
stands of small arms.

Fearing that Bailey might do harm
to soraebody, Sergeant Plunkett enticed
him into the hobo cell for the alleged
purpose of having him apply his detec-
tive ability in finding how many houses
had "been burglarized by an intoxicated
individual who had preceded him. Bai-
ley will probably be taken before a
lunacy examining board to-day.

CONSOLIDATION OF THE VARI-

OUS S. P. LINES.

The New Company Will he Known

as the Southern Pacific Rail-

road Company.

(San Francisco Chronicle, April 14th.)

Within a few days several of the
smaller railroad corporations identified
with the Southern Pacific Company
Wfll pass out of existence. A scheme

lof consolidation, by which four of the
? companies will be merged into one cor-
\ poration, has been satisfactorily con-

summated and the incorporation of the
new and larger company will be effect-
ed before the end of the week. The
companies that will go into the con-
jsolidation are the Southern Pacific
;Railroad Company of California, the
iCalifornia Pacific Railroad, the North-

ern Railway and the Northern Califor-

nia Railway. The South Pacific Coast
:Railway, which embraces +he narrow-
; gauge ferry and line to Santa Cruz,
will continue to maintain its present
independent organization. With this
exception and the exception of the Cen-
tral Pacific, the new corporation will

; embrace all of the railroad properties
iin California now leased, owned or op-

icrated by the Southern Pacific Com-
pany. The various properties that will

jings were held. The explanation given
for this was that there was no need

!for the election of officers for another
1 year, since the several corporations
were about to go out of existence. The

; old directors will hold office until all
(the details of the consolidation are ef-
jfected.

W. F. Herrin, chief counsel for the
Southern Pacific Company, in speaking
of the consolidation yesterday, said
it meant nothing more than any other
consolidation of like nature.

"All of the properties of the several
corporations are simply to be em-
braced in one corporation and under
one management," he said, "and the
several smaller corporations will be
done away with. There have been nu-
merous consolidations of the kind in
the past, and this is of no more sig-
nificance than those that have preceded
it."

Mr. Herrin added that the name of
the new corporation would in all
probability be the Southern Pacific
Railroad Company.

One of the advantages to be derived
from the consolidation will be an econ-

lomy of administration. There will be
| but one corporation to maintain where
there have been four, and the neces-
sity of keeping separate accounts for

ithe four corporations will, under the
:new arrangement of things, be elim-
;mated.

THE BATES CITY BOND CASE.

TREASURER FROST HAS FILED

HIS ANSWER.

He Denies That There is Interest

Due on the Over-Due

Bond.

A. L. Frost, City Treasurer, has filed
his answer to the petition of George E.
Bates for a writ of mandate requiring
him to pay the interest on a city bond
that fell due in 1886.

He admits that interest has not been
paid on the bond since the date of its
maturity, but denies that any has ac-
crued, or is due. It is also contended
that the petitioner's cause is barred by
Sections 343, 338 and 339 of the Code of
Civil Procedure.

Respondent alleges that he and hi9
predecessor in office were authorized to
pay interest on the bonds issued pursu-
ant to the Act of 1858 only as provided

|by law; that it is provided by law,
and on the face of each of said
bonds, that the interest thereon shall be
paid by the Treasurer of the city of
Sacramento on the Ist day of January of

jeach year on the surrender of the cou-
ipons attached thereto.

And the defendant avers that the pe-
i titioner (Bates) did not at any time
present to him, or to James N. Porter

| (his predecessor and the original de-
I fendant) any coupon or coupons, nor did
ihe at any time offer to surrender to the
