‘THE COAL QUESTION.

England’s Order in Line With the
President’s Wishes.

NEW YORK, April 18.—In directing
her colonies to regard coal as contra-
band of war in the event of hostilities
{between the United States and Spain,
Great Britain has taken action, Admin-
istration officials say, in line with the
wishes of the President and navsal au-
thorities, says the Washington corre-
spondent of the “Herald.”

Pressure will be exerted upon France,
Hayti and San Domingo to accomplish
the same result, and some attention is
being given by the State Department
to South American countries, with a
view to securing from them a declara-
tion of the contraband charaeter of
coal, as well as an announced determin-
ation on their part not to sell either to
{Spanish or American men-of-war a
supply of fuel greater than that neces-
sary to enable the belligerent vessel to
steam to the next home port.

So far as the Danish West Indiés are
concerned, the authorities have pur-
chased in their ports all the coal that it
is possible to secure, With coal a con-
traband of war, Administration officials
and naval experts say it will be impos-
sible for Spanish vessels to operate in
the West Indies or on the Pacific Coast,
and as a result the chances for the suc-
cess of American arms would be im-
measurably enhanced,

Great Britain’s declaration of the
contraband character of coal will afféct

CHICAGO, April 18.—A special to the
sChronicle” from Washington says: The
American soldiers in the field live in
fine style, and the experts declare that
an army of 200,000 men can be supplicd
from domestic sources without inconve-
niencing anybody or causing the price
of food products to rise.
