WHERE SPAIN MAY STRIKE.

Her Fleet May Attack Our Fleet in
Asiatic Waters.

NEW YORK, April 21?A naval offi-
cer, who is close to Admiral Bunce,
Commandant of the Brooklyn navy
yard, said last night:

"I believe the Spanish fleet will not
strike in Cuban waters, or even make
a demonstration on the Atlantic coast.
It cannot cope with Captain Sampson's
four battle-ships and three monitors. I
believe the Spaniards will strike in an
unexpected quarter.

'Mark my words, a squadron of
their fine armored cruisers will go to
sea, and the whole world will be spec-
ulating as to its destination. This
squadron will not be heard of for some
time. It will confront our Asiatic
squadron, which, meanwhile, will have
moved on the Philippines and seem-
ingly swept everything before it.

"The Vizcaya, Oquendo and Cardinal
Cisneros, or any three of the eight
Spanish cruisers, would be more than
a match for our whole Asiatic squad-
ron, which consists of the protected
cruisers Olympia. Baltimore, Raleigh,
Boston and the gunboats Concord and
Petrel. Only the failure of the Span-
iards to fight their ships, or the most
Supreme valor and superior gunnery
in our squadron, could save our cruis-
ers from disaster."

THE FLYING SQUADRON.

All in Readiness to Go to Sea at a

MOBILIZATION OF TROOPS.
1

A Large Number Will Pitch Their
Tents at Chickamauga.

CHATTANOOGA (Term.), April 21.?
Five and perhaps more of the infantry
regiments now en route to the encamp-
ments at New Orleans, Mobile and
Tampa will pitch their tents on the
Chickamauga battlefield. Acting on
orders received from Washington, Ma-
jor-General Brooke late this afternoon
telegraphed to the commanding officers

of all the regiments which have not
(already gone by Chattanooga ordering
jthem to proceed here at once. Ar-

rangements were also entered into with
the different railroads centering at this
(point for the prompt moving to Chat-
tanooga of the infantrymen who ar-
rived at junction points.

The Twelfth Infantry, from Fort Nio-
brara, Neb., on its way to New Or-

J leans, was diverted at Nashville, and
[will arrive here late to-night, and will
be the. first white infantry regiment to
be encamped on the Chickamauga bat-
tlefield.

The Second Infantry, from Forts
Keogh, Harrison and Yates, Montana,

which passed through St. Paul to-day

on the way to Mobile, will be diverted
jat Nashville and come through to Chat.
jtanooga without stopping. probably
jreaching here Saturday morning.

The Nineteenth Infantry, from Forts
Bray and Wayne; the Twentieth, from
Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, and the
Twenty-second, from Fort Crook, all
bound for Mobile, were both com-
municated with, and by Saturday a

good-sized army will have gone into
camp at Chickamauga. It is not yet
certain whether any regiment besides

I those mentioned will come here, as it
lis understood it is not the intention to
irecall the infantry who have already
I reached their southern rendezvous, or
ihave so nearly reached there that turn-

jing them back would entail an extra
jloss of time. But all troops that have
not proceeded that far on their journey
will be brought here. No reasons for
this sudden change of plans as regards

I the placing of the regular troops were
jvouchsafed at headquarters. It is be-
jlieved, however, that facilities for the
jaccommodation on the southern camp
grounds of such large bodies of troops

;as it was at first contemplated sending
are inadequate at present.

The work of forming an army at
Chickamauga began in earnest to-day.

All night long a large force of laborers
| here were kept busy building extra
iside tracks and chutes for the unload-
ing of the cavalry horses, wagons and
artillery. The first regiment to reach
the grounds to-day was the Sixth Cav-
alry, which arrived last night from
Fort Myer. They went into camp near
Mullen Springs, and were followed soon
after by Light Battery E, First Ar-
tillery, seventy-five men, in command
of Captain Capron. Not a moment was
lost in unloading the guns and cais-
sons. Everything moved with the reg-
ularity of a machine, and as fast as the
trains were unloaded they made way
for new arrivals.

Major-General Brooke paid his first
visit to the Chickamauga grounds to-

day, and accompanied by Adjutant-
General Boynton and staff officers, Cap-

tain Richards and First Lieutenant
Dean, all in full uniform, drove through

the beautiful park. He stayed there
most of the day, directing the move-
ments of the men and selecting the

camping grounds of the different regi-

ments as they reached the park.
By night nearly 1.500 of the 5.000

cavalry and artillerymen who have
been ordered to Chickamauga were en-
camped on that battlefield. Late this
evening the number already encamped

there was swelled by the arrival of
detachments of the Second Artillery

and the First Cavalry. By to-morrow
night it is expected that a large propor-

tion of the troops now on their way
to Chickamauga will have arrived.

Major-General Brooke to-day put

Major Dillenbaek in command of the
artillery at Chickamauga, while Colo-
nel S. S. Sumner of the famous Sixth
Cavalry, took command of the cavalry

forces.
The news of the ordering of the North

Atlantic squadron to Havana created a

good deal of commotion among the
soldiers, who discussed eagerly the
prospects of early orders for departure

to the seacoast. Among the officers a

jgood deal of quiet satisfaction was

manifested. It was apparently the
jgeneral opinion among them, however,

ithat no forward movement of the
jChickamauga troops would be given
| for some time, as the gathering and
jequipping of the large force of militia
necessary for the contemplated Cuban
invasion would necessarily consume
several days.

Government Will Lose the Service
of Three Revenue Cutters.

CHICAGO, April 21.?The United, States Government may be deprived of
the services of three first-class revenue
cutters on the lakes which have been
ordered to join the Atlantic squadron, j

It is intimated that the revenue cut-
ter Gresham, the first of the cutters to

start for the Atlantic, not be per-
mitted to pass through the Canadian
canals without permission from the
Canadian Government. As hostilities
will apparently break out before the
Gresham can get through the canals, it
is regarded as improbable that the Ca-
nadian Government will give permis-

sion for it might be contrary to the
neutrality laws.

The question is further complicated
by the fact that the Gresham, which
must be cut in two before she can get
through the lower Canadian canals,
must be put together again at Mon-
treal, a neutral port. It is believed
that the Dominion Government will
quietly intimate to the United States
that she will object to the passage of
the Gresham and the two other cutters
under these conditions.

THE PARIS SAILS.
SOUTHAMPTON, April 21.?The

THE ATLANTIC SQUADRON.

The Fleet Expected to Sail Early
This Morning.

KEY WEST, April 21.?At 12 o'clock
noon the real guns boomed from the
fleet, ordering all the officers to rejoin
their ships forthwith. At nightfall,
however, there had been no movement
of the fleet and there is not likely to bs
any before morning, as the Cincinnati
and the Marblehead have been ordered
to the docks to take on coal and water.

Rumors that sailing- orders had been
received were afloat throughout the
afternoon, but no official confirmation
of them could be obtained. The matter
of fact manner with which the highest
officials accepted the newspaper bulle-
tins to this effect indicated that au-
thoritative information, if not instruc-
tions had come from Washington, and
the activity on the ships and docks bort
out the reports of an early movement.

The day has been quick with move-
ment. This morning the first organiza-
tion of the various battalions of marines
on the North Atlantic squadron oraa
formed and war maneuvers were exe-
cuted, chiefly that of landing parties.
Three hundred and ninety-five men were
in line, under command of Captain
Codrill. Brigadier-General Graham,
commander of the Department of the
Gulf, arrived on the steamer City of
Ken wick this afternoon. He was met
at the dock by Lieutenant Colonel
Wheeler and two battalions of artillery
stationed here and escorted to the bar-
racks. Graham said
no special significance attached to his
arrival, and that he was here on a visit
of inspection.

SQUADRON MOVING.
KEY WEST, April22.?Toward mid-

night a hurry message came ashore, or-
dering officers of the flagship on board
immediately.

At 12:30 this morning there was no
movement on the part of the fleet but
signaling was still progressing and therewere many signs of activity. No navelmen were then ashore. It was said that
the fleet was under orders to sail at -1
o'clock.
