
THE HUNDRED-MILE TROPHY

TO-MORROW'S GREAT BICYCLE
ROAD RACE.

Tie Capital City Wheelmen Again

to Contest With Stockton

Riders.

The relay race of about 104 miles
(officially it is but 100 miles) between
the Sacramento and Stockton cycling
clubs for the Weinstock, Lubin & Co.
trophy will take place to-morrow. The
cup has been twice won by the Capital
City Wheelmen, and if they win to-

morrow the trophy belongs to them. If
they lose the cup will be carried to
Stockton, and must be competed for
until one club has won it three times.
The Capital City boys, therefore, are
two winnings to the good, if they lose
to-morrow, though they will spare no
effort to make their two winnings three.

The race will be started at 11 a. m.

Charp time, from a tape line across X
street at the east line of Fifteenth
\u25a0treet, and the same riders will finish
the race, probably shortly after 4
o'clock, if there is no breakdown on

[any relay by the leading rider of any
jelub. The finish will be across a tape

jline at Sixteenth and X streets, one
jblock east of the starting point.

The route of the race will be out X
|to Thirtieth street, along Thirtieth to

jOak Park, along the extension of Thir-
jtieth street to Magnolia avenue, thence
| easterly to the Stockton road, turning

| southerly into it at Click's place,
j Patrol judges with red flags will be
stationed at each street crossing from
Fifteenth to Thirtieth, at Thirtieth and
R, at Thirtieth and V, at Thirtieth and
Magnolia avenue, at the electric rail-
way crossing, at the head of Magnolia
avenue, and at Glick's place.

The C. C. W. Committee of Manage-

ment requests that it be stated that
[spectators should keep to the side-
walks if they wish to accommodate the

| race teams, and there is a strong re-
jquest that at 11 and at 4 o'clock for
'a short time drivers of teams will leave
the roadway clear from Fifteenth and
X to Thirtieth street, that the riders
on that smooth road may speed at their

Ibest.

A packet provided by each club is

made of leather and with a convenient
handle. At each relay station a line is
drawn indicating the division between
relays. Fifty yards each side of this
line another line is drawn. Between
these two outer lines the incoming

rider must pass to the outgoing one the
leather packet. This is done at full
speed if possible, and is an exceeding-

ly nice affair. If the packet is dropped

it must be again secured and passed to

the new rider within the bounds. As
will be evident this means great loss
of time, and, hence, extraordinary care
is taken to safely make the exchange

while in motion.
The riders who go out of Sacramento

on relay one exchange with riders of
relay two, and remain there until the
packet is returned on its homeward
way. when the three number ones race
for the finish to Sacramento.

The sixth set of riders go into Stock-
ton, but do not ride back, a new set
returning instantly over the last relay.

There are, therefore, five men of each
club who ride twice over their relays,

and two in each club who ride but once-
over a relay.

In each of the three packets carried
there is a letter signed by the Presi-
dents of the three clubs certifying that
it is to witness by its final delivery that
it has been carried from Sacramento
to Stockton and back. The packet that
first reaches the President who deliv-

l it. indicates which club wins the
The three Presidents will stand

at the finish line and to the last mo-

ment each will hope that the colors of
his club will first appear on the home
stretch down X street and that he will
be the fortunate man to receive the
packet at the line or soon after it is
crossed. The final delivery need not
be made exactly at the line, for the
final rider may return after slowing up,
B id make the delivery, for the wheel-
man whose front wheel first touches the
tape at Sixteenth and X street wins

; for his club.
i A rider whose wheel breaks down
jmay take any wheel he can obtain to
lii.ish his task. He may be assisted in

jmounting and starting, but he cannot
accept a pace maker. Whoever does,

I loses the race for his club. Any rider,

'however, may. by getting close behind
lan opposing rider "take pace." This is
i ailed "tacking on," and is legitimate.

Eiders may be coached; that is, en-
; tnuraged by words by friends on the
wayside and at sections, but must not

Ibe in any other way aided. Whoever
attempts it. or accepts it, imperils that
rider's chance for his club.

No rider must take to any path along
jthe road. It is to be a road race, not
ja path race. Riders must take the
j traveled road good or bad as it may be.

Every rider is entitled to have one
trailer to ride behind him and render
him aid if he breaks down to the ex-

-1 tent of furnishing him a fresh wheel
jand assisting him to remount. In. starting from a relay tape the trailer
must not start until thirty seconds af-
ter his principal has left the tape.

Every Capital City Wheeman racer
will wear a red bonnet, each Sacra-

| mento trailer will wear a red sash.
Competitive riders have the right of

| way over trailers; that is,a trailer must
jgive way if the principal of a compet-

jing club indicates that he wishes to
; pass him where the trailer occupies the
jway.
