
OWn defense, and we would be justified
in their seizure at such a time to pre-
vent their falling into the hands of our
enemies, to whom they would be in-
valuable. What is to prevent Spain
sending a cruiser to Honolulu and seiz-
ing the country, together with our
property Interests there, including our
coal, of which 1 understand we have
quite a supply in the islands. Further-
more, there are in Hawaii many Ameri-
can citizens whose interests it is neces-
sary we should protect. For these rea-
sons I should Indorse the taking posses-
sion by the United States in time of
war With another country into whoso
hands they might fall. We. of course,
know that the Hawaiian Government
is friendly to annexation, so that ac-
quirement by this means would not be
so violent a proceeding as it might

seem under other circumstances.'
It is held that in case possession was

acquired in this way there would be no
necessity for confirmatory action by
Congress.

SPAIN'S REPRESENTATIVES.

French Embassadors and Axistrian
Minister Divide Their Duties.

WASHINGTON, April 22.?As a result
of objections raised by the State De-
partment to the joint action of the
French Embassador and the Austrian
Minister in representing Spanish in-
terests in this country, it is understood
that a satisfactory arrangement has
been made by which the Embassador
and Minister will divide their duties,

and will act separately in looking after
Spanish affairs and in dealing with the
authorities here. The arrangement was
made after a conference between Judge
Day and the Embassador and Minister.

At the outset the department took te-
dded grounds against a "joint repre-
sentation," believing that it invited con-
fusion and was mitts unusual. The Em-
bassador and Minister thereupon made
know n their course, which contemplates
distinct action in different localities, and
this was satisfactory to the United
States.

The French Consuls or Consul-Ceu-
erals will take charge cf Spanish inter-
ests at New Orleans, San Francisco.
Philadelphia, Boston and Galveston. At
these points the Austrian Government
v.i not represented by Consular oflicers.
If any case originates at these points
and is brought before the State Depart-
ment, then the French Embassador will
take entire charge of the negotiations,
so far as Spain's interests are con-
cerned, without consulting the Aus-
trian Minister. On the other band, Aus-
trian Consuls and Vice-Consuls will
take charge of Spanish interests at New-
York, Chicago and Pittsburg. As to

cases in these localities the Austrian
Minister will act independently and
without consulting the French Embas-
sador. In smaller cities, where no Con-
suls belonging to the regular service oi
France or Austria are located, the Con-
sular agents, commercial or honorary,
will take charge of Spanish interests,
seniority determining whether a French
ur an Austrian official shall be in charge.

The Embassador and Minister will
have no joint functions to perform for
Spain in the sense Of conducting di >-
lomatlc negotiations, as all diplomatic
relations with Spain are terminated.

stroyers was purposely disabled in pur-

suance of a plot by the engineers. They
did not relish the trip across the ocean
In the torpedo boats and, finding the
Spanish Government determined to

make them go, as a last resort crippled
the machinery. None of the engineers
were allowed to repair, all work being

done in a local machine shop at Las
Palmas.

Captain Rarnett says the torpedo flo-
tilla did not want to encounter a Unit-
ed States tleet, if it could be avoided.
They will likely keep out of the track
of our vessels, and may content them-
selves with picking up an occasional
prise. The torpedo flotilla left Las

Palmas March 24th, and their destina-
tion was unknown.

A disabled American barkentine nt

Las Palmas from Philadelphia was un-
dergoing repairs by Spanish dry dock
men, but the latter were delaying the
work in the hope of seizing her upon
the outberak of war. Her Captain is
Mr. McDonough. He carried a crew of
nine men and his wife is with him.
Great crowds of Spaniards would gath-
er ahout the American craft, hurl vilf
epithets at the crew and Captain and
insult the United States and its tlag.

The only Americans at Las Palmas
are the American Captain and those' on

board ship. Captain Rarnett expresses
fear for their safety.

AT HAVANA.

The Colonial Government Protest*
Against Intervention.

HAVANA. A;>ril 21!.?10 a. m.?The
Colonial Government has published a
manifesto protesting against the inter-
vention of the United States, at the mo-

!ment of establishment of the new re-

! gime's political liberty and when Cuba,

Ifor the first time, was going to elect a
jColonial Parliament replacing Spain's
regime with one for autonomy. The
manifesto also intimates that it is the

iintention of the United States to annex
jCuba and adds: 'Tt is the duty of all
jinhabitants to repel the invaders."

The manifesto concludes with acclaim-
ing Spain. Spanish Cuba, the King and
Queen Resent.

Captain-General Blanco has pub-
lished a decree confirming his previous
decree and declaring the island to be
in a state of war. He also announces
his former similar decrees granting par-

don to insurgents and places under mar-
tial law all those who are guilty of trea-
son, espionage; crimes against peace or

against the Independence of the nation,

seditious revolts, attacks against the
Government or against the authorities
and against those who disturb public
order though only by means of printed

imatter.
The Chamber of Commerce met in ex-

traordinary session to-day to take into
Iconsideration the state of affairs to plan
the next measures, in combination with
the military authorities to avoid a Sttf-

!prise. General Arolas. the Military

Governor, has taken supreme Charge of
the civil government of the city, and
Senor Rrazon, the Civil Governor, will
devote his attention to sanitary precau-
tions. There is no foundation for the
report circulated in the United Stales

that the Spanish cruiser Alfonso XIII.
has been blown up.

BRITISH SYMPATHY.

Scarcely a Man or Newspaper That
Docs Not Support the TJ. S.

LONDON, April 22.?Great Britain's
sympathy for America is like Spanish
diplomacy?officially correct. There is

scarcely a public man or important
newspaper that does not warmly sup-
port the United States. At the same
time, in private conversation, there is
much criticism of the United States
and indorsement of Spain is heard.
There is much head shaking Over the
result of the naval battle, and the feel-
ing even finds its way into print.

The "Daily Graphic" to-day printed
a long letter from a naval officer who

says both Porto Rico and Havana
ought to be able to hold their own
against an attack unsupported by
ships.

An editorial'article in the "Chron-
icle? to-day expressed the opinion That
the United States was throwing away
an excellent strategic opportunity by
going to Cuba instead of intercepting

the Spanish Beet.
Continental Kurope re-

fuses to believe that the United States
is embarking in war for any other ob-
ject than conquest. Reing prone to
judge American motives by standards
other than appear to actuate their own
national policies, the Continental papers
predict with the greatest jealousy that
the United States will retain al! the-
Spanish colonies which it will inevita-
bly capture, and that the United States

will then become one of the strongest
rivals in tile scramble for the few re-
maining unoccupied portions of the
earth. ,

The first effect of the war was felt
in Great P.ritain in the rise in wheat
which has been the means of inducing

the bakers to discuss an advance in the
price of bread.

The St. James' Gazette" this af-
ternoon, discussing the interests of
spectators of the coming hostilities,
says: 'Taking for granted President
Mi Kinley's sincerity in saying that the
United States does not desire conquest

or territory, the fact remains that the
United States, which call themselves
America, are engaged in endeavoring
to expel an European power from her
foothold in the new world. This can
hardly happen without giving increased
force to the sentiment which Mr. Olney
expressed in such crude terms in his
letter to the Marquis of Salisbury, and
the war Can hardly end without affect-
ing the general position of European
powers profoundly, be its course what it
may."

Referring to the possible action of the
United States, the "St. James Gazette"
says: "Spain has done something to
put herself right with public opinion in
Europe, and no doubt she. to some ex-
tent, is fighting in a common cause. If
she gains success and proves herself
capable of making headway against the
United States at sea, thus indicating
the presence of a weakness in the
American navy not hitherto suspected,
the disposition of the Powers to inter-
vene will be greatly strengthened.
There is a great deal of billingand coo-
ing among emotional Anglo-Saxons at
present. In the United States there
is a certain amount of gush, probably
as sincere as the hysterical emotion ex-
cited by Bryan's flashy 'Cross of gold'
metaphor. Here there are always peo-
ple who gush when America is con-
cerned, but these waves of emotion
come and go. Deep rooted feeling of
dislike and substantial interests don't."

CONGRESSIONAL
PROCEEDINGS.

The House Again Displays Patriot-
ism to the Nation.

Mm Throush Without Debate a Bill to
Auti.O'ize Cali for Volunteers.

Also Agree; by Unanimous Concent

to Meet at 10 O'clock To-day to

Take Up Consideration of the

Army Reorganization Bill.

Washington, April 22.?The House
to-day displayed its enthusiasm for the
"War upon which the country has entered
by rushing through without debate the

conference report on the bill authoriz-
ing the President to call out the volun-
teers, and agreeing by unanimous con-
sent to meet at 10 o'clock to-morrow

to take up the consideration of the army
reorganization bill. The passage of the
latter bill is considered imperatively ne-
cessary by the War Department. The
Pstterson-Carmack contested election
case was disposed of, the sitting mem-

ber, Carmaek. being given the seat by
a vote ~f 136 to lis. Several Repub-

licans voted with the Democrats, and
many declined to vote. The Democrats
\u25a0were very bitter in their denunciation of
Patterson, who belonged to the gold
"Wing of the party. Doth the contestant
and contestee addressed the House in
their own behalf.

HOUSE PItOCI:EDINGS.
The leaders were very anxious to get

the bill authorizing the President to call
out the volunteers through the House
and into the hands of the President at

the earliest possible moment to-day. In
order to expedite matters, therefore, the
Conferrees met before noon and arranged

a complete agreement on the Senate
amendments. As soon as the journal
was lead the Ho use went through the
formality of agreeing to a conference.

Hull. Chairman of the MilitaryAffairs
Committer, explained the imperative
necessity <>f haste and what had been
done. Without even a formal ratifica-
tion of the informal action of the con-
ferrees he thereupon presented the con-
ference report. The changes agreed
upon were briefly explained. There was
ro debate, although Dockery (D.) of Mis-
souri entered his protest against th!
amendtni nt permitting the raising of
3,000 men from the United States at
laige.

The report was then unanimously

agreed to.
The House resumed consideration of

the Patterson-Carmack election case.
Patterson, by courtesy, was allowed to

address the House one hour in his own
behalf.

Patterson read his speech which was
carefully prepared. It elicited frequent
applause from the Republican side of
the House. He sketched the history of
the issue which had divided the Demo-
cratic part;. , and explained his attitude
toward the Chicago platform. He had
believed, he said, that the gold standard
was i! issary to the maintenance of the
public credit and the national honor.
He believed the triumph of free silver
would be a catastrophe to the country,

and so believing had placed fealty to
the country above party fealty. He
could not alter his convictions, and ho
was willingto take the consequences.

Allen (Dem.) of Mississippi, who fol-
lowed Patterson, said he had never bt-
fore heard a more glowing eulogy to the
patriotism and statesmanship of a man
that Patterson had just delivered upon
himself.

Carmack, the sitting member, closed
In his own behalf. His denunciation
of Patterson was scathing. He de-
clared that the contestant was an ob-
ject of pity rather than contempt, as
he descended to the depths of infamy.

Hut a few years ago. said he, Patterson
had stood ob this floor denouncing

slanders which he now repeated amid
the plaudits of those whom he then
opposed.

Wright (R.) of North Carolina and
Cochran (R.) of New York also spoke
or. tbe election case.

Before the vote was taken Hull (R.)
Of lowa, Chairman of the Committee
on Military Affairs, asked unanimous
consent that the House mw>t at 10
o'clock to-morrow mornins in order to
expedite tin passage of the army reor-
ganization bill. He then read a tele-
gram Just received from the Secretary

<>f War, which stated that the prompt
passage of that bill was regarded as a
matter of supreme importances The
bill was so clearly related to the volun-
teer army bill, he said, that the passage
of both was an urgent necessity. There
was no objection, and the order was
jnade.

The vote was then taken on the con-
tested election case, first on the minor-
ity resolution declaring the sitting

member. Carmack. entitled to the seat.
The minority resolutions declaring
Carmack entitled to the seat were sub-
stituted for those of the majority?l 39
to 120. The resolutions were then
adopted?l 26 to 118.

The Democrats greeted the announce-

ment with a great demonstration of
approval. Six Republicans voted with
the Democrats, but quite a number re-
frained from voting.

The Senate resolutions announcing
the death of Senator Walthall of Mis-
sissippi were presented, together with
the invitation of the Senate requesting
the House to attend the funeral in a

The resolutions were adopted, and the
invitation was accepted, on motion of
Alien of Mississippi.

The Speaker appointed Allen. Fox,
Henry. Love. Sullivan and Williams of
Mississippi, Harriett of Georgia. Spald-

ing of Miehiga'n and Johnson of Indi-
ana to attend the funeral.

Then at s:.'!«\u25ba p. m., as a further mark
Of respect, the House adjourned until
10 o'clock to-morrow.
