
THE CALL FOR VOLUNTEERS.

The President of the United States

lias issued a call for 125,000 volunteers,

to be chosen first from the National
'Guardsmen. The call should meet with

practically an instant response. In the

ranks of the National Guard of the

\u25a0everal States is found the flower

»f the patriotic strong young men
Of the nation. They have some ex-
perience with arms, are trained to

tome extent in field duty, and there-
lore can be more readily and eas-
ily brought up to that degree of effi-

icient skill as soldiers which is essential
In this day of improved arms and new
tnethods of battle.

In fact, there has been ready for some
iflays a great body of men prepared and
listed, ready to respond to the call for
s/olunteers. We anticipate, therefore,
that the call will be filled at once, and
that as many more ready men will ask
to be taken into the service of fhe na-

tion as are needed. These accepted

men will be, it is understood, at once

placed in a camp of instruction, and be
rapidly prepared for service. .lust
?where this will be performed no one

can at this time say, but the proba-

bilities are that it will be of three or-

ders of service?in Cuba and on the
near-by American shores, while some

few bodies of volunteers will be sent to

fortifications from which regular troops
have been recently called.

The eagerness with which the call has
been looked for, the quick response that
is being made to it, the celerity with
?which it will be filled, the clamor of
the thousands in excess of the number
asked for, are splendid, evidences of the
American spirit, the loyalty of the men
of the nation, and the trust they re-

pose in those at the head of Govern-
ment affairs.

SUBMIT THEM TO THE PEOPLE.

The Board of Directors of the Sacra-
mento Chamber of Commerce has
adopted a report of a sub-committee on
public improvements, which is of the
highest importance. The memorial of
the board will go before the City Trus-
tees this evening.

It is a proposition to call a special
election to submit to the people the
question whether the city shall incur
an indebtedness of $350,000 for three
distinct purposes: For erection of a
suitable High School building to cost
5100,000. We assume that this in-
cludes cost of ground; If not the sum
Is insufficient. If, however, the old
\u2666Seminary ground is available, $100,000
will give us a good, not over preten-
tious building.

Second $130,000 for extension of the
water pipe system by placing a 30-
--inch main along Front street to O,
and out O to Thirty-first street. That
this Is a pressing need no one familiar
with the situation can deny. The
south and east portion of the city and
all the valuable property possessions
along Front street are insufficiently
protected. If by mischance the I-
street main should be disabled the
whole city would be at the mercy of
flames In case of fire, subject only by
such water supply as could be forced
through small pipes, inadequate to the
present demand upon them.

These pipes also as well as the I-
Street main are laid upon a fatally de-
fective plan, they diminish as they ex-
tend eastward, thus increasing the cost
of forcing water through them, as well
as diminishing the supply and pressure.
The new proposition is to have a main
of uniform size to the city limits, that
one section may be just as well sup-
plied and protected as another.

It Is set forth in the report that the
pipes are to be so laid that they can
be adapted to use for a new water sys-
tem, if we are so fortunate as to se-
cure adoption of a clear water sup-
ply. Unless that provision is strictly
adhered to, it would be folly to adopt
the suggestion of the board. We as-
suredly need the new or additional
main, but no main must be so laid that
Will forever mortgage the city to the
present source of supply. The truth
is, that the question to be submitted
should also include a $100,000 for the
setting up of a clear-water system

Which can be done for that sum and the
jwhole thing installed within a year.

The third clause of the proposition is
one calling for §120,000 for sewer con-

struction upon the plans of the pres-
ent City Surveyor. That the exten-
sion and improvement of the sewer

system is greatly needed, to the end
that the abominable cesspool system

may be abolished, goes without say-
ing. The "Record-Union" has for
years urgjd such improvement. But
as to whether the City Surveyor's

plans fully meets the need or not we re-
serve opinion until careful examination
can be made of the details of the
scheme, as it is some time since they

were laid before the public. But that
the money asked for is sorely needed

for expenditure* in sewer improvement

Is undeniable.

On the whole, therefore, the plan to

submit th*e propositions to the vote of

the people is wise. The people can
trusted and must be trusted in these

matters. It is always safe to lay be-

fore them the question of incurring in- 1

debtedness for public improvements. To
deny them the opportunity to render a
verdict upon such questions would be
monstrous. Let the Trustees send thi
propositions to the people affording am-

ful examination. If there is error m
them that debate will develop it. More-
over the three questions can be sub-
mitted so as to call for a vote on each
proposition Independently of the other
two. Thus the people can elect to ac-

cept and order one and deny another
or to order all three to be carried into
effect.

Concerning the general question of
the wisdom of incurring debt for the
purposes indicated, we have no hesita-
tion in saying that it is always wise to

get that you need when the possession

Of it will insure the payment of the
cost. That is this case. The pro-

posed improvements will enhance val-

of the city and make it more inviting

for home seekers. The city credit is
good anel we are better able to borrow
the money and pay for the loan than
to stand a direct special tax. We be-
lieve that it is cheaper to borrow and
build, than to not borrow and do with-
out that which will so greatly enhance
our comfort, meet our necessities and
respond to the needs of a growing and
financially sound city.

He will
wage a war of mercy and humanity,

not one of conquest.

The Troy "Times" says that Can-
ada's dislike for the United States is

more apparent than real; that, as a

matter of fact, the border line condi-
tions of New York prove that the poo-

jpie of Canada and the United States

are very friendly. We trust that the
indication has a wider zone of truth

than the border line. Common selfish-
ness would prompt the people near by

the border on both sides to be neigh-

borly. That, therefore, is not a true
indication of the real sentiment of the
Canadas as a whole. However, we

believe that there are other evidences
which go to show that Canadians of

late years, as a rule are much more
kindly disposed toward the United

States than they were ten years ago.

The truth is
that Spain was driven by the act of
the United States to pronounce against
privateering.

WAR AND BUSINESS.

Los Angeles Times: Fears are enter-
tained in some quarters that war be-
tween the Fnited States and Spain will
have a seriously depressing effect upon
industry and trade in this country.

There is little or no foundation for this
fear. On the contrary, if war comes ?

and it seems unavoidable?its effect will
be rather to stimulate business and to
increase the demand for labor than
otherwise. The war is not likely to
be of long duration ? though it will
probably not be ended so quickly as
many optimistic persons imagine. It
will undoubtedly be conducted
throughout on a specie basis; that is
to say, there will be no necessity for
increasing the volume of paper money,
and specie payments will not be sus-
pended. Prices will advance some-
what, but the advance will be due to
legitimate causes and not to a depre-

! ciation of currency.
The war will enormously stimulate

many industries, and will have a de-
: pressing effect upon few or none. If
:it should be continued indefinitely, and
! should prove to be unexpectedly ex-

jpensive, necessitating an increase in
i the volume of paper currency and the
! suspension of specie payments, busi-
ness demoralization would doubtless en-
sue. But such a contingency is ex-

jtremely remote, and hardly to be con-
;sidered.

THE LABOR ELEMENT.
Los Angeles Herald: The peace party

: has been untiring in its efforts to in-

duce the labor element of the country

|to array itself against a war. for the
[reason that the heaviest burdens would
jfail upon the workingmen, but they

iseem to have had little effect in cool-
ing the patriotic ardor of the bread-
winners, who embrace every* opportuni-
ty to declare for the most vigorous pol-
icy against Spain.

manded that the products of European

: nations that shall display unfriendli-
ness to the United States in the crisis
be boycotted. The toilers of this coun-
try long since ceased to look for disin-

terested solicitude for their welfare
from the people who are now demand-
ing peace at any price.

BREAKING FETTERS.

graph of the resolution of Congress car-
ries Cuban independence to the anxious
insurgents. The preamble in effect de-
clares that Spanish rule can no longer
be endured. The first paragraph of
the resolution declares the people free
and independent. The second part calls
upon Spain to abdicate sovereignty in
the island and withdraw her armed
forces. The third section directs the
President to use the army and navy
to drive Spain out. The fourth sec-
tion, or Teller amendment, proclaims
the intention of delivering the sover-
eignty to the people of the Island. Ev-
ery complete sentence in the Act strikes
away Spanish fetters.

RUSSIA ALONE IS FRIENDLY.

HER PAPERS SAY THAT THE
FRIENDLY RELATIONS

,Of Many Years Exclude Every Idea

of an Unfriendly Attitude

ou Her Part.

LONDON, April 24.?With an impor-
tant exception there is general conti-

[nental condemnation for the United
jStates to-day. The exception emanates
[from Russia. The St. Petersburg "Vie
Idomosti," speaking of Russia's attitude
toward the United States, says:

"The friendship which has existed
for many years between the two States,
excludes every idea of an unfriendly

attitude on the part of Russia at the
present juncture."

The "Viedomosti" adds: "No doubt
the United States now value this friend-
ship more than ever."

The other continental newspapers con-
tinue their bitter hostility and the Lon-
don Sunday papers contain many in-
dications of unfriendliness. The "Sun-
day Sun," while in me place over T.
P. O'Connor's signature, it warmly in-

dorses America, in another paragraph,
referring to the Newcastle "Chronicle's"
attack on America, says:

"Though it will be difficult for every-
one to agree with him and especially
where the writer's vigor leads him to
partial blindness, regarding Spanish at-
rocities, yet there arc few in England
to-day who will not agree with his stern
denunciation of America's shillyshally-
ing in seeking to give the world a motive
other than the real one for the Cuban
agitation."

The Newcastle "Chronicle" says: "It
is not humanitarianism in hers. It is
hypocrisy in histories."

A dispatch from Paris to the "Sunday
Special" reads: "The American meth-
ods of dealing with Spain have excited
unanimous indignation. France willnot

let Spain go down wthout a sustaining
hand. The considerations are that
prompt active interference upon her
part are many. From the point of view
of self-preservation the Monroe doctrine
must be combatted. The hundreds of
millions of French capital invested in
Spain must be protected and the Latin
race must be upheld against the Anglo-
Saxon. The army has been under a

cloud lately and would be glad of a di-
version.

"Finally, French prestige would be
restored by the step, but it would meet
the approval of Russia, Austria, Italy

and even Germany."
The same paper professes to have in-

formation that Chile is likely to attack
San Francisco, working in conjunction
with a Spanish attack upon the eastern
coast.

A special dispatch describing yester-
day's departure of troops from Madrid
says:

"There was a scene of remarkable
enthusiasm, women marching along
with the soldiers, filling their pockets
with cigars, provisons and money, and
kissing them at the stations. Sena-
tors, Deputies and a numerous represen-
tation of the nobility, including many
ladies, bid the troops farewell."
