CABINET MEETING.

President's Message and Subject of

Privateering Discussed.
WASHINGTON, April 25.?A special

session of the Cabinet was called early
this morning for the purpose of re-

viewing a message which the President
jtransmitted to Congress to-day, recom-
i mending that Congress, in the exercise
of powers vested in it by the Constitu-
tion, formally declare war against the
Kingdom of Spain.

The announcement of Spain on the
subject of privateering, as published in
the morning papers, was read and was

generally commented upon. In all
probability an announcement on the
jsubject of the treatment of Spanish
vessels now in American ports will be
issued from the Navy Department
shortly.

Members of the Cabinet discredit the
report that the United States naval of-

Iflcials have taken possession of the
jHawaiian Islands, and doubt is ex-
pressed of the truth of the statement, that the Asiatic squadron will attack
the Spanish forces on the Philippines.

WAR REVENUE BILE.

Not Reported to the Honse Yester-

day, as Was Expected.
WASHINGTON, April 25?The War

revenue tariff bill was not reported to

? the House to-day. At the meeting of
jthe Ways and Means Committee to-

Iday. when the bill framed by the Re-
jpublicans was formally presented for
consideration, the Democrats protest-

jed earnestly against a programme they

! thought would prevent them from ex-
! amining its provisions thoroughly be-
| fore it was reporteei to the House.
!They also asked for an opportunity to
joffer amendments in committee.

After some discussion it was decided
! that the bill should be gone over, the
jRepublicans explaining its provisions,
! and to-morrow the Democrats should
|be allowed to offer amendments. The

bill will be reported to the House to-

morrow, but its consideration probably
will not begin until Wednesday.

The Republican members of the
Ways and Means Committee had an-
other conference this afternoon, as a

result of which Chairman Dingley at a
late hour reintroduced his war revenue
bill, with a number of important
amendments framed to meet objections.
The amended bill is likely to be laid
before the full committee to-mororw.

There are two new features, one of
Iwhich is made Section 25. gives athor-
ity for the taxed parties and concerns to

meet the increased rates. It follows:
"That every person, firm or corpora-

tion, who shall have made any contract
prior to the passing of this Act. and
without other provision therein, for the
payment of taxes imposed by law, en-
acted subsequent thereto, upon articles
to be delivered under such contract, is
h> reby authorized and empowered to

add to the price thereof so much money
as will be equivalent to the tax impos-

ed an said articles by this Act and not
previously paid by the vendee, and shali

Ibe entitled by virtue hereof to be paid,
and to sue for and recover the same ac-
cordingly. In all cases of articles man-
ufactured by another, if the manufac-
turer shall be required to pay under
this Act the tax hereby imposed, such
person or persons so paying the same
shall be entitled to collect the amount
thereof of the owner or owners, and
shall have a lien for the amount thus
paid on the produced or manufactured
goods."

The amended article imposes a tax on
I telephone messages as follows: For
; thirty miles or more, where the charge
I does not exceed 25 cents, 1 cent; where
jcharges exceed 25 cents and do not ex-

ceed $1 50, 2 cents; from 81 to $5, 5
cents, and charges exceeding $5, 10

icents. Official messages of the United
; States are exempt from this tax, as

J well as that on telegraph messages,
jOwners and operators of long distance
! lines are required to report monthly to

tlie Commissioner of Internal Revenue
: the number of messages during the
; preceding month of a distance of thir-
ty miles or more for which a charge has

i been made, together with the amount

i received, under a penalty of nut ex-
ceeding $500 for failure to report.

The setting apart of 8750,000 for the

For the expenses of assessment and
Collection of these taxes $100,000, or
so much of that as is necessary, is ap-

THE HOUSE TAKES
QUICK ACTION.

Passes the Declaration of War Bill
Without Debate,

Took But One Minute and Forty-One Sec-

onds to Accomplish the Result.

The Senate Also Passes the Bill

After an Hour and a Half of

Debate, an Amendment to Re-

cognize the Insurgents as Bel-

ligerents Being Defeated by a

Vote of Thirty-eight to Twenty-

four.

WASHINGTON, April 25. ? The
House to-day passed the Senate bill
declaring the existence of a state of
war between the United States and the
Kingdom of Spain in a manner which
cannot tail to impress the world. The
representatives of seventy millions of
people voted for it without a word of
debate, without a dissenting vote, and
without a roll call, but with a solemn
appreciation of the gravity of their mo-
mentous action. It required but one
minute and forty-one seconds to ac-
complish this. The House was consid-
ering an election case, and simply
paused to declare war. There was no

excitement, no cavil, no word or ques-
tion. It was only in the great cheer
that went up from the floor and the
gallery when Speaker Reed announced
its passage that the tremendems import
of tlie Act and the suppressed enthusi-
asm behind it was shown.

After the President's message was

lead the Committee on Foreign Affairs
named the resolution. Acting Chair-
man Williams wrote the report, and it
was passed on its way to the Senate
in an hour and six minutes. The

HOUSE PROCEEDINGS.

The galleries of the House were
throngeel this morning in anticipation
of the President's message asking Con-
gress to make a formal declaration of
war. It was read after the prayer, and
was listened to with profound atten-

tion. There was no demonstration.
The message was ordered printed and

referred to the Committee on Foreign

Affairs by the Speaker. The commit-
tee met at 12:35 p. m. to formulate a
declaration of war in harmony with
the President's message.

After the message had been referred
the House proceeded with the consider-
ation of District of Columbia business.
No interest was manifested in the pro-
ceedings until shortly after 1 o'clock,

w;hen acting Chairman Adams entered

the House and the news that the com- i
mittee had unanimously agreed upon a :
hill declaring the existence of a state
Of war was known all over the House, j
Adams held hurried consultations with
the Speaker and members and Messrs i
Dinsmore and Berry of the minority
of the committee.

At 1:20 p. m. he asked unanimous
consideration of the bill declaring the
existence of a state of war between this
country and the Kingdom of Spain.
There was not a murmur of dissent.
The bill was read. The House held its
breath. The bill reads as follows:

A bill declaring that war exists be-
tween the United States of America and
the Kingdom of Spain. Be it enacted,

First, that war be and the same Is
hereby declared to exist, and that war
has existed since the 21st of April, A.
D. 1898, including said day. between*
the United States of America and the

Second, that the President of the
United States be and hereby is direct-
ed and empowered to use the entire
land and naval forces of the United
States and to call into actual service of
the United States the militia of the
several States to such extent as may be
necessary to carry this Act into effect.

Maguire (D.) of California arose to
ask a question, but refrained.

The question was put on the third
reading and passage of the bill, and in
a magnificent chorus the whole House
responded 'Aye!"

The announcement of its passage was
greeted with a round of applause and
a cheer or two from the floor and gal-
leries, and then the House resumed
consideration of the election case.

There was no excitement. It required
exactly one minute and forty-one sec-
onds for the House to pass the bill. No
such impressive action can be recorded
in the legislative annals of any country.

The House Representatives had simply
paused in its routine business to pass
a declaration of war.

Maguire explained subsequently that
his purpose in rising was to ask wheth-
er the declaration in the bill that war
had existed since Aprillilst was intend-
ed to legalize the seizure of the Buena-
ventura. T consider that act and other
seizures up to this time nothing more
than piracy," said he.

ACTION IN SENATE.

Declaration of War Bill Passed
After a Short Deate.

WASHINGTON, April 25.?After a
! debate of one hour anel a half the Sen-
| ate to-day passed a bill, declaring that
! a state of war existed between the

United States and Spain. The bill was

jin the same language as that passed by

| the House.
The debate in the Senate was based

on an amendment offered by Senator
Turpie providing for the recognition
of the belligerent rights of the insur-
gent Cubans, the amendment being

practically in the following language:
"We hereby recognize the rights of

the Cuban army under General Gomez
to be treated as belligerents, the free-
dom and independence of Cuban peo-
ple having heretofore been recognized
by Act of Congress."

The same amendment had been urged
in the Committee on Foreign Relations
previous to the reporting of the bill to
the Senate; and the Indiana Senator
only agreed to the bringing in of the
bill on the condition that his amend-
ment should be presented to the Sen-
ate. Both in committee and in the
Senate Turpie made elaborate argu-
ments in support of his proposition.

The roll of the Senate was called upon
the amendment, and it was defeated
by a majority of 14, the vote standing
24 to 3S.

There was also some criticism of the
fact that the bill fixed a date in the
past when the war had begun. Senator
Pettigrew declared that the 21st was
evidently used in order to make legal

the capture of the lumber vessel, the
Buenaventura on that date. He char-
acterized this as a small piece of busi-
ness for either the Administration or
Congress to indulge in, and said that
under the circumstances, if he had been
President, he would have returned the
ship to its owners.

Senator White took up the Pettigrew
contention, holding that the President
had not indicated any date for the be-
ginning of hostilities, but that he had
rather shown in his message that he
considered that the negotiations had by
no means reached the point of hostili-
ties. ' The President speaks," said the
Senator, "of our reasonable demands
upon Spain. Did he," he asked, "ex-
pect Spain to take the view that his
demands were reasonable when he had
asked Spain to part with a large por-
tion of her kingdom and to come up
smiling in view of this polite request?"

Continuing, White said that it was
his purpose to support the Aelministra-
tion in all reasonable measures for the
prosecution of the war, but he did not
regard the fixing of this date as in any
sense a response to the Presidential re-

There was a general plea for speedy
action on this bill, and no amendment
was pressed for a change of dates. This
motive also actuated Senator Davis to
withdraw an amendment suggested by

the Committee on Foreign Relations,
directing the President to prosecute
the war to a successful termination.
This ameneiment was withdrawn in or-
der to leave the bill just as it passeel
the House, thus dispensing with the
necessity of a conference and making it
possible to send the bill to the President
te>-day.

There was no division on the passage
of the bill.

senate: proceedings.

War and war measures were the only
topics discussed by the Senate to-day
eluring more than four hours of its ses-

sion. The body had scarcely convened
when the message of the President urg-
ing Congress to declare the existence
of war between the United States and
Spain was laid before it. Without com-
ment the message was referred to the
Foreign Relations Committee.

Allen of Nebraska introduced the fol-
lowing joint resolution, which he asked
to have referred to the Committee on
Foreign Relations:

' That a state of war now exists, antl
since the 15th day of February, 1898,
has existed, between the United States
of America and the Kingdom of Spain."

Consieleration of the naval appropria-
tion bill was then resumed, the penel-
ing question being upon the amendment
offered by Butler of North Carolina to
regulate the price of armor.

The amendment provides that for the
armor for the three battleships now in
course of construction the Government
shall not pay to exceed $400 a ton, In-
cluding the nickel, and that subsequent

contracts for armor shall not call for
a gieater price than $900 per ton. In
case the price cannot be obtained, the
Secretary of the Navy is authorized at
once to purchase or establish a Govern-
ment armor factory, for which $1,500,-
-000 is appropriated, and in addition
$1,000,000 is appropriated for the manu-
facture of the armor.

Stewart of Nevada inquired of Hale
whether the naval bill in any way com-
mitted the Government to pay $400 a
ton for armor for the proposed battle-
ships authorized by the bill.

Hale replied that nothing in the bill
could be construeel as committing the
Government to pay any particular price

for armor.
Tillman made an extended speech in

favor of the proposed amendment, in
the course of which he had a passage at
arms with Chandler, based on a report
made by the latter favoring a reduction
of the price of armor.

Hale then moved to lay the amend-
ment on the table, antl it was so or-
dered by a vote of 30 to 13.

Hale offered an amendment authoriz-
ing the Secretary of the Navy to enlist
at any time after the passage of the
Act as many seamen, landsmen and
boys as he may deem necessary to man
the ships of the navy, or for the use of
the navy as a temporary force, and ap-
propriating $8,830,000 for that purpose.

Hale agreed to an amendment offered
by Cockrell of Missouri that the time
limit should be during the existence of
war.

The amendment was agreed to, the
amendment making the appropriation
immediately available.

An amendment was also agreed to
providing that hereafter all first-class
battleships and monitors shall be
named after the various States.

The bill as amended was passed.
The amendment for better organiza-

tion of the line of the army providing
for the three battalion formation was
called up by Hawley.

The amendments offered by the com-
mittee were agreed to without division.

One of the amendments is an addition
to the proviso of Section 3, authorizing
the President to accept the quotas of
troops of the various States and Ter-
ritories. The committee's amendment
requires that these quotas shall be "in
companies, troops and batteries, each
to contain as far as practicable the
number of enlisted men authorized in
this Act for each arm of the service,
and battalions of not less than three
such companies, and regiments of not
less than ten nor more than twelve
such companies, but this proviso shall
apply to companies, batteries, battal-
ions and regimental organizations, and
none other."

Provision is also made for the in-
crease of the signal corps in time of
war to the extent of ten corporals, 100
first-class privates and forty second-
class privates, who are to have the pay
and allowance of engineer troops of the
same grade.

An amendment to Section 6 gives the
President discretion to employ retired
officers of the army on active duty ex-
cept in the command of troops. While
so employed they are to receive the
full pay of their grade.

The bill was placed upon its passage,
and passed within twenty minutes of
its introduction.

At 1:55 p. m. the Message Clerk of
the House of Representatives informed
the Senate that the House had passed

an Act declaring a of war ex-
( isted between the UAuted States and
1 Spain.

The message was at once read to the
Senate, and at 2:50 p. m. the Senate

'went into secret session to consider the

At 4:37 the Senate resumed routine
business in e>pen session.

At 4:55 p. m. th' Message Clerk of

' the House announced that the Speaker
had signed the bill declaring the ex-

istence of war between the United

' States and Spain, and requested the
jsignature of the Vice-President.

Within two minutes Vice-President
; Hobart had signed the Act, and at pre-
cisely 5 o'clock announced his signa-

i ture.
A few minutes later another message

'was received from the House announc-
: ing its disagreement With the Senate
amendment to the army reorganization
bill, and asking for a conference.

The conference was agreed to, and,Hawley, Proctor and Cockreil were

named as the Senate conferrees.
A bill was passed to satisfy an agree-

ment with the Indians of the Fort
Hamilton Reservation in Idaho, and
making appropriations to carry it into

Ieffect.
At 5:35 p. m. the Senate adjourned.

BECOMES A LAW.

The President Signs the Declara-

tion of War Bill.
WASHINGTON, April 25.?The war

bill was brought from the Capitol by

the clerk of the enrolling division, and
reached the White House a few min-
utes before 0. The White House was
almost deserted at the time, not one

of the Cabinet being with the Presi-
dent except Attorney-General Griggs.
The enrolled copy of the bill was laid
before the President in his office im-
mediately on its arrival, and he at
once went over the phraseology with
Attorney-General Griggs. The Presi-
dential signature was affixed at 6:18,

and the measure was then the law of

the land.
