SPANISH FLEET AT VERDE

Causing Sonic Disquietude in Naval
Circles at Washington.

WASHINGTON. April 2b.?The naval

quietude the fact that the Spanish fleet
at Cape Verde, before leaving under or-
ders from the Portuguese Government
made heavy purchases of supplies there.

THE CALL FOR TROOPS.

Answers From Governors Prompt
and Gratifying.

WASHINGTON. April 2b. ? The re-
sponse of the Governors of the States
and Territories to the telegram of the
Secretary of War notifying them of the
quota of men they will be expected to
furnish under the President's procla-
mation, and asking them when the
troops will be ready for muster into

' the United States service, has been
prompt and gratifying. The greater

| portion of the Executives have replied,
and their answers generally have been

| very satisfactory, indicating the time
within which the State troops will be

{ready for muster into the service of
; the United States Government.

Governor Hastings of Pennsylvania
| was the first of the State Executives
!to respond, and replies from the others
came in quick succession during the
night and this morning.

Secretary Alger followed up his tele-
gram of notification to Governors with
a letter giving more detailed informa-

\ tion respecting the troops that are to

be raised, and making other suggestions
deemed necessary. The letter is as fol-
lows:

?Washington (D. C), April 25. IS9B.
"To the Governor of Sir: Un-

der the Act of Congress "to provide
for temporarily increasing the military

establishment of the United States in
time of war and for other purposes,'
approved April 22. 1808, a call for 125,-
--000 volunteers has been issued by di-
rection of the President. I have the
honor to request from your State a

quota of volunteers as follows:
?? to serve in the army of ser-

vice designated for a period of two
years unless sooner discharged.

"Attached will be found a statement
showing the organization for artillery,

cavalry and infantry.

"Please cause the Adjutant-General
of the army to be informed of the
time your quota will be at its ren-
dezvous, as it will be met as soon as

practicable thereafter by an officer to

muster it into the service and pay of

the United States. The mustering offi-
cer will be instructed to receive men
under the rank of commanding officer,

who are in years not over 45 or under

18 and who are in physical strength

and vigor. As soon as mustered into

' the service it is the intention that

troops from your State shall be as-

sembled with the others for instruc-

tion and service under the direction of

the Major-General commanding the

army at some point or points to be

designated hereafter. It is desired, for
reasons stated in telegrams of this date,

that as far as possible the National

Guard be given preference.
"The rendezvous for your State will
; If for any cause it is found

necessary to change the point of con-
centration, your recommendations are

: requested.
"Bands may be organized from the

' strength of the regiments as in the

regular army, viz.: See paragraph 24.>,

Army Regulations, 1895.

AT CHICKAMAUGA PARK.

Infantry Regiments Formed Into a

Division of Two Brigades.
CHICKAMAUGA PARK, April 2(5 ?

General field orders directing the for-
mation of the United States infantry

regiments here into a division of two
brigades were issued to-day by Major-
General Brooke. Colonel James A.
Van Horn of the Eighth Infantry is
put in command of the division, he be-
ing the ranking senior officer,
i The First Brigade is composed of the
Seventh, Eighth, Twelfth and Twen-
ty-fifth Infantry, with Colonel Andrew
S. Burt of the Twenty-fifth in com-
mand. The Second Brigade, according
to the general order, is made up of the
Second and Twenty-fourth Infantry,

"and such other infantry as may ar-
rive here."

Plans in regard to the formation of
the Second Brigade were knocked awry
this evening by the definite announce-
ment that the order for the First Regi-
ment, from the Presidio and Benicia
Barracks. Cal., to proceed to Chicka-
mauga had been countermanded, and
that the regiment had gone into camp

at New Orleans. This, also, for the time
being at least, disposed of the plan of
the organization of the infantry into
three brigades of three regiments each.
As it stands now. the Sixteenth, from
Forts Sherman, Spokane and Boise
Barracks, is the only regiment which
"Major-General Brooke is reasonably

;certain of having incorporated in his
! army. Detached officers of that regi-
ment have already reported for duty
here. The Eighteenth and Nineteenth
Regiments, the former from Forts Bliss
and Sam Houston, and the latter from
Porta Brady and Wayne, it is thought,

TORPEDO BOAT FARRAGUT.

Will be Ready for Service in a Lit-
tle More Than a Month.

small, but formidable vessel, the thirty-
knot torpedo boat Farragut, now on the !
ways at the Union Iron Works.

Contrary to the custom of shipbuild-
ers, the Farragut's engines and ma-
chinery will all be in place when she
slides off the ways.

The Farragut is designed for a
speed of thirty knots an hour. Her
dimensions are: Length, 210 feet;

beam, 20 feet 4 inches; maximum
draught with the ship ready for sea
and bunkers full, 0 feet. Her displace-
ment will be 273 tons, and her engines
will indicate a maximum of 5,000 horse
power.

ANOTHER ADVANCE IN PRICE

OF FLOUR.

Wheat Higher, the Only Trading

Being Done is to Supply Mil-

lers?Decline in Barley.

San Francisco, April 26th.
Flour was advanced 25c per barrel to-

day: this makes an advance of 50c per
barrel this week, and a rise of $1 since
the 6th inst.; at the rate wheat is going
up a further advance may be looked for
any day; the export movement has been
active, and the market has a very strong

tone.
Wheat is again higher; a combination

of circumstances has caused a large boom
in wheat during the week. Locally the
continued dry weather, with no prospect
of rain to come, has been an important

factor. Then the very strong foreign
markets, a large decrease in the "visible"
east of the Rockies, and the prospect cf
Russian exports ceasing have been excel-
lent grounds for the hulls to work upon.
The shorts have been getting it hot and
heavy, as a rule, ot late. Yesterday Chi-
cago made gains of several cents on May.
July and September options. To-day ti.e
Chicago market opened several cents
stronger, but subsequently fell back. Lu-
cidly spot values have been largely noni-
[nal and governed by the course of op-
tions. The views of holders are far abovd
those of shippers, and the only trading
being done is to supply millers, and then
only for absolute needs.

Barley is rather on the fence. White
there is a disposition to advance the mar-
ket it is feared that supplies will be
rushed in from Oregon and thu East, and
wherever obtainable. Choice barley of-
fered to-day at a decline on yesterday's
figures, without a taker; options were not
as strong as expected.

Oats are unchanged, and the market.
though not easier, is not as strong as it
has bccll.

Corn has been rather quiet, in anticipa-
tions of a cheaper article from the East
under a lower freight rate.

The advance in hay has been checked;
while the hay coming in has sold lower
than our hgures there has been no gilt-
edge stock received; such would bring
our figures. Straw is very scarce and
has advanced sharply.

The lirst gooseberries of the season
were received to-day. They brought 84]
10c per lb. Receipts of cherries were 27
boxes and of strawberries lag chests. A
lot of berries were carried over from yes-
terday; the market fell, owing to heavy
supply; the river boat was late again to-
day. Blackberries brought 15a2'Je per
basket. White cherries are not much
wanted; some tine blacks sold higher.
Oranges move well, but at no better
prices. Fancy lemons are scarce. Very
few fancy apples corning in; most of those
offering are from cold storage.

In dried fruits there is not much doing
excepting in prunes, which are fairly ac-
tive at the recent advance; the small
sizes seem to be particularly wanted in
the Last. Honey is quite firm, the de-
mand having been good; stocks are pretty
well cleaned up and the crop promises lo

be short, and the prospect for a further
advance is good.
