SPAIN'S LATEST APPEAL.
San Diego Union: Spain continues to

protest to the Powers of Europe that
she is right in her controversy with
.the United States. The latest Spanish
note on this subject, which has just
been forwarded to the various Foreign
Offices, rehearses the old story of Ana r-
ican aid to filibusters and the liberal
treatment accorded to Cuba under the
Sagasta regime. The note concludes
by saying: "Being convinced, as Spain
is, that right and equity are on her side,
she will not and cannot surrender her
sovereignty in Cuba."

Of course the real purpose is to touch
Europe on a very tender point, and that
is the right to hold colonies and to
discipline them when they are not prop-
erly submissive. It is here that the
Madrid statesmen find the common
ground on which al] Europe may stand
with them. The assumption really is
that sovereignty over a colony is a
matter of such sacred right that any
course is justifiable in its defense.
And acting on this assumption, the
Spanish appeal finds no occasion to go
into the matter of wholesale starvation
and butchery in Cuba

This latest piotest from Spain is like-
ly to receive precisely the same con-
sideration that was given by the great

to the tricky, lying notes that
were addressed to them by Turkey dur-
ing the late Armenian troubles. The
Constantinople effusions were plausible
enough, but everybody knew that they
were not made in sincerity, and that
they were not founded on fact.

a whole week to act upon his message
on .armed intervention in Cuba, while
the general expectation was that the
business would be done in two days
