ONLY A FEW HOURS

When an Active Movement on

Cuba is Likely to Begin.
KEY WEST, May 11? It is said here

that if the report that the Spanish fleet
has returned to Spain proves to be cor-
rect, an active movement against Cuba
may occur within forty-eight hours. It
is uoseible that Rear Admiral Sampson

at Porto Rico and Commodore Remey
here may strike simultaneously.

If it were decided to land troops at
Bahia Honda, Matanzas or any other
point, the vessels here, together with
the ships on the blockading station,
would have no difficulty in securing a
landing with the aid of the heavy arm-
oitd lighting ships. The monitors, with
their heavy guns, could stand close in,
and with impunity proceed to the de-
molition of the fortifications, while the
gunboats and lighter vessels poured in
their shots from off shore.

Naval officers here believe the defense
at any point except Havana could be
reduced by ships now here and on the
Cuban station in half an hour.

There is no definite information as
to when the troops at Tampa will be
eml>ai ked.

The water problem is getting serious
at this place. Naval officers recognize
It, and they are looking anxiously for
the smoke from the stack of the big
Government condenser, which is prom-
ised to supply 40,000 gallons daily per
contract. The plant should have
started April L'fith, but it is not yet in
operation. The officers in charge of
this station are skeptical of the con-
denser's ability to produce 20,000 gal-
lons.

Key West's watering sources are
jnost primitive and limited. The shal-
low wells in towns are all more or less
brackish and under suspicion of sur-
face drainage. Two companies at va-
rious times have driven artesian wells
1,800 and 2,300 feet deep, but they
have never secured fresh water. The
tnvs n lives by cisterns and rain bar-
rels, and the latter are only a shade
less insanitary than the wells. The cis-
terns, filled during the rainy season,
usually run very low by the close of
the dry season, which is now due. This
year, in addition to the rains coming
very late, the town has had its popu-
lation doubled by the presence of
troops, ships and war vessels, and the

army of newspaper correspondents and
their tugs, which vessels take water
by the thousands of gallons, not only
for themselves, but for their boilers.
Of course the war vessels and some of
the hospital and other craft have con-
densers, but the draft on the town's
supply is still abnormal. The torpedo
boats are without condensing appa-
ratus, and they have been scouting for
frostl water as keenly as buccaneers
after Spanish galleons. Every discov-
ery of a fresh cistern is hailed like the
strike in the Klondike, and every gal-
lon of water has three purchasers, all
with money and means to outbid each
other.

All who can afford it (that is to say
the newspaper correspondents and offi-
cers) drink bottled water, but a dearth
of this supply is approaching. Most of
the unpretentious brands of bottled
water are .SI a gallon and "live" water
is l.~> cents a pint by the hundred bot-
tles.

To make matters worse, the drug
stores let their supply of water run
out before telegraphing for more, and
there is a corner on water between the
grocery store, hotel and Cuban Club

The Government reservoirs at the na-
val station, from which the engine-

room is supplied, contain less than %,*
OOU gallons of water, and it is re-
ported among the dispatch boats that
there is less than 1,000 gallons of rain
water available in the town, and this
is of a very poor quality.

LOADING OF TRANSPORTS.

Everything Possible Being Done to
Facilitate the Work.

TAMPA (Fla.). May 11.?Everything
possible is being done to facilitate the
work of loading the transports at Port
Tampa with ammunition and supplies
for the expedition. All last night and
all of to-day hundreds of men were

kept busy unloading the war material
from the freight cars and carefully

stowing it away. This part of the
work will be practically concluded by
to-morrow night, and the ships now in
the slip will drop anchor in the bay
to make room for other transports.

The Orizba is expected up front quar-

antine to-morrow. This is one of the
largest transports engaged by the Gov-
ernment and will be used for carrying
infantry. A number of Hotchkiss
quick-firing and Gatling guns were
loaded on the Florida to-day. The big
siege guns, four of which have arrived
here, have not yet been unloaded from
the cars. They will be loaded on
some of the larger vessels, probably
the Alamo or Orizba.

Lieutenant J. D. Miley of General
Shafter's staff, who was sent to Wash-
ington Saturday with the reports of
Captain Dorst and Colonel Lawton and
the plans of the Cuban campaign, re-
turned to-day. bearing with him a big
bundle of maps and documents and
immediately reported to General Shaf-
ter. It is now believed that the two

Cuban regiments will accompany the
regular troops to Cuba. They have all
been armed with Springfield rifles, and
under almost incessant drilling are rap-
idly being put into shape.

MOVEMENT OF TROOPS.

Soldiers Fast Departing From
Chiekamauga Park.

CHICKAMAUGA NATIONALPARK
(Ga.), May 11.?The orders to-day re-
ceived at the headquarters of General
Brooke's provisional army did not have
the rush features, hence, only three
regiments of cavalry left to-day. The
orders, however, are that all troops

'must go to the coast by the latter part

of the week. The Third and Sixth Cav-
alry had everything packed and ready
this morning by S o'clock, when the
tents of the camp were struck and

' loaded into the wagons in an incredibly
short time, and at 8:25 the march of
the Sixth to Ringgold was begun. The

i distance to Ringgold by the Govern-
ment road is about seven miles, and

\u25a0 by 11 o'clock the command had reach-
i ed the depot at that point and at 3

o'clock in the afternoon the trains be-
i gan to move. General S. S. Sumner

Sixth. Both regiments left the park be-
fore the pay car, which arrived to-
day, reached the park,

road, leaving to-night for Tampa. A
rumor prevailed to-day that these

? troops were to be sent through to Key

? that they would go to Tampa.
The Second Cavalry marched to Chat-

tanooga, arriving there late this after-
noon, and were soon loaded on cars of
the Alabama Great Southern Railroad
for Mobile, in command of Colonel

The First and Tenth Cavalry are un-
der orders to leave before Friday.

Iprobably get off before Saturday. All

Late this afternoon an order was is-; sued from General Brooke's headquar-

ters to the commanding officers 6f the
cavalry regiments leaving here to noti-
fy General Wade at Tampa of their
exact leaving time, the orders closing
by saying that "both brigades of cav-
alry will be forwarded at once to Key
West from Tampa."

This order includes the five cavalry
regiments. The infantry regiments will
all go to Tampa and will begin leaving
to-morrow.

Orders have been issued from corps
headquarters materially lightening the
load of the infantrymen for the com-

| ing campaign. By the terms of the
jorder the men in the ranks will be re-
lieved of the knapsack, tent, blanket,
overcoat, canvas suit, change of under-
wear, soap and towels, which are to
be carried in the wagons, two of which
are to be detailed "with each company.
The regulation load of the infantrymen
is about sixty-four pounds, and this
will take off his shoulders about seven-
teen pounds, leaving him forty-seven
pounds to be carried on the march into
Cuba.

Colonel Sumner received his commis-
sion as Brigadier and left in charge of
the First Cavalry Brigade to-day.

General Brooke to-day received no-
tice that there would be from 40,000
to 50,<MX> volunteers concentrated here,
and he was instructed to prepare for
taking care of that many men.

AT NEW ORLEANS.
NEW ORLEANS, May 11.? Officers

at the fair grounds of both regular and
volunteer forces are waiting anxiously
for some news confirmatory of the
press dispatches intimating that troops
are to be sent to Cuba very shortly.

Ifany orders have been received, how-
ever, they have not yet been given
out. The working of mustering the
Louisiana Guards is progressing rap-
idly, and the regiment of volunteers is
also steadily being increased in num-
bers.

The announcement that the lowa
volunteers and Indiana troops have
been ordered to New Orleans has
stirred the officers at the fair grounds
to activity, and preparations are being
made for the encampment of the West-
ern troops, provided that they are to
remain here for any length of time be-
fore taking transports for the islands.
The grounds and accommodations here
are ample for several thousand troops

that have been ordered to New Or-
leans.

AT SAN FRANCISCO.
SAN FRANCISCO, May 11.?The

quota of California volunteers is now
complete. The two battalions were
mustered into service this morning and
are now stationed at the Presidio and
the artillery battalion went into camp
near Fort Mason. The work of sup-
plying the soldiers with army clothing
is progressing as rapidly as possible,
but owing to the large number of men
to be outfitted, this work will not be
completed for some days, but it is evi-
dent by the rush orders received to-day

from Washington that the Government
is anxious to have the men ready for
service at a moment's notice.

The order from Washington direct-
ing that the Charleston proceed to sea
at once has changed the plans regard-
ing the denarture of the troops for
Manila. Instead of being convoyed by

the Charleston, the City of Pekins and
Australia will proceed unprotected by
a warship, but it is stated unofficially

that the City of Sydney and other
transports which are to sail later will
be looked after by the Philadelphia
which is being nrepared for service as
rapidly as possible. The transports will
call at Honolulu to coal and take on
fresh supplies.

The Government inspector spent
much of to-day in looking over the
steamers Ohio and Connemaugh in an-
ticipation of their charter by the Gov-
ernment. The vessels are owned by the
International Steamship Company of
Philadelphia and negotiations for their
charter axe proceeding in the East.
Nothing can be learned as to the in-
tentions of the Government, whether
the vessels will be used for transport-
ing men or supplies for the fleet at
Manila.

The City of Peking went into the dry
dock this afternoon and will be thor-
oughly scraped before to-morrow after-
noon when she will be ready to take on
supplies at Mare Island. The City of
Sydney will be ready to be turned over
to the Government by to-morrow night
and the Australia is being prepared for
service.

The commandant of the Mare Island
navy yard has been directed to have
the steamers China, St. Paul, Queen
and Senator examined with a view of
taking a record of their qualities in
case the Government should decide to
add these vessels to the auxiliary fleet
now engaged on this coast.

FLYING SQUADRON.

Commodore Schley Thinks Dewey
Accomplished a Great Victory.
OLD POINT COMFORT (Va.), May

111.?(On board the flagship Brooklyn,
joff Fort Monroe.) ?Commodore Winfield
jScott Schley, commanding the flying
squadron, to-day, for the first time,
consented to give his views upon the
victory of Admiral Dewey at Manila.
To the Associated Press representative
he said:

"Admiral Dewey's victory at Manila
must deservedly take place side by side
with the greatest naval victories of the
world's history. It has beeri urged that
the result shows such decided inferior-
ity in resistance as compared with the
order of attack that there is a diminu-
tion of glory, but that is untiu<\ for it
must first be remembered, that the
greatness of Dewey's success lies in the.
calm courage and daring displayed in
his decision to enter a strain-; hatbr.r
at daik, under the guns of many foits,
and braving perhaps the hidden torpedo
or mine.

"It strikes me that with several ad-
vatageous fortifi°d position:; the pre-
ponderance of advantage was certainly
with the enemy, and that with the
great daring displayed by Dewey there
jrr.ust fall upon his shoulders the mantle
of Perry and Farragut. From the

< ived of the battle, it is evident that

was not a faint heart in all that squad-
ron, but an enthusiastic esprit de corps

CRUISER YALE.

AMBULANCE SHIP SOLACE.

Ready to Move as Soon as Emer-
gency Arises.

for 100 wounded, has arrived here from
Hampton Roads.

Commander Dunlap says his first or-
ders will be to proceed to the blockade
fleet off Cuba, make the rounds of the
ships and distribute supplies to the
sailors.

WHEAT NOT SO EXCITED AND

PRICES LOWER.

Practically Nothing Doing in Bar-

ley, Either in Spot or Options?

Oat Market in Good Shape.

San Francisco, May 11th.
Wheat was not so excited to-day,though

still much unsettled: the Chicago market
was lower and the local market went the

same way; spot quotations are entirely

nominal, shippers being out of the mar-
ket; receipts were small. Practically noth-
ing doing in Bailey, either spot or options;

what little is doing in futures is for De-
cember delivery; spot is lower for feed
and brewing; sale of brewing for local ac-
count; recfeiuts to-day were only 63 cen-
tals. The Oat market is in good shape;

while trading is not particularly active
there is no decline in prices, stocks being

none too heavy. Corn is in fair demand
at quoted prices. Nothing doing in Rye.

New Wheat Hay arrived to-day from
near Sacramento; there were two cars
and they brought $20 per ton; this is

higher than new Wheat Hay has sold for
many years: it was well cured and of fine
quality; the market for old Hay is
stronger, though not enough to admit of
an advance in prices; receipts were
smaller: they Included 2 cars of Alfalfa
from Utah; there is less Oregon Hay
coming now.

The first Raspberries of the season were
received to-day from Newcastle, Placer
County: there were 16 baskets, and they
brought 25c per basket. Receipts of Straw-
berries to-day were 965 cheats, of Cher-
ries "70 lK>xes and of Apricots 30 boxes.
Apricots are too small and sold at TV'/ SI
per box. Cherries are more plentiful and
are lower. Berries sold about the same
as yesterday.

No <iuotable changes in Butter; the
mixed and unsettled condition of affairs
among dealers continues; the present
prices encourage the sending here of East-
ern Butter. Kegs are firm; ranch are
higher: they take a wider range, some
being off auality; sales of store Eggs re-
ported at IXtefi.
