
REVIEW OF THE WAR SITUATION.

Admiral Sampson has accomplished

a good part of that which he was sent
to San Juan, Porto Rico, to do, name-
ly, to administer punishment. At this
{Rritlng there are conflicting stories as
to what was done, but the Admiral's

Own report is to be taken as accurate,

In which he says that he injured Morro
find some lesser batteries, and that in-
cidentally the town was fired along the
ffc'ater front.

It is clear that he did not go to San
SJuan with the intention of bombarding
the city or of occupying it. He has no
lorce to spare for occupancy, and his
aim was to destroy fortifications only.

IThe Spanish claim that he did little
Bamage, but his own report is quite

satisfactory. He was probably called
few ay from completing his task by news
Of the whereabouts of that will-o'-wisp

Section of the Spanish fleet, it having

keen discovered at Martinique. He has
How sailed to engage the enemy in
those waters and cut it off from ap-
proaching Cuba, or with the idea of
pursuing it, if it has gone after the
Oregon.

An unconfirmed dispatch tells of the
surrender of the town of San Juan,
Porto Rico. But this probably relates
to compliance with Admiral Sampson's
notice to remove non-combatants from
the town, as his bombardment of the
forts would endanger the place.

The Schley flying squadron has sail-
ed, possibly to unite with Sampson's
fleet, l,r>oo miles away, but more like-
ly to proceed north and ascertain what
sort of enemy is in the New England
coast section, that is alarming the good
folks of Boston and Masachusetts coast
towns by mysterious approaches and
much signaling, and now and then pur-
gjit of a commerce bearer.

What we may look for next is a ter-
rific sea fight between Sampson's fleet
and that of Spain in the Deeward Isl-
and or Windward Island section. The
two fleets are fairly evenly matched.
We are to expect no picnic work in
this contest. Admiral Sampson will
confront the choicest Spain has to offer,
seven ships, all first-class, and four of
them heavily armored cruisers, but not
a battleship in the lot. Sampson will
present them the American compli-

ments of at least two battleships, and
possibly three monitor type ships, be-
sides armored cruisers and gunboats.

The Spanish Admiral will outclass us
In small fry. He has three formidable
torpedo boat destroyers that are not to
be despised even by a battleship. But
on the other hand the heavy metal at
long range of the American battleship
tnay settle the fate of these small craft,
Which once rightly struck are doomed,
*vhile the battleship Is capable of re-
sisting successive assaults in large
number.

A story comes from Manila, which
lacks confirmation, to the effect that
the insurgents on the Island of Luzon
bave divided, and part have turned
\u25a0gainst the Americans, declaring that
jthey axe opposed to the Spanish priests
Only, wish reforms instituted, but do
?tot want the Spanish rule overthrown.
It is said that a body of these by
treachery have deceived a body of
Dewey's men and massacred them. It
*rould not be at all surprising to find
lourselves committed to the task of
training the Luzon insurgents at the
point of the bayonet. They have
among them a class not to be easily
©ontrollecL They respect force only.

However, if Dewey had met with
trouble from the class indicated, it is
probable, now that he has control of
the cable, that he would have report-
ed It, and have asked for declaration
*fthe policy of this Government toward
the Philippine natives, to guide his con-
duct regarding them.

The appearance of the Spanish fleet
In Carribean waters has checked the
movement of troops upon Cuba. That
Ifcraa to have been expected. That fleet
must be attended to first. When it is
disposed ofi our ships can be used to
cover the landing our troops must ef-
fect upon Cuban soil.

ORDERS OF MERIT.

Conjyrress has voted Admiral Dewey
a sword and a vote of thanks and to his
officers and men medals of honor. These
svilt be known as Manila medals, of
course. Future generations will come
to. value these simple costless memen-
toes of a nation's gratitude as price-
less; as tokens of honor and decorations
of nobiOty before which the gaudy jew-
els of kings and potentates will sink
into insignificance. These bronze med-
als which will be cast from the melt
of captured Spanish cannon, will hold
a place in human estimation so far
above royal orders of merit and imper-
ial decorations, that they will be
Bcarcely mentionable in the same
breath.

The little bronze discs will preach of
a nation that abhors war but admires
gallantry; that would be at peace with
all the world, but not at the price of
mercy and liberty They will tell the
generations of men the story of un-

daunted courage and rare skill by

American seamen, such as has not been
paralleled in the history of free institu-

tions. They will cast no shadows upon

the great achievements of our navy in
the war of the revolution, in the war of
1812, the conflict with Mexico or the
unhappy internecine struggle of the re-

bellion. On the contrary they will con-
fer new brilliancy upon them and new
honor upon every evidence of gallantry

and service worn upon the breast of a

veteran soldier or sailor.

The son of General George B. McClel-
lan is a member of the House of Rep-

resentatives. Mark how the spirit of
a great and heroic father burns in the
breast of the son. The war revenue bill
was under debate, and some small and
partisan souls were carping about its
provisions. Said Mr. McClellan:
I recognize the necessity of raising

revenue, and of raising sufficient reve-

nue, without delay, to support the Pres-
ident in the prosecution of this war.
This is not a time to play politics. This
is not a time to draw party lines. If
my ideas as to how the means of car-
rying on the war should be raised do
not prove to be the ideas of the House;

if the views of the minority should be
voted down, then I shall feel it is my

duty to refrain from putting even the
small obstacle of one vote in the way
of the successful prosecution of the
war. I shall feel that it is my duty as
a man and as an American to ignore
my personal predilections, to ignore my
partisanship, and, forgetting that I am
a partisan, to remember only that I
am a citizen of the United States who
loves his country.

Up In Oregon they are teaching in the

special schools a number of simple

household duties. For instance, one
of these is how to kindle a fire. Now,

at first blush, it would seem to be

trifling with time to teach a boy or girl

how to start a fire in a stove or on a

hearth. But as a matter of fact the

mass of children grow up without un-

derstanding that art; for it is an art,

call it by a coarser name if we will, still

it requires certain skill and knowledge,

which it is found the many do not have.

Fire mismanagement by girls has been
a prolific source of woe. It means ill-
cooked food, waste of fuel, loss of time
and danger to life and property. The
"Oregonian" says, "Teach the girls by-

all means how to make and manage a

kitchen fire even if the last new stitch

in embroidery Is omitted." But then,

why should parents by neglect of home
duty force this new task upon even a

special school system?

It is practically impossible to look
forward to this war as a long and
very bloody one. The helplessness of
Spain and her incapacity against this
nation are so patent, that to the clear
seeing it seems that the Peninsular
Government must very soon accede to

the demands of the United States, con-
cede the independence of Cuba and sue
for peace. Indeed we apprehend that
we are going to have more real trouble
in organizing, controlling and getting
into peaceful state with their neigh-
bors, the insurgents of Cuba, than we
will have with the Spanish. Not that
there is to be any conflict of war be-
tween the two, but assuredly it will be
necessary to exercise a powerful pa-
cific influence over Cuba before the
insurrectionists can be trusted to con-
trol the whole island.

Mark the difference of spirit between
the two peoples. According to a state-
ment by Premier Sagasta, the greater

difficulty under which Spain labors is
the division among her people. The
venerable statesman laments that as

soon as the Government was put into
a close corner, politicians in the Cor-
tes began to hamper the policy of the
crown, oppose measures necessary for
the national defense, and to stir up a
spirit of revolt against the Government
itself. Here in the United States the
instant war was resolved upon politi-
cal differences were pushed aside, all
parties united to vote the Government
confidence and unlimited financial aid,
and the people as one man sprang for-
ward, a unit in support of the President
and his Cabinet. But this is America
and the other is Spain.

It is now seen clearly that the Presi-
dent was right in opposing recognition

of the independence of the Cuban in-
surgents. Had that been done we could
have operated in Cuba only by great-

est difficulty. They are now recog-

nized as belligerents, and we are co-

operating with them. Indeed, we could

not well make a campaign in the rainy

season or at any other time without

their co-operation while they remained

in the field. But to have recognized
them as independents would have
placed all our troops under their com-
mand, practically. We could not have

made a land movement except by their

consent and according to their plans

of campaign.

The warning' of history so often giv-

en, that in time of war is no time to

prepare for war, is now so deeply im-
pressed upon the judgment of the

American people that it is safe to say

we will never again be caught out as in

the present instance, when it takes a

solid month to mobilize about half of

the regular forces of the nation and

equip them for service. It was always

true that the time to prepare is prior

to the outbreak of hostilties. But in

this day, when nations do not give

thirty days' warning of intention to

make war, it Is more necessary to be

ready all the time. Such state of read-

iness is a conservator of peace.

Now then let the school girls and the

summer girls prove their patriotism by

sticking to their chewing gum. A war

tax of one cent has been laid upon every

package of five sticks of gum. This

will, it is anticipated, yield a revenue
of $2,000,000 for the Government per

annum. It seems incredible that such
a vast sum can be realized from such a

source, but that is the calculation. Now,

then, girls, chew two sticks for every

one heretofore. Wag your jaws vigor-
ously for Old Glory.

The complaint still comes up from the
southern part of the State that the fair
credit of California is being seriously

injured by the acts of unconscionable
dealers who send away California
fruits of a grade that should never ap-

pear in the Eastern markets, and thus
the effort to establish a standard of
excellence in the East for our products

is negatived in large measure.

NEWS BY CABLE.

LINES OVER WHICH THE WAR

MESSAGES ARE RECEIVED.

Interesting Information for Those

Who Wish to Keep Posted

on the War.

It will interest most readers of the
"Record-Union" to know by what ca-
ble routes news is received in this of-
fice of operations in the Philippines and
in the West Indies. Knowledge of the
routes will do much to render under-
standing clear concerning the dates
and places of dispatch, for not always
is the news dated at the place of orig-
ination.

From Europe we have as the main
lines of service in the North Atlantic
three cables from the British Isles lead-
ing to New York and Boston by way of
Halifax. Two lines branching lead to
Boston, one to New Brunswick, and
from Halifax one leads direct to Ber-
muda, thence to Turks Island, thence
through the passage between Cuba and
Hayti to Kingston in Jamaica. There
is also a direct line from Kingston to
Aspinwall, and two lines from Kings-
ton to San Juan, on the north side of
Porto Rico, and Ponce on the south
shore of the same island.

A line also leads from Kingston to
Santiago de Cuba, thence along the
south Cuban shores to Cienfuegos,
thence to Havana by cable and land.
Prom Havana to Key West there are
four lines; and from Key West to Pun-
ta Rassa, on the west coast of Florida,
there are four lines of wire in subma-
rine cable.

From Cape Haitien, Hayti, a subma-
rine line leads to Puerto Plata, San Do-

mingo, thence to Martinique, thence to
Paramaribo and the Brazilian and Ar-
gentine States generally, and relates
to all South American independencies.

Proit the south shore of San Domingo,
Prom the city of the same name, a cable
leads direct to Curacoa. and relates to
Venezuela generally and French and
British colonies on the north shores of
South America.

From San Juan, Porto Rico, and from
Ponce, Porto Rico, cables lead to the
islands St. Thomas and St. Croix. That
landed at St. Thomas leads
erly to St. Kitts, thence to Antigua,

Guadeloupe, Galante, Dominica, Mar-
tinique, St. Lucia, St. Vincent, Grenada,
and the island of Trinidad, off the coast

of Venezuela A line leads also direct
from St. Croix, near St. Thomas, to
Trinidad, and from the latter island two

lines, extend southwardly and easterly

to the States of the South American
continent.

From the island of St. Vincent a dou-
ble line extends by cable to Barbadoes.
From the east coast of Florida, at Ju-
piter, a cable runs to the English isle
of Nassau. Now by taking a map of

the region Indicated, pencil-tracing will
enable any one to lay down all these

lines between the points named. Near-
ly all the lines are controlled by Eng-

lish companies and the English Gov-
ernment, and any disturbance of them
will land the offender in trouble with
England. Besides, there are treaties
protecting most of the cables laid.

The lines connecting Punta Rassa,

Fla., with Key West and Havana and

New York with Hayti are American;

the direct line from Puerto Plata, Hay-

ti, to Martinique is French, and all the

rest are English. Spain does not pos-

sess an Inch of cable in the Western
Hemisphere.

The Punta Rassa-Havana line has

been cut by the Spaniards. That will,

of course, make direct communication
impossible between Cuba and Florida,

but an American who may desire to
send a dispatch, and finds himself any-

where near Cienfuegos or Santiago de

Cuba, can send a cable message over
the Cuba Submarine Telegraph Com-

pany's line to Kingston, Jamaica, and

thence it will be transmitted over the
direct cable to Halifax, Nova Scotia,

and from there to the United States.
When the base of operations is any-

where near Porto Rico, dispatches

will have to be sent from St. Thomas,

which is Danish territory, to Kingston,

and thus the United States can be

reached. This can be done, however,

only if the Spanish authorities do not

interfere with the cable which touches

Porto Rico at San Juan. They could

intercept the message there, and in that

event the means of communication
would be made vastly more difficult. A
dispatch would have to be sent to Mar-
tinique and thence over the French line

to Puerto Plata and Cape Haytien,

where the American cable to New York

begins. This latter, in the opinion of

cable experts, couid not easily be cut,

as it lies very deep, and is extremely

difficult to find unless exact maps are

obtainable, and, of course, the maps are
in the hands of the owners only.

But should even this line be cut by

the Spaniards, there is still another way

of sending a message?namely, from St.

Thomas to Martinique, and thence via

the Paramaribo line to Rio de Janeiro,

or Pernambuco. where connections with

the European line across South Atlantic

waters could be made. The Paramaribo
line is. however, seldom used in trans-

mitting messages from St. Thomas, and

would be pressed into cervice only m

case of extreme necessity.

News from any engagement held any-

where near the Bahamas can easily be

obtainable by the short cable which

runs from Nassau to Jupiter, Fla, con-
trolled by an English company. Wher-
ever, therefore, the navies of the two

countries may meet, it is thought that

no difficulty will be encountered in

transmitting intelligence to the people

of the United States an-d Europe. If,

however, the American Meet sails for

the Cape Verde Islands, or the Canaries,

the Spaniards will be in a better posi-

tion to control the wires.
The direct cable from Rio de Janeiro

to Lisbon, though an English line,

gees directly through both the Cape

Verde Islands and the Canaries. It will

not be necessary for the Spaniards to

cut the cables, but they can merely

hold up the ends of the wires wherever
they strike their territory, and thus
delay communication. There is only

one other cable line that runs through

the Canary Islands, and that is from
St. Louis, Senegal. From the latter

port to Tejita, in the Canaries, the line
is in the hands of an English company,

but from Tejita to Cadiz it is a Spanish

Government line.
The only means of communication

available in the event of hostilities in
the vicinity of the Canaries or Cape
Verde Islands would be via the Azores
Islands, which are a Portuguese pos-
session. From there a short line runs
to Lisbon, and is under English con-
trol. There is direct communication
betweene Lisbon and London, and the
news would thus.have to come to the
United States through England.

Concerning news communication with
the Philippines, it must be understood
that there is no cable across the Pacific
Ocean. A submarine cable leads from
Manila to Hongkong, China, 028 miles.
A cable leads from Hongkong to La-
buan, in British North Borneo, south

of the Philippine group. From there a

cable leads to Singapore, and thence
through British India and the usual
Enropean routes to the capitals of
Europe.

Another line leads from Hongkong
to Hanot, in Tonquin, passing through
the Hainan Straits. From Hanot the
cable leads to Hue. in Anam. th?nce to

Saigon, in Cochin-China, thence to
Singapore, and thence, as in the other-
case, to Europe by cables and land
lines.

It will therefore be seen that the only

communication by wire with Manila is
via Hongkong. When the line from
Manilt to that place is interrupted com-
munication can only be had by steamer

to Hongkong or to Labuan, in Borneo,

but the latter route is the longer, and
is seldom used.
