A SPANISH TRICK FAILS.

A Derelict Set Afloat to Wreck Our
Ships Sent to the Bottom.

KEY WEST, May 17.?(Copyrighted,
1898, by the Associated Press.)? The
United States cruiser Wilmington, Com-
mander C. C. Todd, when about thirty
miles east of Havana, fired four shells
into a Spanish trap in the shape of a
derelict, sinking it and thus doing

away with another piece of Spanish
trickery.

The commander of the Wilmington
had been warned by dispatch boats that
some dangerous wreckage was drifting

about the spot mentioned and the
cruiser steamed in that direction to
investigate the reports. An old Span-
ish schooner with her deck loaded to
the rails with rusty iron, car wheels,

etc., closely packed together, was found
floating in the track of the torpedo
boats and dispatch boats. The iron-
laden schooner had evidently been sent
out of Havana harbor in the hope that
a torpedo boat or some craft of the
blockading force would crush into it
and be so damaged as to cause her to
sink. As wires were noticed around the
iron rails on the schooner, Commander
Todd believed the Spanish trap might
also contain explosives, and therefore,
laying off a considerable distance from
her, his guns promptly sent her to the
bottom.

Another commissioner from General
Maximo Gomez, the insurgent Com-
mander-in-Chief, arrived at Key West
to-day. John F. Jova, the former Uni-
ted States Vice-Consul at Sagua La
Grande, who was landed by an Ameri-
can gunboat on the coast of Cuba about
ten days ago, was picked up yester-
day afternoon after an exciting experi-
ence with a Spanish gunboat which the
American gunboat chased into her
harbor. Mr. Jova succeeded in reach-
ing the camo of General Gomez, and
has brought dispatches from the latter
to Commodore Watson. He reports that
General Gomez and the several thou-
sand men with him are in the best of
spirits and hope for a speedy ending
of the situation. Mr. Jova also re-
ported that Spanish troops are moving
westward, keeping in the cities. He
made part of the journey along the
coast in a small boat and was being

chased by a Spanish gunboat when the
American gunboat hove in sight. Th-
Spaniard, though several miles off, fired
a number of shots at the American
vessel. The latter proceeded to pick
up Mr. Jova and two companions of the
former Consul, and then chased the
Spanish gunboat. which promptly
scudded for safety into port.

NEWSPAPER CORRESPONDENTS

Madrid Government Refuses to Re-
lease Those Arrested in Cuba.

MADRID, May 17, 4p. m?lt is an-
nounced here in a dispatch from Ha-
vana that after the arrival of the Un-
cas off that port the two captured
America newspaper men were exam-
ined, and it is added that the inquiry
revealed the fact that they could not
be considered as prisoners of war, but
must be locked up as spies, one being,
it is claimed, a Cuban employed in Ha-
vana. It is further said that upon the
prisoners were found revolvers, cart-
ridges, interesting documents and a
camera.

Advices received here confirm the re-
port that Freeman Halstead, the news-
paper correspondent arrested at San
Juan de Porto Rico, was taken into
custody while in the act of taking pho-
tographs of the fortifications.

A report is current here that the
Spanish flotilla at Havana is about to
make another sortie.

An official dispatch from San Juan de
Porto Rico, just received, says that no
warship arrived there yesterday or to-
day.

Rear-Admiral Camara, who is in
command of the Spanish reserve squad-
ron at Cadiz, and who has been ordered
to come to Madrid to consult with the
Minister of Marine as to his naval
plans, has received orders instructing
him to remain at Cadiz.

VESSEL BLOWN UP.

An American Ship Reported De-
stroyed With All on Board.

NEW YORK, May 17.?A dispatch
from Havana, via Madrid, says:

It is reported that an American ves-
sel engaged in removing torpedoes at
Cabanas has been blown up, and that
the entire crew perished.

She conceded everything a self-
respecting nation could concede, but the
Americans, whose ambition is insati-
able, always asked for something more
and even what belonged to vs?that
land discovered by Spaniards led by
Columbus.

"Forward, then, to the war, since we

are forced thereto by the American's
blind ambition. But let us enter the
combat as the Spaniards of old. strong

in their rights and trustful in God, who
will never abandon a just cause and
who will aid our efforts.

"Ineed not enjoin discipline upon you,
for during the past six months you

have been under my command. I have
only had cause for congratulation. Nor
need I call on you to do your duty con-
scientiously, especially during the
watches, which will often be most try-

ing. Still less need I urge you to dis-
play courage. You are Spaniards, and
that is sufficient in war.

"Then, when I lead you to battle,

have confidence in your chiefs and the
nation, whose eye is upon you, will see

that Spain to-day is the Spain of all
time. c

COSTLY FIRE.

Over a Million Dollars' Worth of
Property Destroyed.

ATTLEBORO (Mass.), May 17.?The
catastrophe that had been feared for
years, because of the crowded situation
of jewelry factories of Attleboro, rep-
resenting practically the town's entire
industrial wealth, at last came to
broad reality early this (Wednesday)
morning.

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PACIFIC ROLLING MILLS.

The Directors Decide to Terminate
the Business.

SAX FRANCISCO. May 17.?The
"Bulletin" this afternoon says: The
directors of the Pacific Coast Rolling
Mills in this city have decided to close
the establishment and terminate the
business. It is declared that the cor-
poration Is perfectly solvent, and that
the closing of its affairs at this time was
decided upon so that every indebted-
ness of the company could be paid, it
being argued that the business has been
operated at a loss, and that creditors
would suffer considerably if the mills
were kept in operation. There are
$713,000 worth of outstanding bonds,

and these, with the other claims against
the company, will bring the aggregate
indebtedness of the company up to
nearly $800,000. Most of the bonds of
the company are held in this city.

The reason given for the losses re-
ferred to is that the company cannot
compete with the prices of labor and
material now existing in the Eastern
States.

The Pacific Rolling Mills was proba-
bly second In size to the Union Iron
Works on this coast, and. like the latter
concern, has done much contract work
for the Government, especially in the

way of large castings for the warships

built here. It is generally expected that
the creditors of the company will agree
on a peaceful termination of its affairs.

WHEAT MARKET IN AN UNSET-
TLED CONDITION.

Prices Weak and Lower for Op-

tions?Barley Quiet, With a

Declining Tendency.

San Francisco, May 17th.
The Wheat market has been in an un-

settled condition; the market East has
been bobbing about at the pleasure of the
Leiter people, and the local market has,

as a rule, followed a like course; this
morning Chicago opened stronger, but to-

ward the close dropped back below the
opening prices; the local market is weak
and lower for options, owing to the re-
cent rain and the present threatening
weather; spot is nominal, shippers being
out of the market; millingis firmly held.
Barley is quiet and weak; options opened
lower to-day and spot has a lower ten-
dency. Not much doing in Oats; prices
have been unchanged for some days; the
.-?upply is ample, yet not excessive; nearly
all come from the north. There has been
considerable Eastern Corn received of
late, and practically no California; the
Eastern is finding a market and prices
rule steady.

During the week there has been a de-
cline In Bran and Middlings; the market
has been quiet and the supply has beea
more than sufficient for the needs. Con-
siderable new Hay has been received, but
with the exception of some Wheaten from
Sacramento the new Hay has not been
well taken to; much of the Oat and Bar-
ley has been baled green and arrives
steaming; the new Oat Hay takes a wide
range for that reason; the M« Island
Barley is also very poor; ten cars, mostly

!Alfalfa, arrived to-day from Utah, and
[ the market tor such is lower; one car
!canve from Washington and one from Ne-
vada.

The first Currants of the season were
received to-day from San Leandro; there
were two crates, containing four baskets,
and they brought $1 75 per crate: thus is
25c more than the first brought last sea-
son: they were quite ripe. Large Straw-
berries from Watsonville brought at auc-
tion $4 2006 10 per chest; some were poor
and muddy, causing the wide range in
prices; all Watsonville shippers b;it a cou-
ple have agreed to send their Berries to
the auction room for a time; commission
men think that the old method will yield
better returns. Receipts were 237 chests
of Strawberries 90 boxes of 'cots, 352 boxes
of Cherries. Black Cherries did better,
as did also fancy White and Red.

Dried Fruits are unchanged. There is a
Isteady demand for Prunes, which are pret-
ty well cleaned up and rule firm; other
Fruits are quiet.

Butter is firm and the market is in good
shape; stocks are not heavy, and the de-
mand is good; some Eastern Butter here,
and more is on the way. Cheese is rather
too plentiful for the demand, and the
market is weak at quoted prices. Eggs
are stiff at higher prices; receipts have
been light; some Eastern here, but they
do not affect the price for local goods.
