How the Sacramento Volunteers
Are Getting Along.

Tho following paragraphs are taken
[from a letter received yesterday from one
of the officers of Company F at the
Presidio:

"The preliminary work of the volun-
Iteers is quite arduous. Blank forms
for Government work require a great
deal of writing. Most of them have to
jfilled in triplicate. Company F has
jperformed this work right up to the
Ihandle. Captain Lucey requires his
ofiicers to take their share of this work.
The non-commissioned officers all are
required to take their squads and drill
them.

"So you see we all have work to per-
form. The result is that Lieutenant-
Colonel W. R. Johnson, while he has

| not his company F of Fresno in his
jcommand, has a company that is set-
ting the pace for the rest. This we hear
from all quarters. Captain Carrington
of the regular army has on more than
one occasion pointed out our Captain

and that he understood his business
thoroughly.

"To-day (Saturday) the citizens of
Stockton presented the First and Sec-
ond Battalions with colors, and the
ceremony was certainly a very patriotic
one, and when the colors were turned
over to the Colonel all the soldiers and
citizens uncovered, and the band struck
up the national anthem. This was all
done in a drizzling rain, yet all re-
mained with bared heads till the color
guard marched off the grounds.

country and thus show our apprecia-
tion of the gifts.

Sheriff Johnson and County Detective
Fisher had been keeping a sharp look-
out for the murderous Mongolian, and
while riding out on a J-street car yes-
terday afternoon they noticed their
man on the front end of a down-coming
car. Quickly alighting, they became
passengers on the other car. and when
nearing Seventh and J streets they

placed Hung Chune under arrest. The
] Chinaman was very much surprised,

and also surprisingly stubborn, but
finally had to yield and was soon in
jail.

The prisoner is an old-time highbind-
er of the "hatchetman" variety. His
vicious nature makes him particularly
valuable to the class of fighting men
to which he belongs. He is an ex-con-

viet, having been convicted in this
county twelve years ago of an assault
to murder, for which he served three
years in Folsom Prison. He then at-
tempted to kill another Chinaman near
Florin, who owed him a bill, by almost
braining his victim with an iron bar.
