One of the newest uses of the bicycle
la as a surveying machine, not merely
a machine to carry a surveyor from
point to point, but as a machine which
performs in itself the mechanical part
of the surveyor's work, says a New
York paper. The United States army
Is considering the advisabilty of adopt-
ing this machine as an adjunct to tac-
tics. By means of an attachment, the
exact topographical characteristics of
a road may be ascertained with no
other exertion on the part of the sur-
veyor than a ride along the road in
Question. The importance of the in-
vention in military practice can be
easily appreciated. Hereafter, a Gen-
eral contemplating a march can order
his chief engineer to find out the exact

topography of a road over which the
army is to pass. The engineer, by
taking his wheel, can ride on ahead
and return in a short time with an ex-
act profile of the road, sc that every
obstacle in the way of heavy ordnance
or supply wagons can be known and
provided for long before the troops

even start on their way.

New York Tribune: A reader of the

"Tribune" who says he is a veteran
cyclist claims he has made certain dis-
coveries regarding the saddle and the
proper clothing for riders which may

interest wheelmen, and especially those
who are novices- He writes as follows:
"It is a well recognized fact that one
of the principal drawbacks of bicycle
riding, particularly for the beginner,
is 'saddle soreness." Hence we lind
that there is no end of different sad-
dles on the market ?pneumatic, hy-
gienic, padded and what not?all claim-
ing to obviate this distressing ailment.
Now, after covering a great many
thousands of miles over country roads,
and experiencing no end of 'saddle
soreness," I am fully convinced that the
fault is not with the saddle, but with
the seams in the rider's trousers. Let
any rider examine his trousers, and he
will lind the inner seams harsh and
coarse, especially so about those parts

which come in direct contact with his
body when sitting in the saddle. Early
last season I took my trousers to my
tailor and had all the seams pressed as
fiat as possible. Then 1 had a circular
piece of soft cloth (to avoid clumsiness)

stitched on the inside, covering the
seams. "What was the result? I cov-
ered three thousand miles without a
particle of soreness. I found myself
able to tride twenty-five miles or more
without dismounting, and Iride a fairly
hard saddle at that. And so I say that
I firmly believe that trouble is not with
the saddle, but with the tailor. If my
experience will be of any use to fellow
riders, I trust you will ventilate it."

Jervis Weekly: The chainless wheel

has encouraged makers in the direction
of turning out heavier heels. Low
prices have conspired to increase this
tendency, as light wheels cannot be
made cheaply. Not only Wheels, but
saddles and tires are heavier this year.
It appears, however, that a fully equip-
ped chain wheel including gear case
and brake, is not as heavy as the regu-
lation chainless. Some dealers say the
demand for chainless wheels is good,
others report to the contrary. Nearly

all agree that the inclosed chain model
is becoming constantly more of a fac-
tor. While some dealers ask $5 extra

for a gear case and claim that they
obtain it easily, others offer it as a true
part of the wheel and ask nothing ex-

tra. The latter class say that before
long competition will drive all dealers
to offer the best American gear case
free, as a regular equipment.

* * *
There are indications that saddle

makers are beginning to do their de-
signing with a certain improvement
idea held in common. This idea is the
solution of the pommel problem. The
pommel of a saddle is something that
is always more or less annoying and
yet it is a feature that cannot well be
dispensed with. For some time it has
been regarded as a necessary evil.
Many plans have been tried in modify-
ing the shape and size of pommels in
order to make them less objectionable,
but some unpleasant pressure has
seemed unavoidable. A few makers
have tried making saddles without
pommels and some of this style are
still on the market. Their use, how-
ever, quickly demonstrates the value of
the pommel, which is something every
rider does not understand. The fact
that many have to try a saddle without
a pommel and then change back to the
pommel style before they learn what
they want proves the ignorance exist-
ing in this direction. The sole use for
the pommel is that of steadying the
wheel. Every rider who has tried the
small round seat has learned that the
wheel cannot be so well controlled and
kept from wabbling with no pommel
between the legs. There are a few per-
sons, though, to whom the pressure of
the pommel is so objectionable that
they prefer to work harder with the
arms and suffer a slight loss of control
rather than use a pommel.

The question of how to get rid of the
latter as a nuisance and yet retain it as
a necessity is the one that saddle mak-
ers are now wrestling with. Evidences
that this is becoming a common object
in construction are at hand in the new
designs that are appearing.

* * *
It will be noticed that more wheels

will be found equipped with brakes this
year than ever before. This is a good
sign, for while the brake may not be
needed once In a long time, the chances
are that when you do need it you will
need it badly, and it may possibly save
you from a serious accident.

* * *
Brazilian wheelwomen show a marked

partiality for American bicycles instead
of those made in France or England,
although the latter wheels are much
cheaper there. None but well-made
wheels will stand the rough cobblestone
pavements of most South American
cities, and the women, after having
tested different makes of wheels, have
adopted those of American manufac-
ture, as they find them the most last-
ing.

* * *
The first drop-frame machine is said

to have been made in ISSS by W. E.
Smith for his wife, who is still an en-
thusiastic wheelwoman. This original
woman's wheel was neither so graceful
nor so light as the present drop-frame
bicycles. Only twenty pounds differ-
ence existed between the weight of the
wheel and the weight of the rider. Mrs.
Smith tipped the scales at eighty
pounds and the wheel at sixty. But the
next year saw both improved, as the old
wheel was forty pounds heavier than
the new one and Mrs. Smith had gained
forty pounds. Every year since then
careful attention has been bestowed
upon women's models by the different
manufacturers, and this year the drop-
frame wheels seem to have attained the
acme of excellence.

The wheelway badges are not taken

as freely as they should be. The Sacra-
mento club is bending its energies to
keeping up the Folsom wheelway?and
it needs constant work?and to build
more mileage. The club itself gives all
the money it can afford. Why, then,
should not riders who use the path do
a little something? Very little is asked,

simply $1 for the whole season and a
badge is given for that which can be
worn on the wheels. Those who use
the path and give nothing towards Its
maintenance are hoggish and devoid of
sentiment.

THOSE DEAD COWS.

Mayor Land Thinks the Report
Exaggerated.

Mayor Land last evening sent in the
following communication:

Sacramento, May 124th.
Eds. of the "Record-Union": There

apeared in this morning's issue of the
"Record-Union" an article headed
"Dead Cow Juice," in which it is report-
ed that "yesterday there were six dead
cows seen in the water at the mouth of
the American River," which report I
immediately caused to be investigated,
and I find that the facts were greatly
exaggerated. Senator Fred Cox this
afternoon visited the locality and found
that two cows had been frightened by
some picnickers and had run into the
river. They were unable to get out
themselves and had to be pulled out,
and were almost dead. The parties
then killed the cows and skinned them,
leaving the remains on dry land. Sen-
ator Cox says the report was greatly
exaggerated. I instructed A. Grubbs,
the City Scavenger, to examine the
river for these reported "juicy cows,"
and he and his men started in at the
old gas works and followed the Sacra-
mento River up stream nearly one mile,
and also the American River as far as
Twelfth street, but they were unable
to find any dead animals, with the sin-
gle exception of a few bones of a horse
found on a sand bar of the American
River.

cumstantial evidence which rendered ti
entirely convincing- Our informant
was last night told of the Mayor's let-
ter, and he positively affirms that his
statement was correct, and that he
saw the dead animals in the river.
One had been hauled up on the bank
and a Kanaka was engaged in skinning
it. He did not notice the remains of the
dead horse on the sand bar. to which
reference is made in the Mayor's let-
ter.

THE OREGON IS SAFE.

The Great Battleship Arrived Off
Florida Yesterday.

There need be no further solicitude
for the Calil'ornia-built battleship Ore-
gon. The Spaniards haven't sunk her,
and they are not likely to sink her.
The great iron ship yesterday complet-
ed her remarkable trip of some 13,000
miles, and arrived off the coast of Flor-
ida.

This good news was received last
evening by Frank Miller, whose son
Cyrus is one of the cadets on board
the Oregon, and who left here only a
few weeks ago full of patriotic ardor
and a desire to have a hand in the war
with Spain. Cadet Miller?who next
month will be an Ensign?telegraphs
his father that the Oregon had arrived
on the Atlantic coast, and that all on
board were safe and well.

The Oregon was in San Francisco
when war was declared only a few
weeks ago, but she has made the won-
derful voyage around Cape Horn and
up the coast of South America to the
scene of action, a journey more than
13,000 miles, before even a move on
Cuba had been made. And this, too,

without accident or untoward incident.
There is, probably, not another bat-

tleship in the world that could make
such a journey in the time and with-
out accident. The Oregon was built at
the Union Iron Works, San Francisco,

and is a credit to her builders.

FIVE YEARS FOR ELLSWORTH

LENIENCY FOR THE PARTNER
OF PEDERAS.

Not a Hardened Criminal?The
Prisoner Breaks Down

Completely.

Deputy Sheriff Sehwilk yesterday left
for San Quentin Prison with Edward

IEllsworth, whom Judge Hart had in the
forenoon sentenced to five years' im-
prisonment for burglary.

Ellsworth is not evidently a hardened
criminal. He had fallen in with Frank

S Pederas, an ex-convict and thoroughly
Idepraved man, who led him into raiding
| country ranches, stealing chickens, etc.
jPederas was sentenced to fifteen years.
Ellsworth at first intended to stand
trial, but finally concluded to plead
guilty and trust to the court to deal
generously with him.

When Ellsworth appeared in court
yesterday the District Attorney said
the man's previous character had been
investigated, and it did not appear that
he was one who preferred to lead a
wayward life. He had once been sent
to jail, but the records of the prison
showed that he had been an exemplary
prisoner. The District Attorney thought
the court would be justified in not im-
posing a lo.tg sentence. C. M. Beckwith,
Ellsworth'? counsel, made an appeal for
leniency on behalf of the prisoner.

The court said the remarks of the Dis-
trict Attorney and counsel would be
considered in the passing of sentence.
It was also in the prisoner's favor that
he had acknowledged his guilt instead
of going to trial and committing per-
jury. Referring to Pederas, with whom
Ellsworth was associated at the time
of his arrest, Judge Hart said:

'"This man Pederas, who was jointly
charged with you, was sentenced by the
court to the full extent of the law, which
is fifteen years for that particular of-
fense. The maximum punishment was
inflicted upon him because in the judg-
ment of this court he was an incorri-
gible and a man of criminal inclina-
tions, he already having served a term
in the State Prison.

"In your case I shall not impose the
full penalty, as the court does not think
that you are past reformation, and you
perhaps will, after your term expires,
become an honest man again. It is the
judgment of the court that you be con-
fined in the State Prison at San Quen-
tin for the term of five years."

While the Judge was delivering these
words Ellsworth, who was evidently
overcome with shame and remorse,
broke down completely and wept and
sobbed like a child. All present in the
courtroom at the time felt the utmost
sympathy for the prisoner.

In a voice broken by his emotion Ells-
worth thanked the court for the lenien-
cy shown him, and the District Attor-
ney and his own counsel for the kind
manner in which they had spoken of
him.
