PEACE PROPOSAL WITH A
THREAT.

The dispatches say that the evidences
accumulate that Spain is desirous of
bringing the war to a close by nego-
tiating peace, but that she.wishes to
do sthis through the agency of some
'foreign Power, which she desires to
make the initiative movement by an

intervention suggesting to the TUnited |

States that terms of peace should now
Jbe arranged. :

i This is supplementéed by a quotation
from the St. Petersburg “Novosti,”” the
Russian ce'nsur having permitted that
Journal to say that it is full time to end
“a senseless and criminal war.” That if
Spain appeals to Europe to that end
,the Powers must intervene, and that

* “America must submit her pretensions

to a tribunal of European Powers. This
is accompanied by a positive threat
that the TUnited States must submit
to the dictation of Europe, since our
coast lines are so extended and de-
fenseless that we cannot withstand the
combined fleets of two or three Euro-
pea.nb Powers.

If Spain wants peace there is a di-
rect road open to her to secure it. Let
her make the proposition direct to the
United States. This has been the pro-
cedure between nations for centuries;
there is no reason for departure from
it now. The Spanish movement to have
the proffer of peace come through a
“disinterested Power” is a mere trick,
a-device to call a halt {n present activi-
ties, while Europe meddles in our af-

fairs, ‘and by virtue of her physical

strength attempts to dictate td'us our
¢ourse of action, It is more than ab-
surb; it is ridiculous.

Just how the United States will re-
ceive such overtures may
stated now. They will be firmly re-
Jected with the statement that if Spain
has any communication to make upon
the subject, we are prepared to re-
ceive the same and deal with her with
the justice and equity with which this

nation has always met offers for ne- |

gotiation of any order.

The threat of the' “Novosti” is conse. |

quential because of ‘the semi-official
character of that journal and because
under a system of strict censorship it
has been allowed to indulge in such
threatening fulmination. The people
of the United States will resent any
such interference, with the spirit such
impertinence justifies, and the Govern-
ment will act in reflection of the senti-
ment of the people. No matter if such
resentment of an offer by a third party
should involve us in a war of years,
we cannot and will not submit to such
interference as is suggested.

It is not, however, t0 be apprehended
that intervention will be made, though
it is undeniable that it is under con-
sideration by Spain, which appears to
be especially solicitious just now to in-
fluence some Power of Europe to take
ghe initiative in that  direction. No
qation of Europe can afford to take
such a step, since it is clear that the
European States cannot be brought in-
to concert of thought and action re-
garding it, and because such procedure
is not warranted by precedent or justl-
fled by equity.

We repeat if Spain has in mind, as
4s Dbelieved, the idea of bringing on
megotiations with peace in view, there
is but one step she can take to that
£nd, and no other. She must address

{.the Government of the United States!

irectly. And she can rest assured that
her overtures will be received with that
Mdignity, courtesy and fair dealing
/which are characteristic of the Amer-
tdcan people.

She can make this approach, since
diplomatic relations are broken off,

hrough any proper agency represent-
dng her and speaking her desire, but
ssuch agent must not occupy the atti-
#ude of an intervenor, coming in its
own strength, by its own motive, or ac-
ompanied by the menace of threats.

And still it is claimed for
him that he is patriotic. But unhap-
pily for Mr. White he votes and speaks
steadily also against the annexation of
Hawalii, which comes to us with open
‘mnd pleading arms. It is shown to
‘him that the annexation is a war ne-
«cessity and will be for all time a naval
fnecessity, since ships of the navy with-
'‘out coal are worse than useless. As
4t is, our vessels are engaged in chasing
‘coal more than in hunting the enemy
or in making commercial visitations in
i‘American interests. The two votes, and
dhe two positions of Mr. White, bear an
gntimate relation to one another. Ha-

with gold bugs or silverites, or the isms
of either. But it has to do with na-
tional integrity, national success, and
'the national right to have a foothold
in the mid-Pacific.

ACQUISITION AND THE MONROE
DOCTRINE.

They are saying that we cannot ac-
quire in the Philippines without aban-
doning the Monroe doctrine. And why,
pray? We declare by the Monroe doc-
trine that monarchies shall not broaden |
the sweep of their domination upon this
hemisphere. That is the substance and |
meat of it. But how does our acqui-
sition of territory as spoil of war affect
that?

We say to Spain:

“Your rule of cru-
elty, oppression, blood, extortion and
retrogression must cease in Cuba.”
She refuses to retire before the demand.
War ensues, and as an act of war we
seize her possessions in the Orient—
possessions, by the way, which she was
as shamefully misusing as in the West
Indies. Is it intended to say that be-
cause we prohibit the setting up of
thrones on American continents, there-
fore we will not resist for cause mon-
archical expansion anywhere else?

The Monroe doctrine does not imply a
quasi-protectorate over all American

republics. But if it did it does not fol-
!10\\' that we have no right to a decent
| foothold here and there abroad, to pro-
| mote civilization, conserve common na-
tional interests and the rights of our
| citizens and safety of our ships in dis-
| tant parts. It is not contended that
this nation should go out upon schemes
of conquest. It is not, and never should
| be, a robber nation; it never should in-
dulge in land piracy—we do not emulate
the example of some of the “Powers”
in that regard.

What we need we should buy and pay
for. But if, in a justifiable war, we,
like all other nations similarly engaged,
are bound to cripple the enemy by seiz-
ures, and when we win we are bound to
do as always is done, hold to our ac-
quisition by force, to indemnify us for
| the cost of the war. For war is like
litigation; the loser pays all. And it
is just that it should be so.

PROHIBITION INSTEAD OF TAXA-
TION.

San Jose Herald: If for any reason
the Congress of the United States
should pass the crazy-quilt aggrega-
tion of inconsistencies called the war
revenue bill in its present form, it
would ¢¢ a thousand times more dam-
age to the business of this country
than the legitimate results of the war.
The bill, as amended by the domina-
tion of Silverite Jones of Nevada, in
the efforts to aveid the issue of bonds
to pay the expenses of the war, would
impose untold hardships upon the busi-
ness interests of this country. For in-
stance, a stamp tax- of 4 cents would
be imposed upon every bottle or pack-
age of patent medicine which retails
for a dollar. This 4 per cent. taxation
really means 8 or 10 per cent, to the
manufacturer, who will have to pay
the tax, and instead of taxation would
amount to prohibition. The same in-
justice is intended in other directions.
The result of these unjust demands will
no doubt be beneficial, resulting in
making friends for a moderate system
of direct taxation which will be bur-
densome upon no one, with equally
distributed taxation based upon busi-
ness principles.

INTERNATIONAL LAW.

A COOL REQUEST.

San Diego Union: The request of the
Spanish Consul at Kingston, Jamaica,
to be allowed to rummage through the
baggage of Americans arriving at that
port from Cienfuegos, is perhaps the
most astounding bit of international
impudence of which there is any rec-
ord. = His demand, in brief, was that
American citizens in a neutral port
should submit their papers and per-
sonal effects to the inspection of an
official of the country with which the
United States is at war. The Kingston
authorities, however, informed the
Spanish Consul that before any such
action could be permitted he must show
that it is reasonably probable that the
Americans were the bearers of dis-
patches from the fleet, or communica-
tions from spies, or other prohibited
matter, They flatly refused to per-
mit the Spaniard, in the absence of
such showing or probable cause, to
meddle with the personal effects of
American travelers. Jamaica is a
British island, and it is very safe to
assume that the Spanish Consul will
not be able to make any showing that
will induce the officials there to permit
any such outrage as he contemplates.

There is no lesson of the present war
that should impress itself with more
force upon the. Government than the
necessity for the construction of this
canal at the earliest possible time. The
commercial advantages that would ac-
crue from it are sufficient to warrant
the expenditure; as an adjunct to our
defensive strength it is imperative,

COST OF AMMUNITION.

Oakland Enquirer: The Navy De-
partment has directed commanders of
vessels to be economical in the use of
ammunition, and this is one r=ason
why there is not quite so much bom-
barding going on along the Cuban
coast as there was a few weeks ago.
Military men, having in mind the thou-
sand-dollar expense of firing one of
the big thirteen-inch guns, say that it
costs as much to destroy a fort by bom-
bardment as it costs to build it, and
this may well be believed. The battle-
ship Indiana discharges more than
three tons of iron and steel projectiles
per minute and in fifteen minutes can
fire away quite a fortune.

A FUTILE PROTEST.
