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SPAIN AGAIN
SUING FOR PEACE.

Realizing the Hopelessness of Cor-
tinuing the War,

Ske is Approaching the Powers With a
View to [ntervention.

High Officials Ordered to the Aus-
trian Capital, in Hope of Secur-
ing Assistance for Sp.in in Her
Distress—A New Appeal Also
Said to Have Been Made to the
Pope.

LONDON, June 10.—The Madrid cor-
respondent of the “Daily Mail”’ says:

‘“There is no little doubt that Spain,
geeing the hopelessness of further cou-
tinuing the war, is approaching the
Powers with a view of obtaining an
honorable peace, The Cabinet council
to-day finally authorized Duke Almod-
ovar de Rio to expedite diplomatic
action, and in consequence the Duke is
now conferring with.certain Embassa-
dors and Ministers at Madrid.

“Instructions have been telegraphed
to the Spanish Minister in Vienna, and
orders likewise given to Senor Augeria,
theé Under Secretary of State, to proceed
at once to the Austrian Capital.. Spain
is unquestionably looking to Austria
for assistance in her distress.

“Probably General Augusti will be
ordered to make the best terms he can
with Admiral Dewey. A i{Minister has
informed me that if re-enforcements
were on their way to the Philippines,
Augusti would be ordered to hold out
10 the last, but as they were not, Au-
gust would ‘act according to circum-
stances,” a mild euphonism for sur-
rendering.”

The Madrid correspondent of the
“Daily Mail,” telegraphing by way of
Hondaye, France, says:

“The message to the Government
from Captain General Augusti as to
the situation at Manila was held bask,
and, it is alleged, was greatly toned
down before publication. It has aroused
the national anger, for the Spaaish
cling instinctively to the Philippines,
though they are ready enough to avan-
don Cuba, which js regarded as a mon-
ster that yearly devours the youtn of
Spain.

THE CABINET CONSIDERS WAR
SITUATION.
MADRID, June 9.—News received

here from the Philippine Islands has
caused a deep impression.

He said he was not aware that any
power was disposed to do so.

The council dccepted the resignation
of Lieutenant General Daban, com-
mander of the First Army Corps and
Captain General of-Madrid, and ap-
pointed Lieutenant General Chichilla,
commander of thé Second Army Corps,
former Minister of War, to succeed
him.

The Government has received no offi-
cial dispatches of a bombardment of
Santiago.

At the termination of the Cabinet
council, General Correa proceeded to
the palace, where he had an hour’s
conference with the Queen Regent.

Captain Aunon, Minister of Marine,
started for Cadiz at 10 o’clock this
evening. All the Ministers accompa-
nied him to the railway station. He
will remain at Cadiz until Admiral Ca-
mara’'s squadron is ready to sail, Gen-
eral Correa in the meantime fulfilling
his duties at the Ministry of Marine.

The fifteen vessels forming the
squadron will start together under
sealed orders, which will only be open-
ed when the squadron is well out to
sea. It is understood that the forces
will then be divided.

A mail steamer that was carrying
torpedoes destined for the defense of
Manila has returned to Barcelona.

CRITICAL PERIOD FOR SPAIN.

LONDON, June 10.—The “Times"”
says: “Probably the next few days
will form as eritical a period as any
the Spanish Government has yet passed
through. It is useless for Spain to
cherish pleasing illusions, America
will lick her volunteers into a shape
good enough for the work in hand
much sooner than seems to be antici-
pated in Madrid.”

The “Daily News” says: “Spain’s
best friends can only urge her to sub-
mit without delay. There is no ar-
mor against fate,and there is no rem-
edy for incapacity. If international
diplomaey deals with the war, Lord
Salisbury will insist upon the just claim
of the United States to secure the re-
ward of energy and foresight in a good
cause.”

HAWAIIAN ANNEXATION.
President McKinley Said to Deem
It a Military Necessity.
WASHINGTON, June 9.—The Presi-
dent has in contemplation, according to
a Senator who was in consultation with
him to-day, the submission of a speciai
message to the two Houses of Con-
gress, calling for the immediate annex-

ation of Hawaii as a military neces-
sary.
According to this Senator, the mes-

sage will be delayed for a few days to
await action that may be taken by
Speaker Reed and the Committee on
Rules, but it is very likely to go in early
next week.

The purport of the message is a spe-
cial plea for favorable action, calling
attention to the strategic importance of
the islands, the great advantage that
would acerue in the present war situ-
ation through securing them, and
points in the Hawaiian policy already
well known.

The President has not positively an-
nounced his purpose to send in the
message, although the Senator who
talked with him says the President is
very favorable to this plan, and it will

be made to Congress for immediate
action. The: matter has not been gen-

T0 BE ABANDONED.,

All the Soldiers to he Sent to the
Presidio Reservation.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 9.—Generzl
Merriam, commanding the Department
of California, has finally decided to
abandon Camp Merritt, and place all

the soldiers in camp on the Presidio.

reservation, This move was found
necessary for sanitary and moral rea-
sons. Camp Merritt is without drain-
age, and many saloons have sprung
up all around it. The city's streets
running through it cannot be closed,
and are usually thronged with civilians,
All this can be remedied with the camp
on Government land. The solders were
removed to the old racetrack principal-
ly because the water supply at the
Presidio did not come up to require-
ments, but this has been remedied, and
with a little alteration the camp
grounds at the Presidio can be put in
first-class sanitary condition.

General Merritt received orders from
Washington this morning to rush alil
work pertaining to the dispatching of
the second transportation fleet to the
Philippines. A detail of Nebraska
troops marched to the water front to-
day and took charge of the steamer
Morgan City. Provisions and ammuni-
tion have been ordered on board the
China, Colon and Zealandia. Orders on
the Zealandia are for her to sail on
Friday, but it does not seem possible
for her to get away on that date. There
has been no date set for the sailing of
the transports that can be relied on as
definite.

The steamers Senator and City of
Peubla will shortly be made ready to
receive troops.

The Towa volunteers will reach this
city in the morning. They arrived at
Oakland to-night, but did not cross the
bay.

It was stated late to-night that the
Idaho volunteers would be added to the
troops to sail next week.

Colonel McClure, Chief Paymaster,
was instructed to pay off up to July 1st
all the troops concentrated here as soon
as possible.

PHILIPPINE ISLANDS.

BRITISH MERCHANTS WANT
UNCLE SAM TO KEEP THEM.

With the Guarantee of a Stable
Government They Would Be-
come a Rich Possession.

LONDON, June 9 (Correspondence
of the Associated Press). — Whatever
may be the policy of the United States
toward the Philippine Islands, the Eng-
lish capitalists whose inyestments give
them the right to speak upon the con-
ditions and needs of the islands are of
one mind.

Delegations of London men represent-
ing some of the most important inter-
ests in the Philippines have called up-
on Embassador Hay to urge him to
make representations to his Govern-
ment of their desire that the United
States retain permanent possession of
the Philippines. They are agreed in
the belief that with the guarantee of a
stable Government the Philippines
would become a richer and even maqye
desirable possession than they now are.
They are agreed also that the Spanish
rule ig one which discourages busi-
ness enterprise and repels capital, and
that the legitimate profits of their busi-
ness are mostly absorbed by direct and
indirect bribes to Spanish officials.

Without liberal investments to se-
cure the favor of the ruling class, these
gentlemen tell the Embassador that no
businegs operations can be conducted
under the regime of Spain. The posi-
tion of the Philippine capitalists is one
which prevents them from making a
public declaration of their views.
{ Should the islands remain under Span-
;ish sovereignty, that Government
might make conditions burdensome for
business men who were on record as
desiring a change, and who had made
revelations about Spanish misrule.
They can make known their desires
only through secret diplomatic chan-
nels, as they have done.

The President of an important Phil- |
ippine company having its principal’
| office in L.ondon, who presented a state- |
ment to the Embassador, dfscussed the
| question with a representative of the
Associated Press, but only on condi- |
tion that his name be withheld. He
' gave the usual recital of extortion by |
the officials who come from Spain to
| these islands, as they go to Cuba, for
the sole purpose of acquiring as much
money as possible in the shortest time.
|  He ridiculed the suggestion that the
Philippine insurgents could be induced
by the Spaniards to form an alliance
against the United States, The natives,
he declared, would welcome any Power
which would relieve them from the
domination of Spain. He did not, how-
ever, seem to place much confidence in
the good faith of the revolutionists,
and incidentally remarked that he had
knowledge that more than one native
insurrection had been inspired and pro-
moted by Spanish officials for the In-
creased revenues which would come to
them through the transportation of
troops into the island to suppress the
insurrection.

Under proper treatment, the natives,
although consisting of several races,
would be entirely tractable. The great-
est difficulties which would be en-
countered in managing the islands
would come from the religious orders,
which had been accustomed to squeeze
the natives, and had accumulated much
valuable property. The present insur-
rection was as much an uprising
against the church as against the Gov-
ernment, and was conducted by a se-
cret society which had been organized
| to oppose the priests, a sort of free

{ masonry. which had spread through-
out the islands.
As an instance of Spanish colonial

government, he said there was but one
road outside of Manila in the island.
The entire absence of public works of
all sorts was a great check to business
enterprises.

Careful investigation by the most
 efficient engineers had proved that the
gold deposits of the Philippines were
among the richest in the world, and
under conditions favorable to the de-
velopment he was sure that the isi-
ands would surpass Awustralia and
South Africa as a gold country.

In conclusion, this gentleman said
the American Government need not be
deterred by fear of the climate from
invading the Philippines with unsea-
soned troops. During a residence of
ten yvears he had known but one epi-
demic of disease, and that was not a
serious one.

FRESNO, June 9.—The platform
adopted this forenoon at the State
Convention of Prohibitionists demands
the suppression of the beverage liquor
traffic by laws enforced by a party
pledged to this end.
